1 Corinthians 10:26




- is the postpositive explanatory use of the conjunction GAR, meaning “for” plus the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun GĒ, meaning “the earth.”  With this we have the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and noun KURIOS, meaning “of the Lord” in the sense of “belonging to the Lord.”  Ellipsis demands the insertion of the present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “[is].”

“For the earth [is] the Lord’s”

 - is the simple connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the nominative subject from the neuter singular article and noun PLĒRWMA, which means “that which fills—that which fills (up), content.”
  Then we have the possessive genitive from the feminine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a third person personal pronoun, meaning “it’s” and referring to the earth.
1 Cor 10:26 corrected translation
“For the earth [is] the Lord’s and its fullness.”
Explanation:
1.  “For the earth [is] the Lord’s”

a.  The earth belongs to the Lord Jesus Christ because He is the creator of the universe.  This fact is stated many times in Scripture.



(1)  Gen 1:1, “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.”



(2)  Job 38:4, “Where were you when I laid the foundation of the earth? Tell Me, if you have understanding.”



(3)  Ps 89:11, “The heavens are Yours, the earth also is Yours; The world and all it contains, You have founded them.”



(4)  Ps 90:2, “Before the mountains were born or You gave birth to the earth and the world, Even from everlasting to everlasting, You are God.”



(5)  Ps 96:5, “For all the gods of the peoples are idols, but the Lord made the heavens.”



(6)  Ps 102:25, “Of old You founded the earth, and the heavens are the work of Your hands.”



(7)  Isa 42:5, “Thus says God the Lord, Who created the heavens and stretched them out, Who spread out the earth and its offspring, Who gives breath to the people on it and spirit to those who walk in it,”



(8)  Isa 45:18, “For thus says the Lord, who created the heavens (He is the God who formed the earth and made it, He established it and did not create it a waste place, but formed it to be inhabited), ‘I am the Lord, and there is none else.’”



(9)  Acts 17:24, “The God who made the world and all things in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples made with hands;”



(10)  1 Chr 29:11, “Yours, O Lord, is the greatness and the power and the glory and the victory and the majesty, indeed everything that is in the heavens and the earth; Yours is the dominion, O Lord, and You exalt Yourself as head over all.”



(11)  Rom 1:20, “For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood through what has been made, so that they are without excuse.”



(12)  Heb 1:10, “And, ‘You, Lord, in the beginning laid the foundation of the earth, and the heavens are the works of Your hands;”



(13)  Heb 11:3, “By faith we understand that the worlds were prepared by the word of God, so that what is seen was not made out of things which are visible.



(14)  Rev 4:11, “Worthy are You, our Lord and our God, to receive glory and honor and power; for You created all things, and because of Your will they existed, and were created.”


b.  Since the earth belongs to the Lord, everything that is on the earth also belongs to the Lord.  This includes all foods of every type.

2.  “and it’s fullness.”

a.  Related Scripture.



(1)  Ps 24:1, “The earth is the Lord’s, and all it contains, the world, and those who dwell in it.”



(2)  Ps 50:12, “If I were hungry I would not tell you, for the world is Mine, and all it contains.”



(3)  1 Tim 4:4, “For everything created by God is good, and nothing is to be rejected if it is received with gratitude.”


b.  Not only does the earth belong to the Lord, who created it, but everything on the earth also belongs to the Lord.


c.  Since everything on the earth belongs to the Lord, He has the right to make anything He wants holy.


d.  In the case of the Church Age and food, He has made all things holy.


e.  Therefore, the Corinthians are free to do whatever they want with regard to food, because all the food in the world belongs to the Lord.
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
