1 Corinthians 15:27




- is the inferential use of the conjunction GAR, meaning “Therefore” plus the accusative direct object from the neuter plural adjective PAS, used as a substantive and meaning “all things.”  Then we have the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb HUPOTASSW, which means “to subject, to subordinate; to bring under subjection.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which regards the action of our Lord in human history in its entirety, but regards it from the standpoint of its final result.


The active voice indicates that our Lord produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the preposition HUPO plus the accusative of place from the masculine plural noun POUS with the possessive genitive from the masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a third person personal pronoun, meaning “under His feet.”
“Therefore He has subordinated all things under His feet.”
- is the temporal conjunction HOTAN, which means “when” with the postpositive adversative use of the conjunction DE, meaning “But, However, And yet.”  This is followed by the third person singular aorist active subjunctive from the verb EIPON, which means “He says.”

The aorist tense is a futuristic aorist or prophetic aorist, which involves the use of the aorist tense to indicate an event which has not in fact happened but which is so certain to happen that it is depicted as though it had already happened.


The active voice indicates that our Lord produces the action.


The subjunctive mood is used to indicate the uncertainty of the exact time when this event will take place in the future.

Then we have the conjunction HOTI used as quotation marks.  This is followed by the nominative subject from the neuter plural adjective PAS, used as a substantive, meaning “all things.”  This is followed by the third person singular perfect passive indicative from the verb HUPOTASSW, which means “to be put in subjection, to be put in subordination.”

The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which conveys the idea of a present state resulting from a past action with results that go on forever.


The passive voice indicates that all things receive the action of being put in subordination under the authority of God.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

“But when He says, ‘All things are under subordination,’

- is the predicate nominative from the neuter singular adjective DĒLOS, which means “clear, plain, or evident.”
  This predicate nominative demands the insertion of the elliptical present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “[it is].”  With this we have the explanatory use of the conjunction HOTI, which means “that,” which will explain what is clear, plain, or evident.

“[it is] clear that”
 - is the adverb EKTOS, which means “outside, except,” when used as an improper preposition.”
  With this we have the genitive masculine singular from the articular aorist active participle from the verb HUPOTASSW, meaning “to subordinate, to subject.”

The article is used as a relative pronoun, meaning “the one who.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist for an action that has been completed with results that continue.


The active voice indicates that our Lord produces the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

Then we have the dative of indirect object from the masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a third person personal pronoun, meaning “to Him” and referring to God the Father.  Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the neuter plural adjective PAS, used as a substantive and meaning “all things.”  This whole phase says literally, “except the One who subordinated to Him all things.”  In English we would smooth this out to something like “it is clear that this is except the One who subordinated to Him all things” or “it is clear that the exception is the One who subordinated to Him all things.”
“except the One who subordinated all things to Him.”

“Therefore He has subordinated all things under His feet.  But when He says, ‘All things are under subordination,’ [it is] clear that [this is] except the One who subordinated all things to Him.”
Explanation:
1.  “Therefore He has subordinated all things under His feet.”

a.  Once our Lord Jesus Christ has finally abolished death at the end of His millennial reign, a logical conclusion results.


b.  Everything that has ever stood up against God, since the beginning of Satan’s thought, “I will be like the Most High God,” is now again subordinate to God as it was before the fall of Satan.


c.  Jesus Christ’s mission since the fall o
f Satan has been to restore the subordination of every thing that exists to God the Father, both angelic and human.


d.  It takes a great deal of angelic history and all of human history to do this.


e.  Not only will angels and mankind all be subordinate to Christ and therefore to God the Father, but even death will be subordinate to Christ.


f.  All things that exist, both material and immaterial will be subordinate to Christ.


g.  This subordination will be a willing subordination by all those who believe in Christ and an unwilling subordination by all those who hate God and continue in their antagonism toward Him.


h.  Satan, the fallen angels, and all unbelievers may hate, despise, and reject the authority of God, but they will submit to the authority of God whether they like it or not.  Again this is Operation Footstool, which we have already studied.

2.  “But when He says, ‘All things are under subordination,’

a.  When the final enemy death is abolished at the end of the last judgment, then our Lord Jesus Christ makes a dramatic declaration to God the Father.


b.  He declares once and for all that everything has been restored to the condition of complete subordination to God prior to the fall of Satan.


c.  This dramatic statement by our Lord is the final declaration that the appeal trial and final sentence of Satan, the fallen angels, all unbelievers, and the affects of all of their actions in human history have come to an end.


d.  Never again in creature history will there be a revolution against God.


e.  This declaration by our Lord is the beginning of the eternal state for all creatures.


f.  This is one of the greatest statements ever given by our Lord Jesus Christ and we will all be there to witness it.


g.  God will have allowed millions of years for creature volition to run its full course until our Lord is able to make this declaration.


h.  Our Lord volunteered for the mission of restoring all things to subordination to God in eternity past as a part of the divine decrees.  This statement by our Lord was also a part of the divine decrees.

3.  “[it is] clear that [this is] except the One who subordinated all things to Him.”

a.  Paul wants to make one final thought clear—the Lord Jesus Christ is not subordinate to  God the Father.  Why?


b.  Because the Lord Jesus Christ is co-equal with God the Father.  God the Son is just as much God as God the Father.


c.  Jesus Christ in His humanity subordinates Himself to God the Father.  But the exception stated here is not Jesus Christ in His humanity subordinating the world and all angelic creatures to God the Father.


d.  This is the deity of Christ as God performing the action of bringing everything and everyone into subordination to God the Father.


e.  The deity of Christ and the deity of the Holy Spirit do not subordinate themselves to the Father or to each other.  They are all co-equal, co-eternal, and co-infinite.  They all love each other perfectly and eternally.  There is no need for them to subordinate themselves to each other.  The very thought is blasphemous; for it makes Christ and the Holy Spirit no longer God, but something less than God.  To say that God the Son and God the Holy Spirit subordinate themselves to God the Father is absolute heresy.


f.  Everything in heaven and earth is subordinate to God, and that includes all three members of the Trinity.
