1 Corinthians 16:24




- is the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun AGAPĒ with the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “My unconditional-love” and refers to the unconditional virtue or integrity-love that the believer develops from God’s love for the believer (1 Jn 4:19; Rom 5:8).  Again we do not have a verb in this sentence, which indicates the high probability of an ellipsis here, demanding the present active indicative of the verb EIMI, “to be: [is].”

“My unconditional-love [is]”

- is the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “with all” and the partitive genitive (or genitive of the whole) from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “of you.”

“with all of you”

 - is the preposition EN plus the locative of sphere/relationship from the masculine singular proper names CHRISTOS and IĒSOUS, meaning “in Christ Jesus.”

“in Christ Jesus.”

1 Cor 16:24 corrected translation
“My unconditional-love [is] with all of you in Christ Jesus.”

Explanation:
1.  The final thought Paul wants to leave with the Corinthians is that he still loves them with the unconditional love he has developed in his soul from God’s unconditional love for Paul.

2.  Paul realizes he was the worst unbeliever, who ever lived, because of his persecution of the Church.  But he also realizes that the grace and love of God overcame his sinfulness and evil.

3.  In the same way Paul’s unconditional-love keeps on being extended toward the Corinthians just as our Lord’s unconditional-love kept on being extended toward Paul.

4.  So if Paul could keep on extending his unconditional love toward the Corinthians, how much more could our Lord do so?  Obviously, our Lord could extend His love much more than anything Paul could do.

5.  Therefore, Paul’s love for the Corinthians was a mirror of our Lord’s love for them.

6.  Paul emphasizes this truth by concluding his letter with the same great doctrinal principle he began the letter in chapter one verse two—the Corinthians are “in Christ Jesus.”  They are in union with Christ and nothing can change this.

7.  Therefore, since they are in union with Christ and always will be, Paul will always love them, just as Christ will always love them.

8.  This unconditional love is extended to all of them without exception or exclusion.

9.  The greatest lesson we learn from the first epistle to the Corinthians is the greatest lesson of all: God’s unconditional love for us will never change.  He will always love us no matter what we do wrong.  He may discipline us, but He will never stop loving us.  “We love because He first loved us,” 1 Jn 4:19.
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
