COMMUNION

1.  The EUCHARIST or Lord's Supper is a ritual.  It is a ritual in which the royal family remembers the Person and Work of our Lord Jesus Christ on the Cross.  1 Cor 11:26, "For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord's death until He comes."

2.  The importance of Rebound.  1 Cor 11:27, "Therefore whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner, shall be guilty of the body and the blood of the Lord.  But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of the bread and drink of the cup.  For he who eats and drinks, eats and drinks judgment to himself, if he does not judge the body rightly.  For this reason many among you are weak and sick, and a number sleep."

3.  The Bread.


a.  The bread represents the perfect humanity, the impeccability of our Lord Jesus Christ as the Lamb of God without spot or blemish, who was qualified to go to the cross and die spiritually for our sins.


b.  Our Lord's humanity was created without an old sin nature.  Therefore there was no imputation of Adam's original sin.  He was also tempted far beyond anything we will ever know; yet He remained sinless, committing no personal sin.  This qualified our Lord to go to the cross, bear the sins of the world, and be judged for those sins.


c.  It is our custom for all to retain the bread until all have been served.  This represents the perfection and unity of the Body of Christ.  1 Cor 10:16-17, "Is not the bread which we break fellowship in the body of Christ?  Because there is on loaf, we who are many are one body; for we all share from the one loaf."


d.  A prayer of thanksgiving for the Person of our Lord Jesus Christ.

1 Cor 11:23-24


"For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to you, that the Lord Jesus in the night in which He was betrayed took bread; and when He had given thanks, He broke it, and said, `This is My body, which is for you; do this in remembrance of Me.'"

Matt 26:26


"And while they were eating, Jesus took some bread, and after a blessing, He broke it and gave it to the disciples, and said, "Take, eat; this is My body."

4.  The Cup.


a.  The Cup represents the Work of our Lord Jesus Christ bearing our sins in His own body and being judged for them.


b.  The contents of the cup represent all the sins of the world past, present, and future, which were poured out on Him and judged.  Our Lord suffered the eternal judgment for our sins that we might not be judged, but might have eternal life through faith in Him.  "He who knew no sin was made sin as a substitute for us that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him."


c.  It is our custom for all to retain the cup until all have been served.  This represents the doctrine of Unlimited Atonement.  Christ died spiritually for the sins of all men.


d.  A prayer of thanksgiving for the Work of our Lord Jesus Christ.

1 Cor 11:25

"In the same way He took the cup also, after supper, saying, ‘This cup is the new covenant in My blood; do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.'"

Matt 26:27


"And He took a cup and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, `Drink from it, all of you; for this is My blood of the covenant, which is shed on behalf of many for forgiveness of sins.'"
