1 John 4:14



- is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And.”  KAI simply functions to continue and conclude the previous thought.  Then we have the nominative subject from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, which means “we.”  With this we have the first person plural perfect deponent middle/passive indicative from the verb THEAOMAI, which means “to see, behold, look at, perceive.”

The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes the completion of a past action.


The deponent middle/passive voice is active in meaning, the apostles, evangelists, and pastor-teachers producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the continuative use of KAI, meaning “and” with the first person plural present active indicative from the verb MARTUREW, which means “to bear witness, to testify, to declare, to confirm, Jn 3:11, 32; 5:23b; 19:35; Rev 1:2; 22:20; 1 Jn 1:2; 5:10.”


The present tense is a durative present for an action that began in the past and keeps on continuing in the present.


The active voice indicates that the communicators of God’s Word produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for simple statement of fact.

Then we have the conjunction HOTI, which is used after verbs of mental activity and sense perception to indicate the content of that activity and function.  It is translated “that.”
“And we have perceived and keep confirming that”
- is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun PATĒR, which means “the Father.”  Then we have the third person singular perfect active indicative from the verb APOSTELLW, which means “to send.”

The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes the completion of a past action.


The active voice indicates that God the Father produced the action of sending the Son.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact and reality.

This is followed by the double accusative of object and complement.  The accusative direct object is found in the masculine singular article and noun HUIOS, meaning “the Son.”  The accusative complement (either a noun, adjective, participle, or infinitive complements the object in that it predicates something about it) is found in the masculine singular noun SWTĒR, meaning “Savior.”  “Occasionally, the construction is marked by the presence of EIS or HWS before the complement, or EINAI (the infinitive of EIMI) between the two accusatives. Thus, in 1 Cor 4:1 Paul says, ‘let a person regard us as servants of Christ’.  Although such elements are usually lacking, one should normally translate the construction with “as,” “to be,” or “namely” between the two accusatives.  The object is usually articular.”
  [Notice the article TON before HUION indicating the articular object].  Finally, we have the objective genitive from the masculine singular article and noun KOSMOS, which means “of the world” and refers to the world of mankind.
“the Father has sent His Son [to be] the Savior of the world.”
1 John 4:14 corrected translation
“And we have perceived and keep confirming that the Father has sent His Son [to be] the Savior of the world.”
Explanation:
1.  “And we have perceived and keep confirming that”

a.  Not only has God the Son sent God the Holy Spirit to indwell us, so that God the Son Himself might indwell us, but in addition God the Father has sent His Son to provide our eternal salvation.

b.  John works backward logically from our present state to the beginning of God’s plan.


(1)  As PLĒRWMA believers (believers filled with all the fullness of God), we have come to realize that Jesus Christ resides in us that we might love one another unconditionally as the Father has loved the Son and the Son has loved the Father.



(2)  As mature believers, we have come to realize that Jesus Christ resides in us as the confidence of glorification of God and guarantee of blessings for time and eternity.



(3)  As growing believers, we have come to realize that God the Son sent God the Holy Spirit to reside in us so that Jesus Christ can reside in us as the Shekinah Glory.



(4)  As baby believers, we came to realize that God the Son sent God the Holy Spirit to empower us to live our spiritual life.



(5)  As new believers, we came to realize that God the Father has sent His Son to be our Savior.

c.  The subject (“we”) includes the following believers:



(1)  The apostles of our Lord, who first perceived the mission of Jesus Christ to be the Savior of the world.



(2)  Then others learned from the apostles and had the spiritual gift of evangelism or pastor-teacher, or some other temporary communication spiritual gift (prophet).


(3)  Then the rest of the royal family came to the point of learning, seeing with the eyes of their soul, and understanding the purpose of Jesus Christ in human history during the First Advent.


d.  Once God’s communicators had seen and understood what God the Father’s plan was for the humanity of Christ they testified and confirmed what was true to other believers.  These believers then saw and understood what God was doing and testified and witnessed to other people they knew.


e.  This system of seeing and understanding with the soul what God has done and is doing in human history has been witnessed to, testified about, and confirmed from generation to generation throughout the Church Age.  This is the testimony of the saints or royal family of God to all members of the human race as our Lord’s royal ambassadors.

2.  “the Father has sent His Son [to be] the Savior of the world.”

a.  The witness and testimony is this: that the Father has sent His Son as or to be the Savior of the world.

b.  The fact that the Father has sent His Son is mentioned in:


(1)  The parable of Mt 21:37, “But afterward he sent his son to them, saying, ‘They will respect my son.’”



