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 is the second person plural aorist passive imperative from the verb TAPEINOW, which means “to humble oneself” in a good sense.  You can be humbled by God or His delegated authority and this is being forced into a position of humiliation.  This is being humbled in a bad sense.  Or you can humble yourself by placing yourself under obedience to God or His delegated authority and this is being humbled in a good sense.


The aorist tense is an ingressive aorist, which is commonly employed with verbs that signify a state or condition.  Here the state or condition is being humble, and denotes entrance into that state or condition.


The passive voice indicates that Church Age believers receive the state of humility by using their own volition to act upon themselves.


The imperative mood is a dogmatic command.

 is the postpositive inferential particle OUN, which is translated “Therefore” and introduces a conclusion.

 is the preposition HUPO plus the accusative of place from the feminine singular article HO, adjective KRATAIOS, and noun CHEIR, meaning “under the powerful/mighty hand.”
 is the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “of God.”
“Therefore, humble yourselves under the powerful hand of God,”
is the conjunctive particle HINA, used to introduce a purpose clause.  It is translated “in order that.”
 is the accusative direct object from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you.”
 is the third person singular aorist active subjunctive from the verb HUPSOW, which means “to lift up, raise high.”  It was the word used in Jn 3:14 for the manner in which our Lord was lifted up high off the ground on the Cross for all to see.  Figuratively then it is used of enhancement in honor, fame, position, power, fortune, etc.  In this sense it means “to exalt.”  The modern English word for “exalt” is “to promote” (see Webster’s New Universal Unabridged Dictionary.


The aorist tense is an futuristic aorist which indicates an event which has not yet happened, but it is so certain to happen that it is regarded as if it has already happened.


The active voice indicates that God produces the action of promoting you.


The subjunctive mood is used with HINA to indicate that this is God’s purpose in you humbling yourself, that He may promote you.

 is the preposition EN plus the locative of time from the masculine singular noun KAIROS, which is an idiom and means “at the proper time” or “at the right time.”
“in order that He might promote you at the right time.”
1 Pet 5:6 corrected translation
“Therefore, humble yourselves under the powerful hand of God, in order that He might promote you at the right time.”
Explanation:
1.  Our Lord taught this subject several times during His First Advent.


a.  Mt 23:12, “Whoever exalts himself shall be humbled; and whoever humbles himself shall be exalted.


b.  Lk 14:11, “For everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, and he who humbles himself will be exalted.”

c.  Lk 18:14b, “for everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, but he who humbles himself will be exalted.”

d.  Jam 4:10, “Humble yourselves in the presence of the Lord, and He will exalt you.”
2.  Note that promotion does not come apart from humility.  This is not true in Satan’s kingdom or among unbelievers.  This is a divine standard that applies only to believers.  God makes war against the arrogant and never promotes them or He allows them to be promoted beyond their ability, so that their promotion becomes the source of their humiliation and discipline.
3.  Not all believers are promoted during their life on earth now.  Why?  Most believers will have a far better promotion during the millennial reign of Christ, when they will rule with Him.  Would you rather have your promotion now for a handful of years or for the millennial reign of Christ?  Therefore, don’t be anxious about being promoted, but be patient with regard to your promotion.  It will come at the right time, under the best circumstances and is much more fun in the millennium than in Satan’s kingdom.
4.  Scripture related to humility.

a.  Prov 15:33, “Respect for the Lord is the instruction in wisdom, and before honor comes humility.”  There is no honor without humility.  Respect for the Lord is the prerequisite for humility.  Humility is the prerequisite for honor in the Christian way of life.  Respect for the Lord is personal love for God, one of the characteristics of spiritual self-esteem.  No believer can have honor or integrity in his life without the virtue of humility.


b.  Prov 11:2, “When arrogance comes, then comes dishonor; but with the humble is wisdom.”  The only basis for having wisdom in life is through humility.


c.  Prov 29:23, “A person’s arrogance will bring him low, but a spirit of humility will attain honor.”


d.  Ps 25:8‑9, “Good and honorable is the Lord; therefore, He instructs sinners in the way.  He leads the humble in the wagon tracks of righteousness; consequently, He teaches the humble His road [the path of righteousness].”


e.  Prov 3:33‑35, “The curse of the Lord is on the house of evil, but He blesses the home of the righteous.  He makes war against the arrogant, but He gives grace to the humble.  The wise person will inherit honor, but fools carry away dishonor.”

f.  Lk 14:11, “For everyone who exalts himself [in cosmic system] will be humbled [divine discipline], but he who humbles himself shall be promoted.”
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
