1 Thes 3:13


 - is the preposition EIS plus the accusative of result from the neuter singular articular aorist active infinitive of the verb STĒRIZW, which means “to confirm, establish, strengthen.”

1.  The preposition EIS used with the articular infinitive is one of the methods in Greek of introducing a result clause.  It is translated “with the result that, so that, or resulting in.”

2.  The verb STĒRIZW is in the active voice in the following passages:



Lk 22:32, “but I have prayed for you, that your faith may not fail; and you, when once you have turned again [rebound], strengthen your brothers.”


Acts 18:23, “And having spent some time there, he [Paul] departed and passed successively through the Galatian region and Phrygia, strengthening all the disciples.”


Rom 16:25, “Now to Him who is able to establish [strengthen] you according to my gospel and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery which has been kept secret for long ages past...”


1 Thes 3:2, “and so we sent Timothy, our brother and co-worker of God, to strengthen you and to encourage [you] concerning your doctrine,”


2 Thes 3:3, “But the Lord keeps on being faithful, and he will strengthen and guard you from evil.”


1 Pet 5:10, “And after you have suffered for a little while, the God of all grace, who called you to His eternal glory i Christ, will Himself [KATARTIZW] prepare/supply/fully train, [STĒRIZW, here means “to confirm” because of the use of STHENOW and THEMELIOW] confirm, [STHENOW, which only means “to strengthen”] strengthen, and [THEMELIOW] establish you firmly.”


Rev 3:2, “Be constantly alert, and strengthen the remnant who are about to die...”

3.  Therefore, the verb as used by Paul means, “to strengthen.”

4.  The translation in context is “Moreover, may the Lord cause you to begin to increase and to abound in the sphere of virtue-love toward one another and toward everyone just as also we [increase and abound in the sphere of virtue-love] toward you, resulting in strengthening...”

5.  The aorist tense is constative aorist, which gathers the spiritual growth of these believers into a single whole.


6.  The active voice indicates that the Lord Jesus Christ through the teaching ministry of God the Holy Spirit produces the action of the verb.


7.  The infinitive is an infinitive of result, expressing the intended result of the continued teaching of doctrine and application of the problem solving devices.

 - is the possessive genitive of the second person plural personal pronoun SU plus the double accusative of object and complement.  Here we have the direct object from the feminine plural article and noun KARDIA, meaning “your hearts.”  A reference to the thinking part of the soul, where metabolized doctrine is stored, recalled, and applied.

 - is the double accusative of complement from the feminine plural adjective AMEMPTOS, which means “blameless.”  The accusative complement in the double accusative of object-complement construction can also be translated “as blameless.”
 - is the preposition EN plus the locative of sphere from the feminine singular noun HAGIOSUNĒ, which means “holiness or sanctification.”
 - is the improper preposition EMPROSTHEN plus the genitive of place from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “before God.”
 - is the ascensive use of the conjunction KAI plus the appositional genitive from the masculine singular noun PATĒR and the possessive genitive of the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “even our Father.”
“resulting in strengthening your hearts blameless in holiness before God, even our Father,”
 - is the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the feminine singular article and noun PAROUSIA, meaning “in the presence.”  This is a reference to the judgment seat of Christ.

 - is the genitive of place from the masculine singular article and noun KURIOS and IĒSOUS with the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “of our Lord Jesus.”  Note that emphasis is put on the return of our Lord in His humanity in resurrection body as the ruler of the world and not as Messiah to gather His Church and present them to God the Father.

 - is the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the masculine plural adjective PAS, the article, and the noun HAGIOS plus the possessive genitive of the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used a as a personal pronoun, meaning “with all His saints.”  This is a reference to the royal family of God; that is, all Church Age believers who will go with Christ to heaven and so shall they ever be with the Lord.

 - is word is not found in the best manuscripts.  One of the primary canons of textual criticism is that it is always more likely that a scribe would add a word rather than leave one out.

“in the presence of our Lord Jesus with all His saints.”
1 Thes 3:13 corrected translation
“resulting in strengthening your hearts blameless in holiness before God, even our Father, in the presence of our Lord Jesus with all His saints.”
Explanation:
1.  The entire sentence is translated: 1 Thes 3:12-13, “Moreover, may the Lord cause you to begin to increase and to abound in the sphere of virtue-love toward one another and toward everyone just as also we [increase and abound in the sphere of virtue-love] toward you, resulting in strengthening your hearts blameless in holiness before God, even our Father, in the presence of our Lord Jesus with all His saints.”
2.  The development and use of personal love for God the Father and unconditional, impersonal love for all mankind as problem solving devices give power, strength, or muscle to your heart.

3.  Your heart is the right half of the mentality of your soul.


a.  The soul is composed of at least four invisible but real parts:  self-consciousness, Acts 20:10; mentality, Prov 19:2, volition, Acts 3:23; and emotion, Lk 12:19.



(1)  Self-consciousness—you are aware that you exist, “I am.”


(2)  Mentality—you can create thought, “I think.”


(3)  Volition—you can decide, “I will.”


(4)  Emotion—you respond of react to things, “I feel.”

b.  The mentality of the soul is divided into two parts: the left and right sides.



