Easter Special


Mt 27:39 And those passing by were hurling abuse at Him, shaking their heads, 

Mt 27:40 and saying, "You who would destroy the temple and rebuild it in three days, save Yourself!  If You are the Son of God, come down from the cross."  


Even though the speakers here put their statement in a first class condition (if and it’s true), they did not intend to mean this.  They meant to state a contrary to fact condition (if but its not true).  However, God the Holy Spirit in His infinite wisdom reports exactly what they said in their own stupidity.

Mt 27:41 In the same way the chief priests also, along with the scribes and elders, were mocking {Him,} and saying, 

Mt 27:42 "He saved others; He cannot save Himself. He is the King of Israel; let Him now come down from the cross, and we shall believe in Him.


The chief priests and elders have just finished arguing with Pilate about not putting a sign over his head announcing His crime as being “The King of the Jews.”  They wanted it changed to read that he said that He was King of the Jews, Jn 19:21.  Now they are admitting He is the king of the Jews, but doing so with great sarcasm and hatred. 

Mt 27:43 "He trusts in God; let Him deliver {Him} now, if He takes pleasure in Him; for He said, 'I am the Son of God.'"


“If He takes pleasure in Him” is another first class condition, a statement of fact made in sarcasm and hatred.

Mt 27:44 And the robbers also who had been crucified with Him were casting the same insult at Him. 

Jn 19:26 When Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple whom He loved standing nearby, He said to His mother, "Woman, behold, your son!"


The word “Woman” is the Greek word GUNAI, the same word our Lord used in Jn 2:4 at the wedding feast of Cana to get his mother's attention, so that she would listen objectively to what He needed to tell her.

Jn 19:27 Then He said to the disciple, "Behold, your mother!" And from that hour the disciple received her for his own [mother]. 

Mt 27:45   Now from the sixth hour darkness fell upon all the land until the ninth hour.

Mk 15:33   And when the sixth hour had come, darkness fell over the whole land until the ninth hour.

Lk 23:44   And it was now about the sixth hour [noon], and darkness fell over the whole land until the ninth hour [3 p.m.], separated from God the Father.

Lk 23:45 the sun being obscured; and the veil of the temple was torn in two.


God the Father provided a supernatural darkness for three hours over the area of the Cross, so that no human being and no angelic creature could watch the terrible suffering of our Lord being judged for our sins.  The humanity of our Lord received perfect privacy while being judged by God the Father.  Out of respect for our Lord, we should give others their privacy when they are being judged by the Supreme Court of Heaven.

Mt 27:46 And about the ninth hour Jesus shouted with a loud voice, saying, "Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?" that is, "My God, My God, why hast Thou forsaken Me?" 

Mk 15:34 And at the ninth hour Jesus cried out with a loud voice, "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?" which is translated, "My God, My God, why hast Thou forsaken Me?"


This is our Lord's testimony to the fact that He was separated from God the Father and was indeed bearing our sins.  He didn't scream this once but over and over again as the weight of all the sins of the world and their judgment reached their peak.

Mt 27:47 And some of those who were standing there, when they heard it, began saying, "This man is calling for Elijah."

Mk 15:35 And when some of the bystanders heard it, they began saying, "Behold, He is calling for Elijah."


Jesus spoke this phrase in Aramaic, which many in the crowd could not understand.  So they thought He was calling out to Elijah, since the Aramaic word ELOI, meaning “My God” sounds like the Hebrew word “Eli” an abbreviated version of Elijah.

Jn 19:28   After this, Jesus, knowing that all things had already been accomplished, in order that the Scripture might be fulfilled, said, "I am thirsty." 


This proves conclusively that our Lord Jesus Christ was true humanity while bearing our sins on the Cross, since deity does not thirst.

Jn 19:29 A jar full of sour wine was standing there; so they put a sponge full of the sour wine upon {a branch of} hyssop, and brought it up to His mouth.

