1 Timothy 1:10



- is the dative of indirect object from the masculine plural noun PORNOS, which means “one who practices sexual immorality, a fornicator 1 Cor 5:9, 11; Heb 12:16; Rev 17:5; the (sexually) immoral persons in this world 1 Cor 5:10; Eph 5:5; 1 Tim 1:10; Rev 21:8; 22:15.  It is differentiated from an adulterer in 1 Cor 6:9; Heb 13:4.”
  Then we have the dative of indirect object from the masculine plural noun ARSENOKOITĒS, (from the word ARSĒN=male and KOITĒS=bed) which means “as in Lev 20:13 ‘one who has intercourse with a man as with a woman’; a male who engages in sexual activity with a person of his own sex, 1 Cor 6:9; 1 Tim 1:10; Rom 1:27.”
  It refers to “homosexuals or lesbians.”  Then we have the dative of indirect object from the masculine plural noun ANDRAPODISTĒS, which means “‘one taken in war and sold as a slave’; one who acquires persons for use by others, slave-dealer, kidnapper.”
  Then we have the dative of indirect object from the masculine plural noun PSEUSTĒS, which means “for liars.”  Then we have the dative of indirect object from the masculine plural noun EPIORKOS, which means “falseness in oath-taking, as a substantive it means a perjurer.”

“for fornicators, for homosexuals, for kidnappers, for liars, for perjurers”
- is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” followed by the conditional participle EI used in combination with the nominative subject from the neuter singular indefinite pronoun TIS, used as an adjective, meaning “whatever” or “everything that.”  With this we have the nominative subject from the neuter singular adjective HETEROS, meaning “other, another” but when used with TIS it means “someone else, any other Acts 8:34; Rom 8:39; 13:9; 1 Ti 1:10.”
  Together the subject is translated “and whatever else.”  Then we have the dative indirect object from the feminine singular articular present active participle HUGIAINW, which means “to be sound or free from error, be correct, used figuratively in the Pastoral Epistles with reference to Christian teaching: 1 Tim 1:10; 6:3; 2 Tim 1:13; 4:3; Tit 1:9, 13; 2:2; Tit 2:8.  Thus, in accord with prevailing usage, Christian teaching is designated as correct instruction, since it is reasonable and appeals to sound intelligence.”
  The participle is used as a substantive, functioning as an adjective, modifying the following noun.  “The participle may function just like an adjective and either modify a substantive (attributive) or assert something about it (predicate).  The attributive participle is common.”
  With this we have the dative feminine singular noun DIDASKALIA, which means “teaching” in its active sense and in its passive sense “that which is taught, teaching, instruction Mt 15:9; Mk 7:7; Col 2:22; 1 Tim 4:1; Eph 4:14; frequently of the teachings of ecclesiastical Christianity Tit 2:10; 1 Tim 1:10; 2 Tim 4:3; Tit 1:9; 2:1; 1 Tim 4:6; 1 Tim 5:17; 6:1, 3; 2 Tim 3:10; Tit 2:7.”
  Finally, we have the third person singular present deponent middle/passive indicative from the verb ANTIKEIMAI, which means “be opposed to someone, be in opposition to something Gal 5:17; 1 Ti 1:10.”


The present tense is an aoristic or static present for a state or condition that exists without reference to its beginning, progress, or end and will continue to exist throughout human history.


The deponent middle/passive voice is middle/passive in form but active in meaning—the indefinite “whatever else” producing the action of being opposed to correct Bible teaching.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.
“and whatever else is opposed to correct teaching”
1 Tim 1:10 corrected translation
“for fornicators, for homosexuals, for kidnappers, for liars, for perjurers and whatever else is opposed to correct teaching”
Explanation:
1.  “for fornicators, for homosexuals, for kidnappers, for liars, for perjurers”

a.  The entire sentence so far reads: “Now we know that the Law is excellent, if anyone employs it correctly, knowing this, that the law does not exist for the righteous person but for the lawless persons and undisciplined persons, for irreverent persons [those influenced by evil] and sinners, for those in opposition to God and profane persons, for murderers of fathers and for murderers of mothers, for murderers, for fornicators, for homosexuals, for kidnappers, for liars, for perjurers and whatever else is opposed to correct doctrine”

b.  Paul continues his sentence with more categories of immoral degeneracy that reject the principle of the laws of divine establishment, Codex Three of the Mosaic Law, and human common law.


(1)  The word “fornicators” refers to those who have sex outside of marriage.  In today’s society in America most people do not even consider this a sin, but that does not change the standard of God.




(a)  God considers marriage sacred, because he invented it and gave it to mankind as a wedding present.  Heb 13:4, “Marriage is to be held in honor among all, and the marriage bed is to be undefiled; for fornicators and adulterers God will judge.”



(b)  Therefore, God gave marriage a special blessing that is unique to it only—sex.




(c)  Sex is designed by God to express the coalescence of souls in marriage.  This coalescence of souls in marriage is a picture of the coalescence of souls between the mature believer and the Lord Jesus Christ.



(d)  Therefore, Jesus Christ created sex as a ritual (something you repeat over and over again) to demonstrate the coalescence of souls in marriage and blessed that ritual with a pleasure reserved for marriage alone.




(e)  Fornication is a violation and distortion of that ritual, because there is no coalescence of souls involved.




