2 Corinthians 1:14



- is the comparative adverb KATHWS, meaning “as, just as” with the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also.”  Then we have the second person plural aorist active indicative from the verb EPIGINWSKW, which means “to learn, to understand.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which looks at all that the Corinthian believers had learned about Paul and his team, gathers it into a single whole, and regards it as a fact without reference to its progress.


The active voice indicates that the Corinthian church produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the accusative direct object from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “us” and referring to Paul and the members of his team.  Then we have the preposition APO plus the partitive ablative from the neuter singular noun MEROS, which means “a component part or element of something in contrast to the whole; the phrase APO MEROUS is translated in part.”
  This phrase is an idiom, meaning literally ‘from a part,’ the state of being part of something - ‘being part of, as a part of, in part, partially’.

“as you also understood us in part,”
- is the epexegetical use of the conjunction HOTI, meaning “that” and indicating the content of what the Corinthians partially understood.  Then we have the predicate nominative from the neuter singular noun KAUCHĒMA, and the possessive genitive from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, which means “your reason for pride.”  This is followed by the first person plural present active indicative from the verb EIMI, which means “we are.”

The present tense is a futuristic present, which is used for confident assertions about what is going to take place in the future.  The event, although it has not yet occurred, is looked upon as so certain that it is thought of as already occurring.


The active voice indicates that Paul and his team produce the action of being something.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

“that we will be your reason for pride”
 - is the comparative conjunction KATHAPER, which means “just as” with the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also.”  Then we have the nominative subject from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you.”  Ellipsis demands the insertion of EIMI as we had in the previous clause, meaning “[will be].”  This is followed by the predicate nominative from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “ours.”  Then we have the preposition EN plus the locative of time from the feminine singular article and noun HĒMERA, meaning “in the day” and denoting the time during which the action of the main verb takes place.  Thus it means “within the day” or “during the day.”  This is followed by the descriptive genitive from the masculine singular article and proper noun KURIOS and IĒSOUS with the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “of our Lord Jesus.”  The manuscript evidence is evenly split regarding whether or not the word “our” is a part of the original text.  Since this phrase is used 41 other times by Paul, Peter, James, Jude and Luke in the New Testament as a title of our Lord, it is probably a part of the original and should be included.

“just as also you [will be] ours during the day of our Lord Jesus.”
2 Cor 1:14 corrected translation
“as you also understood us in part, that we will be your reason for pride, just as also you [will be] ours during the day of our Lord Jesus.”
Explanation:
1.  “as you also understood us in part,”

a.  The entire sentence reads, “Certainly I have absolute confidence that you will understand until the end, as you also understood us in part, that we will be your reason for pride, just as also you [will be] ours during the day of our Lord Jesus.”

b.  Paul sets up a comparison between the doctrine, which the Corinthians have already learned and understood, and their partial understanding of the ministry of Paul and his team.


c.  The Corinthian believers only partially understood the Christian life and all of its facets, as is evidenced by the questions that Paul had to address in his previous letter.


d.  In a similar manner, the Corinthians only partially understood the significance and importance of who and what Paul was as an apostle, and the significance and importance of his mission to the Gentiles of the Roman Empire.  The Corinthians were key players in this drama, but only partially understood the importance of their role.


e.  They understood that Paul was an apostle, but did not understand the significance of his authority.


f.  They understood that Paul and those with him had a message to the Gentiles, but did not fully understand that part of that message was new revelation from God, which would become part of a new canon of Scripture.


g.  They understood the importance of faith in Christ, but had yet to grasp the importance of the unity of the royal family of God.


h.  They understood some basic doctrines, but were only beginning to see the critical part that resurrection played in the divine drama of history.


i.  They understood that there was a new spiritual life, but had yet to realize the importance that marriage played in that life.


j.  They realized that new values and standards were expected of them as a part of that new spiritual life, but had yet to start seriously applying those new standards and values to their social life, culture, and conduct.


k.  They understood that they had tremendous spiritual gifts, but had yet to figure out how to properly use them.

2.  “that we will be your reason for pride”

a.  But Paul narrows their focus down to one important issue—they have yet to understand the importance of having been evangelized and organized into a local church by Paul and his team.


b.  These believers were one of the first churches of the Church Age.  They had more spiritual gifts than any other church.  They were the center of Christianity in Greece.  They had the opportunity for the greatest historical impact.


c.  After the Second Advent of Christ, they would be in resurrection body for the millennial reign of Christ and could take great pride in the fact that Paul had personally evangelized and taught them.  They were literally Paul’s church.  This in itself was a great honor.


d.  They did not yet realize or fully understand that they would have great pride in the apostle Paul as their pastor for the entire millennial reign of Christ.

3.  “just as also you [will be] ours during the day of our Lord Jesus.”

a.  In the same way, the Corinthian believers will be a source of great pride for Paul and his team during the millennial reign of Christ.


b.  The “day of the Lord” includes the last half of the Tribulation, Second Advent, and Millennium, over 1000 years.  It is also used for any portion of this period, the context dictating how long.  Isa 2:12 (Tribulation and Second Advent), 13:6-16 (Tribulation); Joel 1:15, 2:1-11; Zech 14:1-9 (Second Advent); 1 Thes 5:2; 2 Pet 3:10 (end of the Millennium).



(1)  The “day of the Lord” refers to divine judgment on unbelievers, Ezek 30:1-3.



