2 Corinthians 4:14




 - is the nominative masculine first person plural perfect active participle from the verb OIDA, which means “to know.”


The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which describes the action as having taken place in the past with results that continue into the present.


The active voice indicates that all Church Age believers produce the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

This is followed by the epexegetical use of the conjunction HOTI, meaning “that,” which introduces the content of what we are supposed to know.

“knowing that”

- is the nominative masculine singular articular aorist active participle from the verb EGEIRW, which means “to raise.”


The article is used as a relative pronoun and is translated “the One who” and refers to God the Father and God the Holy Spirit.


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which regards the action of the verb as a whole and states it as a fact without reference to its progress.


The active voice indicates that the other members of the Trinity produce the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

This is followed by the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and noun KURIOS and IĒSOUS, meaning “the Lord Jesus.”

“the One who raised the Lord Jesus”

 - is the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also” plus the accusative direct object from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “us.”  This is followed by the preposition SUN plus the instrumental of association from the masculine singular proper name IĒSOUS, meaning “with Jesus.”  Then we have the third person singular future active indicative from the verb EGEIRW, meaning “He will raise.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which predicts what will happen.


The active voice indicates that God the Father and God the Holy Spirit will produce the action.


The indicative mood is a declarative indicative.

“will also raise us with Jesus”

 - is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the third person singular future active indicative from the verb PARISTĒMI, which is used “as a legal technical term, meaning to bring before (a judge); he will raise us and bring us, together with you, before him (=before his judgment seat) 2 Cor 4:14.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which predicts what will happen.


The Active voice indicates that God the Father and God the Holy Spirit will produce the action.


The indicative mood is a declarative indicative.

This is followed by the preposition SUN plus the instrumental of association from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “with you.”

“and bring [us] before [Him] together with you.”
2 Cor 4:14 corrected translation
“knowing that the One who raised the Lord Jesus will also raise us with Jesus and bring [us] before [Him] together with you.”

Explanation:
1.  “knowing that”

a.  The entire sentence reads, “Now because we have the same spirit of faith in accordance with what stands written, ‘I believed, therefore I spoke,’ we also keep on believing, therefore we also keep on speaking, knowing that the One who raised the Lord Jesus will also raise us with Jesus and bring [us] before [Him] together with you.”


b.  Paul had faith in Christ.  He kept on believing in Christ.  Therefore, he evangelized others.  Why?  He did this because he knew something—the most critical thing a person can ever know or believe in life—that Jesus Christ had been raised from the dead.


c.  Christianity is based on knowing the most important thing in the world—the person and work of Jesus Christ.


d.  Without knowledge of the gospel a person cannot believe in Christ.


e.  Without knowledge of the resurrection of Christ, we have nothing in which to believe.


f.  Without knowledge of doctrine, we would never know that resurrection has been offered to all mankind.


g.  Knowledge is critical to the spiritual life.  So Paul explains what it was that he knew that caused him to believe and therefore proclaim what he knew to the world.

2.  “the One who raised the Lord Jesus”

a.  This is a reference to God the Father.


b.  The fact that Jesus Christ was raised from the dead is the central doctrine of the New Testament.



(1)  Acts 2:24, “But God raised Him up again, putting an end to the agony of death, since it was impossible for Him to be held in its power.”



(2)  Acts 2:32, “This Jesus God raised up again, to which we are all witnesses.”



(3)  Acts 3:15, “but put to death the Prince of life, the one whom God raised from the dead, a fact to which we are witnesses.”



(4)  Acts 3:26, “For you first, God raised up His Servant and sent Him to bless you by turning every one of you from your wicked ways.”



(5)  Acts 4:10, “let it be known to all of you and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead by this name this man stands here before you in good health.”



(6)  Acts 5:30, “The God of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom you had put to death by hanging Him on a cross.”



(7)  Acts 10:40, “God raised Him up on the third day and granted that He become visible,”



(8)  Acts 13:30, “But God raised Him from the dead;”



(9)  Acts 13:33, “that God has fulfilled this promise to our children in that He raised up Jesus, as it is also written in the second Psalm, ‘You are My Son; today I have begotten You.’”



(10)  Acts 13:34, “As for the facts that He raised Him up from the dead, no longer to return to decay, He has spoken in this way: 'I will give you the holy and sure blessings of David.’”