(2)  1 Jn 4:10, “By this unconditional love exists, not because we have loved God, but because He has unconditionally loved us and sent His Son [to be] a propitiation for our sins.”


c.  The fact the Son of God, Jesus Christ, is the Savior of the world is mentioned in:



(1)  Isa 43:3, “For I am the Lord your God, The Holy One of Israel, your Savior; I have given Egypt as your ransom, Cush and Seba (south Arabia and northeast Africa) in your place.”



(2)  Isa 43:11, “I, even I, am the Lord, and there is no savior besides Me.”



(3)  Isa 45:21, “Declare and set forth your case; indeed, let them consult together.  Who has announced this from of old?  Who has long since declared it?  Is it not I, the Lord?  And there is no other God besides Me, a righteous God and a Savior; there is none except Me.”



(4)  Isa 49:26, “I will feed your oppressors with their own flesh, and they will become drunk with their own blood as with sweet wine; and all flesh will know that I, the Lord, am your Savior and your Redeemer, the Mighty One of Jacob.”



(5)  Isa 60:16, “You will also suck the milk of nations and suck the breast of kings; then you will know that I, the Lord, am your Savior and your Redeemer, the Mighty One of Jacob.”



(6)  Isa 63:8, “For He said, ‘Surely, they are My people, sons who will not deal falsely.’ So He became their Savior.”


(7)  Hos 13:4, “Yet I have been the Lord your God since the land of Egypt; and you were not to know any god except Me, for there is no savior besides Me.”


(8)  Lk 2:11, “for today in the city of David there has been born for you a Savior, who is Christ the Lord.”


(9)  Jn 4:42, “and they were saying to the woman, ‘It is no longer because of what you said that we believe, for we have heard for ourselves and know that this One is indeed the Savior of the world.’”


(10)  Acts 5:31, “He is the one whom God exalted to His right hand as a Prince and a Savior, to grant repentance to Israel, and forgiveness of sins.”


(11)  Acts 13:23, “From the descendants of this man, according to promise, God has brought to Israel a Savior, Jesus,”


(12)  Eph 5:23, “Because the husband is the head of the wife, as Christ also is the head of the Church, He Himself is the savior of the body.”


(13)  Phil 3:20, “For you see our place of citizenship exists in heaven, from which place also we eagerly await the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ,”


(14)  1 Tim 1:1, “Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus according to the command from God our Savior; that is, Christ Jesus, our confidence,”


(15)  1 Tim 2:3, “This is good and acceptable in the opinion of God our Savior,”


(16)  1 Tim 4:10, “Therefore because of this [benefit from spiritual exercise] we work hard and we fight for a prize, because we have confidence in the living God, who is the Savior of all men, especially of believers.”


(17)  2 Tim 1:10, “but at the present time has been revealed through the appearance of our Savior, Christ Jesus, who on the one hand made [physical and spiritual] death powerless, but on the other hand has illuminated life and immortality through the gospel,”


(18)  Tit 1:3-4, “but revealed His doctrinal message at the right time by means of the public teaching with which I have been entrusted according to the command of God our Savior.  For Titus, the true child according to the common faith; grace and prosperity from God the Father and from Christ Jesus our Savior.”


(19)  Tit 2:10, “not misappropriating [anything], but demonstrating every form of intrinsically good faithfulness, in order that they may give credit to the doctrine from God our savior in all things.”


(20)  Tit 2:13, “while waiting for the happy expectation and appearance of the glory of the great God, even our savior Jesus Christ,”


(21)  Tit 3:4, “But when the integrity and the kindness of God our Savior showed itself,”


(22)  Tit 3:6, “who has been poured out on us abundantly through Jesus Christ, our Savior,”


(23)  2 Pet 1:1, “Simon Peter, the slave and apostle of Jesus Christ, to those who have received an equivalent faith to us in the righteousness of our God even savior Jesus Christ.”


(24)  2 Pet 1:11, “For in this manner [execution of verses 5-7—the protocol plan], your entrance into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and savior Jesus Christ [ultimate sanctification] will be richly supplied to you.”


(25)  2 Pet 2:20, “For if, after they have escaped the defilements of the cosmic system by means of the full knowledge of the Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, and being entangled again in them they are defeated, the last state has become for them worse than the first state.”


(26)  2 Pet 3:2, “in order that you might remember the previous prophecies by the holy prophets and the commandment of the Lord and Savior by your apostles,”


(27)  2 Pet 3:18a, “but continue to grow in the sphere of grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.”


(28)  Jude 1:25, “to the only God, our savior, through Jesus Christ our Lord, [belongs] glory, greatness, power and authority, before all the ages and now and throughout all the ages.  I believe it.”

d.  And the greatest of all testimony is that of our Lord Himself in Jn 3:17, “For God did not send the Son into the world to judge the world, but that the world might be saved through Him.”
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