(1)  The left half of the mentality of the soul is called the NOUS and is the area of intellectual comprehension of secular and doctrinal information.  The left side is your place of assimilating information and the area where your talent functions.



(2)  The right half of the mentality of the soul is called the KARDIA (“heart”) and is the area of spiritual comprehension of doctrinal information.  The right side is where you do your thinking, analyzing, applying of knowledge, and is the seat of common sense.


c.  The heart or right half of the soul has several areas:



(1)  The frame of reference.  The frame of reference is the seat of the inventory of metabolized doctrine, from which application of doctrine or wisdom is performed.



(2)  Memory Center.  While the frame of reference is the location for the classification of doctrine, the memory center is the sphere for recall of Bible doctrine from all areas of the stream of consciousness.



(3)  Vocabulary Storage.  This is the place where thinking develops and where technical words are stored which develop new ideas.  You cannot think beyond your vocabulary.



(4)  Categorical Doctrinal Storage.  Categorical storage coordinated with the frame of reference classifies Bible doctrine.  This is the storage area of any technical concepts or categorical information in any area of life.  It is related to recall from both the memory center and vocabulary.  You remember principles and technical words, and you finally put them all together.  By comparing Scripture with Scripture, certain subjects are brought together in the divisions of doctrine for the purpose of classification.  In the various parts of Scripture, many ideas are covered from different viewpoints but are still part of the same subject.



(5)  Conscience.  Our English word comes from the Latin word, which means to know with a standard.  Your conscience is divided into two parts:




(a)  The place for the norms and standards that are developed from Bible doctrine.




(b)  The carnal norms and standards developed from your old sin nature.




(c)  The decisions you make are generally based on your conscience.





i.  If your decisions are based on your doctrinal norms and standards, then your decisions are good decisions from a position of strength.  The conscience extrapolates from doctrine the norms and standards for life.  You have to know something to have a conscience.  When you know something you develop standards.  Whatever you learn in the right lobe becomes a part of your norms and standards.




    ii.  If your decisions are based on your carnal norms and standards, then your decisions are bad decisions from a position of weakness.



(6)  The Momentum Department or the Department of Spiritual Growth.  This is the area of spiritual growth under the filling power of the Holy Spirit and momentum from metabolized doctrine.  As a result of having doctrine in the frame of reference, moving it into memory center, vocabulary and categorical storage, developing norms and standards, we grow spiritually by the development of a new system of thinking.



(7)  The Wisdom Department or the Launching Pad.  Wisdom is the application of metabolized doctrine and problem solving devices to the various experiences of life.



(8)  The Subconscious Mind.




(a)  The subconscious overlaps from the conscious mind, but is not immediately available to the conscious mind.  The subconscious affects thoughts, feelings, and behavior without entering into one’s awareness.  Hence, the subconscious is where there are impressions and mental activity just below the threshold of consciousness.  These can be released.  Often the teaching of Bible doctrine will release these things and clean out the subconscious of things that are false.




(b)  The subconscious is merely the slough-off for things in the conscious mind that are rejected, no longer believed, or priorities and standards which you have now changed.  When you change a standard and don’t believe it anymore and it conflicts with your conscience, that causes a leak into the subconscious.  So the subconscious collects all the poison of your right lobe.




(c)  However, metabolized doctrine in the right lobe of the soul plus the development of wisdom in the application of doctrine can remove obstructing repressions, and the contents of the subconscious can emerge into awareness where they can be dealt with and handled in the proper manner.  This is one of doctrine’s problem solving functions dealing with the subconscious.  In the subconscious there is no problem solving device.

4.  Learning, metabolizing, and applying doctrine, especially personal love for God and unconditional love for man will qualify you to stand before the Lord Jesus Christ in the presence of God the Father at the judgment seat of Christ and be found to be blameless in holiness.


a.  What does it mean to be blameless in holiness?



(1)  Most importantly, you will stand before God the Father in resurrection body, which means you have no old sin nature and no imputation of Adam’s original sin.



(2)  You will also stand there as a member of the royal family of God, which means you are in union with Christ.  He went to the Cross and died for your sins, so that personal sin is no longer an issue.



(3)  Therefore sin in all of its possible forms is not an issue at the judgment seat of Christ.  Then what is the issue?



(4)  Just as the unbeliever is judged on the basis of his works at the Last Judgment, so the believer is judged on the basis of his works at the judgment seat of Christ.



(5)  The unbeliever can only perform one work that will not condemn him at the Last Judgment and that is the one work of faith alone in Christ alone for salvation, which he has not and will not do.



(6)  The believer is evaluated at the judgment seat of Christ on his production or lack of production of divine good.  Divine good is produced by what you think; not by what you do.  Divine good is the result of your application of doctrine in your soul, in the right side of your soul, in your heart.



(7)  Your application of advanced doctrine by the use of the problem solving devices of spiritual adulthood permits God the Father and our Lord Jesus Christ to declare you to be “blameless in holiness” at the judgment seat of Christ.


b.  This results in maximum glorification of God and calls for the transfer of your escrow blessings for eternity.
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