Mt 27:48 And immediately one of them ran, and taking a sponge, he filled it with sour wine, and put it on a reed, and gave Him a drink. 

Mk 15:36 And someone ran and filled a sponge with sour wine, put it on a reed, and gave Him a drink, saying, "Let us see whether Elijah will come to take Him down." 

Mt 27:49 But the rest {of them} said, "Let us see whether Elijah will come to save Him." 


Even after the supernatural darkness for three hours, even after hearing our Lord cry out to God the Father, still there is implacable negative volition, sarcasm, scorn, hatred, and evil vilification.

Mk 15:37 And Jesus having exhaled a loud cry, expired.

Mt 27:50 And Jesus having screamed out again with a loud voice, He sent away His spirit.


Our Lord was not murdered.  He was not killed.  He dismissed His own human spirit.  His was an absolutely unique death.  No one has ever done it before, nor will anyone ever dismiss his or her human spirit in the future.

Jn 19:30 When Jesus therefore had received the sour wine, He said, "It [salvation] has been finished now with the result that it is finished forever!" And having pushed forward His head, and transmitted His spirit.

Lk 23:46 And having enunciated with a loud voice, Jesus said, "Father, into Your hands I deposit My spirit." [Ps 31:5 “...You have delivered Me, O Jehovah, God of doctrine.”] And having said this, He expired. 


Our Lord exhaled and did not inhale again.

Jn 19:31  The Jews therefore, because it was the day of preparation, so that the bodies should not remain on the cross on the Sabbath (for that Sabbath was a holy day), asked Pilate that their legs might be broken, and they might be taken away.

Jn 19:32 The soldiers therefore came, and broke the legs of the first man [the one who believed in our Lord while hanging on the cross], and of the other man who was crucified with Him.


The thief who did not believe in Christ was dwelt with last, so that he could have a few more seconds chance to believe in Christ before his death.

Jn 19:33 but coming to Jesus, when they saw that He was already dead, they did not break His legs; 

Jn 19:34 but one of the soldiers pierced His chest cavity with a spear, and immediately there came out blood and serum.


When our Lord died, He thrust His chest forward to make it easy for the soldier to thrust his spear into His heart.  This also permitted His blood to coagulate and layer out in His heart.  So that when the spear pierced His heart, the blood came our first, and then the clear liquid called blood serum, which looks like water.  Our Lord did not bleed to death.

Lk 23:47 Now when the centurion saw what had happened, he {began} praising God, saying, "Certainly this man was innocent."

Mk 15:39 And when the centurion, who was standing right in front of Him, saw the way He breathed His last, he said, "Truly this man was the Son of God!" 

Mt 27:54 Now the centurion, and those who were with him keeping guard over Jesus, when they saw the earthquake and the things that were happening, became very frightened and said, "Truly this was the Son of God!"

Mk 15:38 And the veil of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom.

Mt 27:51 And behold, the veil of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom, and the earth shook; and the rocks were split,


The veil of the Temple was 40 feet high and 1 foot thick.  It could not be torn by human hands.  But God split it open from top to bottom to let all mankind know that they were now free to enter into the holiest of all places, even the presence of God, through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, who had provided their so great salvation for them.

Mt 27:52 and the tombs were opened; and many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were raised; 

Mt 27:53 and coming out of the tombs after His resurrection they entered the holy city and appeared to many. 


Many of the believers who lived in and around Jerusalem during our Lord's ministry were resuscitated from death after His resurrection and were allowed to live again as a testimony to the fact that there is life after death.  Subsequently they died again.  But having already died once and gone to the compartment of Hades called Paradise, they were now given the privilege of departing the body after they died physically a second time and would go straight into the third heaven as members of the royal family of God.  This is exactly what happened to one of our Lord's best friends, Lazarus, whom our Lord Himself raised from the dead one week before His own death.

Jn 19:35 And he who has seen has borne witness, and his witness is true; and he knows that he is telling the truth, so that you also may believe.
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