(f)  The temporary stimulation of sex in fornication cannot be compared to the blessing of pure pleasure involved in sex between two people in love in the state of marriage.




(g)  Outside of marriage, everything involving sex is a satanic counterfeit of God’s perfect system of blessing and pleasure for marriage.




(h)  Therefore, fornicators are much more than a couple of people attempting to give each other pleasure. They are totally antagonistic to the will and sovereignty of God.  They are distorting the divine ritual of sex for marriage.  They are fulfilling a ritual worship of demons; therefore, involved in demon influence and/or demon possession.




(i)  However, Paul’s use of the word here means more than simple fornication.  It refers to someone one who practices sexual immorality.  This is a person who makes a complete lifestyle out of sexual sins and vices.  This is the person who breaks the law in the area of sexual sins.


(2)  Homosexuality is not condoned at any point in Scripture, whether Old or New Testament.  Homosexuality was a clear violation of the Mosaic Law and punishable by death.   Even though homosexuality is being tolerated in our land and laws are being passed to permit it, recognize it, and approve of it, God has never and will never approve of it.




(a)  God’s attitude toward homosexuality and lesbianism can be seen in the Dead Sea, which covers the five cities of the Pentapolis, which included Sodom and Gomorrah.




(b)  God demands the death penalty for homosexuality, and this should be the law of the land.




(c)  God created the Mosaic Law in part to prohibit and forbid all homosexual and lesbian activity.  Lev 18:22, “You shall not lie with a male as one lies with a female; it is an abomination.”


(3)  The noun ANDRAPODISTĒS means ‘one taken in war and sold as a slave’ and is used for both a slave-trader and for a kidnapper.  Both are considered to be outside the law.




(a)  Slave-traders and kidnappers do exist as the same person.  There are people who kidnap children and sell them into sexual slavery.  This type of thing has gone on throughout the Church Age.  There are still Arabs kidnapping people and selling them into slavery in Africa.  This has not changed in the last thousand years.




(b)  Kidnapping was punishable by death under the Mosaic Law, Ex 21:16, “He who kidnaps a man, whether he sells him or he is found in his possession, shall surely be put to death.”


(4)  “Liars” and “perjurers” are both outside the law of God and often outside common law.



(a)  Common law exists to prevent perjury.  God’s law exists to prevent lying.



(b)  God hates and despises (anthropopathisms) liars, because Satan was a liar from his fall and is the father of all lies.  Jn 8:44, “You are of your father the devil, and you want to do the desires of your father.  He was a murderer from the beginning, and does not stand in the truth because there is no truth in him.  Whenever he speaks a lie, he speaks from his own nature, for he is a liar and the father of lies.”



(c)  Lying is forbidden by the Mosaic Law Lev 19:11, “You shall not steal, nor deal falsely, nor lie to one another.”




(d)  This command is repeated in the New Testament in Col 3:9, “Do not lie to one another, since you laid aside the old self with its evil practices.”



(e)  Unbelievers, who are liars, are particularly singled out as condemned to the eternal lake of fire, Rev 21:8, “But for the cowardly and unbelieving and abominable and murderers and immoral persons and sorcerers and idolaters and all liars, their part will be in the lake that burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second death.”  Rev 22:15, “Outside [the eternal kingdom of God] are the dogs and the sorcerers and the immoral persons and the murderers and the idolaters, and everyone who loves and practices lying.”
2.  “and whatever else is opposed to correct teaching”

a.  Paul concludes this list with a phrase to describe all the moral degeneracy that exists as a part of Satan’s cosmic system.

b.  Human good is opposed to correct doctrine.

c.  Satan’s system of thought, called ‘evil’ and ‘the doctrine of demons’ (1 Tim 4:1), is opposed to correct doctrine.


d.  There is such a thing as unsound doctrine.  Unsound doctrine is anything that contradicts the teaching of Scripture, such as evolution, socialism, communism, social activism, etc.  These things may not be sinful, but they oppose the truth of the word of God and therefore are evil.

e.  The importance of being correct doctrinally is mentioned many times, especially by Paul in the Pastoral Epistles.



(1)  1 Tim 4:6, “In pointing out these things to the brethren, you will be a good servant of Christ Jesus, constantly nourished on the words of the faith and of the sound doctrine which you have been following.”



(2)  1 Tim 6:3, “If anyone advocates a different doctrine and does not agree with sound words, those of our Lord Jesus Christ, and with the doctrine conforming to the spiritual life,”



(3)  2 Tim 4:3, “For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but wanting to have their ears tickled, they will accumulate for themselves teachers in accordance to their own desires,”



(4)  Tit 1:9, “holding firmly to the true doctrine on the basis of instruction, in order that he might be able both to exhort in the sphere of sound teaching and to expose those who oppose.”


(5)  Tit 1:13-14, “This testimony is true.  For this reason correct them rigorously, in order that they might be sound in doctrine, not following [paying attention to, being concerned about, being occupied with] Jewish legends [stories, fables, myths] and the commandments of men who have rejected the truth.”


(6)  Tit 2:1-2, “But you proclaim [communicate] the things which are fitting [suitable] to sound teaching.  The older men must be self-controlled, honorable, prudent, sound in doctrine, in virtue-love, in perseverance.”
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