(2)  The Day of the Lord includes the end of the Millennium, 2 Pet 3:10-14, “But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, in which the heavens will disappear with a roar and the elements will be dissolved with intense heat, and the earth and its works [human good and evil] will be incinerated.  Since in this way all things must be destroyed, what sort of person must you become in a dedicated to God lifestyle, that is to say, your spiritual life, while looking forward with confidence and the hastening of the coming of the day of God, in which the heavens will be destroyed by burning, and the elements will melt with intense heat!  But on the basis of His promise [of better things in the eternal state] we are looking forward with confidence to a new heavens and a new earth in which perfect righteousness dwells.  Therefore, beloved, since we are looking forward with confidence for these things, be self-motivated to be found in Him in a state of tranquility, spotless [the execution of the spiritual life with emphasis on capacity] and blameless [the result of fulfillment of the spiritual life].”


(3)  In 2 Thes 2:2, “the day of the Lord” refers to the Second Advent.  On the day of the Second Advent, there will be supernatural darkness for twenty-four hours over the entire face of the earth.  No light will be able to penetrate this darkness.  This darkness will immobilize the invading armies of the Armageddon campaign and frustrate the satanic plan to destroy Israel.




(a)  Zech 14:6-7, “And it will come to pass in that day that there will be no light; the luminaries will dwindle.  For it will be a unique day which is known to the Lord, neither day nor night, but it will come about that at evening time there will be light.”  There is supernatural darkness during the day and the light of the Second Advent will occur in the evening.  Jewish believers will wait patiently, knowing that the Lord will return within a matter of hours and that they will not be overrun by the invading armies.



(b)  Isa 5:30, “And He shall roar over it in that day like the roaring of the sea.  If one looks toward the land [Israel], there is darkness, distress, even the light is darkened.”  This darkness protects the Jewish army from annihilation.




(c)  Isa 13:9-10, “Behold, the day of the Lord is coming; cruel with fury and burning anger to make the land [Israel] a desolation.  And He will exterminate its sinners from it.  For the stars of the heaven and their constellations will not flash forth their light.  The sun will be darkened when it rises; the moon will not reflect its light.”  Before the Second Advent there will be no starlight, sunlight, or moonlight.




(d)  Isa 60:2, “Behold, the darkness will cover the earth and the deep darkness the peoples [Gentiles armies invading Israel], but the Lord will rise upon you and His glory will appear.”  The only light seen on that day is the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Rev 1:7, “Behold, He is coming with clouds and every eye shall see Him.”  Jesus Christ is the light of the world, and He will be the only light seen by the entire world.




(e)  Joel 2:1-2, “Blow the trumpets in Zion and sound an alarm in My holy mountain; Let all the inhabitants of the land tremble; for the day of the Lord is coming; surely it is near; a day of darkness and gloom; a day of clouds and thick darkness.  As the dawn is spread over the mountains so there is a great and mighty people; there has never been anything like it, nor will there be again after it to the years of many generations.”  cf. Joel 2:10-11.  The royal family is behind Christ and accompanies Him through this supernatural darkness.




(f)  Isa 30:26, “Then the light of the moon will be as the light of the sun; And the light of the sun will be seven times brighter than the light of the seven days [of the earth's restoration Gen 1:2ff].  On that day, the Lord will bind up the fracture of His people and He will heal the bruise of His blow [the administration of the fifth cycle of discipline].”



(g)  Isa 60:19-20, “No longer will you have the sun for light by day, nor for brightness will the moon give you reflected light.  But you will have the Lord for an eternal light and your God for your glory.  Your sun will set no more, neither will your moon wane; for you will have the Lord for an eternal light, and the days of your mourning will be finished.”



(h)  Ezek 32:7-8.  Jesus Christ will cover the heavens with supernatural darkness.




(i)  Amos 5:18.  The day of the Lord is darkness.




(j)  Mt 24:29.  The sun will be darkened; the moon will not reflect its light; and the stars will fall from heaven.



(4)  The day of the Lord begins half way through the Tribulation and includes the Second Advent as described in:

 


(a)  Isa 13:6, “Wail, for the day of the Lord is near! It will come as destruction from the Almighty.”




(b)  Isa 13:9, “Behold, the day of the Lord is coming, Cruel, with fury and burning anger, To make the land a desolation; And He will exterminate its sinners from it.”




(c)  Mal 4:5, “Behold, I am going to send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and terrible day of the Lord.”




(d)  Acts 2:20, “The sun will be turned into darkness and the moon into blood, before the great and glorious day of the Lord shall come.”




(e)  1 Thes 5:2, “For you yourselves know full well that the day of the Lord will come just like a thief in the night.”


c.  The “day of Christ” is a reference to the Second Advent and millennial reign of Christ.




(a)  Phil 1:6, “For I am confident of this very thing, that He who began a good work in you will perfect it until the day of Christ Jesus.”



(b)  Phil 1:10, “so that you may approve the things that are excellent, in order to be sincere and blameless until the day of Christ;”



(c)  Phil 2:16, “holding fast the word of life, so that in the day of Christ I will have reason to glory because I did not run in vain nor toil in vain.”

d.  Paul will take great pride in the Corinthian church at the Second Advent and during the millennial reign of Christ, just as the Corinthian believers will take great pride in Paul and those who worked with him in the establishment of their church.


e.  Paul has absolute confidence that the Corinthian believers will finally understand all of this and have a great appreciation for the unity of the royal family of God both now and during the millennial reign of Christ.
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