(11)  Acts 13:37, “but He whom God raised did not undergo decay.”



(12)  Rom 4:24, “but for our sake also, to whom it will be credited, as those who believe in Him who raised Jesus our Lord from the dead,”



(13)  Rom 6:4, “Therefore we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, so that as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life.”



(14)  Rom 6:9, “knowing that Christ, having been raised from the dead, is never to die again; death no longer is master over Him.”



(15)  Rom 7:4, “Therefore, my brethren, you also were made to die to the Law through the body of Christ, so that you might be joined to another, to Him who was raised from the dead, in order that we might bear fruit for God.”



(16)  Rom 8:11, “But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.”



(17)  Rom 8:34, “who is the one who condemns?  Christ Jesus is He who died, yes, rather who was raised, who is at the right hand of God, who also intercedes for us.”



(18)  Rom 10:9, “that if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved;”



(19)  1 Cor 6:14, “Now God has not only raised the Lord, but will also raise us up through His power.”



(20)  1 Cor 15:20, “But now Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who are asleep.”



(21)  Gal 1:1, “Paul, an apostle (not sent from men nor through the agency of man, but through Jesus Christ and God the Father, who raised Him from the dead),”



(22)  Eph 1:20, “which He brought about in Christ, when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places.”



(23)  1 Thes 1:10, “and to wait for His Son from heaven, whom He raised from the dead, that is Jesus, who rescues us from the wrath to come.”



(24)  1 Pet 1:21, “who through Him are believers in God, who raised Him from the dead and gave Him glory, so that your faith and hope are in God.”

3.  “will also raise us with Jesus”

a.  God the Father will also raise us from the dead and give us a resurrection body like our Lord’s.


b.  Related Scripture.



(1)  1 Thes 4:15, “For we declare this to you by means of the word of the Lord that we who remain alive at the coming of the Lord will never precede those who have fallen asleep, because the Lord Himself, by means of a command, by means of the sound of an archangel, that is, by means of the trumpet blast of God, will descend from heaven, and the dead in Christ will rise first, then we who are alive, the ones who are left behind, at the same time we shall be snatched together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the atmosphere and so we shall always be with the Lord.”



(2)  1 Cor 15:22-23, “For just as because of Adam everyone dies, so also because of Christ everyone will be made alive.  But each person in his own division: Christ [is] the first-fruits, then those who belong to Christ at His return.”



(3)  Eph 2:6, “and raised us up with Him, and seated us with Him in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus,”



(4)  Col 2:12, “having been buried together with Him by means of the baptism [of the Holy Spirit], by means of which baptism also you all are raised together because of your faith in the operational power of God who raised Him out from the dead.”



(5)  Col 3:1, “Therefore, if you have been raised together with Christ (and you have), desire to possess the things above [escrow blessings] where Christ is sitting at the right side of God.”

4.  “and bring [us] before [Him] together with you.”

a.  This a reference to the BĒMA or evaluation throne of Christ, which is commonly called the judgment seat of Christ.  The BĒMA was a raised platform on which the commander of troops evaluated and rewarded his troops after a battle.


b.  Related Scripture.



(1)  Lk 21:36, “But keep on the alert at all times, praying that you may have strength to escape all these things that are about to take place, and to stand before the Son of Man.”



(2)  Col 1:22, “Yet now, He has reconciled (you) in His human body through His [spiritual] death, in order to present you before Him [God the Father] holy both blameless [no personal sin] and irreproachable [no old sin nature and Adam's original sin].”



(3)  Jude 1:24, “Now to Him [God the Father] who is able to protect you from stumbling and to set you blameless in the presence of His glory full of exultation.”


c.  All of us will be evaluated by the Lord Jesus Christ and then presented to God the Father as the completed Bride of Christ.


d.  Paul makes a point of emphasizing to the Corinthians that we will all be included, both in resurrection and evaluation.  The emphasis here in evaluation is upon the rewards and decorations each believer is capable of receiving.


e.  Therefore, Paul’s point is this: He was motivated to believe and proclaim the gospel because he clearly understood the resurrection of Jesus Christ, the fact we will be resurrected with Him, and that we will receive the greatest rewards and decorations for our eternal life with God.  For Paul it wasn’t just good news, it was the greatest thing he had ever heard.  Nothing was going to stop him from telling others.
