2 Corinthians 3:18



 - is the adversative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “But” plus the nominative subject from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, which means “we.”  With this we have the nominative subject from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “all.”

“But we all,”

 - is the instrumental of association from the neuter singular perfect passive participle from the verb ANAKALUPTW, which means “to uncover, to unveil.”


The perfect tense indicates a completed action with results that go on.  The completed action was the unveiling of our face at the point of salvation, which continues throughout our spiritual life.


The passive voice indicates that we receive the action, having our minds unveiled at salvation and this condition continuing for the rest of our lives.


The participle is a modal participle, indicating the manner in which the action of the main verb “beholding or looking” takes place.
With this we have the instrumental of manner from the neuter singular noun PROSWPON, which means “with the face.”  Then we have the accusative direct object from the feminine singular article and noun DOXA, which means “the glory.”  This is followed by the possessive genitive from the masculine singular noun KURIOS, which means “of the Lord” and refers to the Lord Jesus Christ.  Then we have the nominative first person masculine plural present middle participle from the verb KATOPTRIZW, which means “to see indirectly or by reflection as in a mirror - ‘to see as in a mirror, to see by reflection.’ ‘and we all with uncovered faces behold the glory of the Lord as in a mirror’ or ‘...by reflection’.”


The first person plural refers to the subject “we all.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on.


The middle voice is an intensive middle, which lays stress or emphasis on the subject as the one producing the action of seeing the glory of the Lord, which belongs to us.


The participle is circumstantial.

“seeing as in a mirror the glory of the Lord with an unveiled face,”

- is the accusative direct object from the feminine singular article, the intensive pronoun AUTOS, and the noun EIKWN, meaning “the same image, likeness; form, appearance.”  Then we have the first person plural present passive indicative from the verb METAMORPHOW, which means “transform, change in form of a transformation invisible to the physical eye, to be changed into the same form.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on and occurs in every generation of the Church Age 


The passive voice indicates that believers positive to doctrine receive the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.

“are being transformed into the same form”

- is the preposition APO plus the ablative of source (or the genitive of place from which something begins) from the feminine singular noun DOXA, meaning “from glory.”  Then we have the preposition EIS plus the accusative of place (meaning: to or toward which the action takes place) with the feminine singular noun DOXA, meaning “to glory.”

“from glory to glory”

 - is the comparative adverb KATHAPER, which means “just as; as it were.”
  With this we have the preposition APO plus the ablative of agency from the neuter singular noun PNEUMA, meaning “by the Spirit.”  The ablative of agency indicates the personal agent who performs the action expressed by a verb [here METAMORPHOW] in the passive voice.  Finally, we have the descriptive genitive from the masculine singular noun KURIOS, which means “of the Lord.”

“as it were by the Spirit of the Lord.”
2 Cor 3:18 corrected translation
“But we all, seeing as in a mirror the glory of the Lord with an unveiled face, are being transformed into the same form from glory to glory as it were by the Spirit of the Lord.”

Explanation:
1.  “But we all,”

a.  The previous subject in verse 16 (verse 17 was a parenthesis) was the unbeliever, who changed his mind about Christ.  This verse deals with all Church Ages believers.  Therefore we have a contrast between the believer and unbeliever.


b.  This statement includes all Church Age believers.  No one is excluded.  All of us are in the process of being transformed into the image and likeness of our Lord Jesus Christ.

2.  “seeing as in a mirror the glory of the Lord with an unveiled face,”

a.  Before Paul makes his point, he tells us the manner in which the action of being transformed takes place.  This is placed first because it is the only means by which this transformation can take place.


b.  The mirror in this analogy is the word of God.


c.  When we learn the word of God, we begin to see ourselves as we really are through God’s eyes.  For example, people do not recognize how totally depraved they are until they fully understand sin, human good, and evil.  Sin is fairly obvious to people, but people rarely see how evil their human good is until they learn this from the mirror of the word of God.


d.  What we see in the word of God is how truly magnificent the glory of the Lord is.  The glory of God includes all of His attributes.


e.  We are able to see the glory of God because God the Holy Spirit makes the mirror of the word of God clear to us.  This is the unveiled face.


f.  The veil of spiritual death and total depravity makes us incapable of seeing the person and work of the Lord Jesus Christ clearly in the word of God.  This was the problem that Israel had and continues to have.  This is the same problem that all unbelievers have.


g.  However, once we believe in Christ, the veil is removed forever, so that we can see clearly in the word of God who and what Christ is and all He has done for us.  Who and what Christ is and all He has done for us is the glory of God.

3.  “[we all] are being transformed into the same image”


a.  Compare Rom 8:29, “We know that Whom He foreknew, He also foreordained [or predestinated] conformed ones to the image of His Son, that He might be the first-born among many brethren [Royal Family];”


b.  Every member of the royal family of God (that is, all Church Age believers) is being transformed or changed into the image and likeness, form and appearance of our Lord Jesus Christ.



(1)  The image and likeness of Christ refers to His immaterial essence or the thinking of Christ.  We are being changed or transformed into the thinking of Christ by the inculcation of the word of God in our souls.



(2)  The form and appearance of our Lord refers to His resurrection body.  We will all receive a resurrection body exactly like our Lord’s at the Rapture of the Church.


c.  The mental transformation takes time.  It requires learning and developing the same standards, values, and virtues as our Lord Jesus Christ.  The physical transformation is instantaneous and happens in the blinking of an eye.


d.  Some believers are not mentally transformed during their earthly life because of their negative volition to doctrine.  However, they will be mentally transformed in heaven whether they like it or not, because then their volition is not involved.

4.  “from glory to glory”

a.  Compare Gal 4:19, “(My children, I am in anguish again until which time Christ has been formed in you.)”

b.  The first “glory” refers to the glory of the humanity of Christ in the prototype spiritual life.


c.  The second “glory” refers to the glory the spiritual life of believer during the Church Age.


d.  God the Holy Spirit is producing in the life of the positive believer the spiritual life of the Lord Jesus Christ.


e.  The Lord Jesus Christ glorified God the Father by executing the spiritual life, which the Father provided for Him.  We glorify God the Son by executing the spiritual life, which He has given to us.


f.  Therefore, the glorification of God goes from the glory of the prototype spiritual life to the glory of the operational spiritual life.


g.  We are being transformed from glory to glory also refers to the transformation of the glorification of God by the execution of the spiritual life to the glorification of God by the execution of our eternal life in resurrection body.  We glorify God in time and then glorify God in eternity.

DOCTRINE OF THE GLORIFICATION OF GOD
A.  How the Believer Glorifies God.

1.  The glorification of God by means of the Church (Eph 3:21) occurs when the believer attains spiritual adulthood and moves to spiritual maturity.  Then the believer is said to be "filled with all the fullness of God," Eph 3:19.


2.  There are three categories of spiritual adulthood.



a.  Spiritual self-esteem is cognitive self-confidence.



b.  Spiritual autonomy is cognitive independence.



c.  Spiritual maturity is cognitive invincibility, when you are manufactured into an invisible hero.


3.  The believer glorifies God when he parlays the life beyond gnosis (Eph 3:19) into the life beyond dreams (Eph 3:20).


4.  The protocol plan of God is divided into two categories.



a.  The life beyond gnosis, Eph 3:19.



b.  The life beyond dreams, Eph 3:20.


5.  The life beyond gnosis is epignosis, the consistent function of post-salvation epistemological rehabilitation.


6.  This is tantamount to cognition of Bible doctrine through perception, metabolization, and application of the mystery doctrine of the Church Age.  Learning doctrine in the Old Testament won't advance you in the life beyond gnosis.  You must understand the mystery doctrine of the Church Age, which is found in the New Testament epistles, for it contains all the mechanics for the plan of God in this dispensation.


7.  The result is the attainment of spiritual adulthood.  Then you begin to gather fantastic and dynamic momentum.


8.  Spiritual maturity parlays the life beyond gnosis into the life beyond dreams, which becomes the basis for glorifying God.

B.  What Does Not Glorify God.

1.  Notice what was left out of point one above is all our Christian service, sacrifice, and works.  All this is wood, hay, and stubble; it will all be burned at the Judgment Seat of Christ.


2.  The only Christian service and production that counts is the production that results from perception of doctrine.


3.  Therefore, Christian service and Christian works are not the means of attaining spiritual maturity or of glorifying God; they are the result of spiritual maturity and glorifying God.

4.  Spiritual growth is not measured in works; spiritual growth is measured in momentum.  When there is momentum, there will be production.  That production will be gold, silver, and precious stones; it will be rewardable at the Judgment Seat of Christ.

C.  The Pattern for Glorifying God in the Church Age.

1.  The pattern of post salvation epistemological rehabilitation is the pattern of the three R's.



a.  Reception of Bible doctrine is the number one.



b.  Retention refers to the metabolization of Bible doctrine, so that epignosis doctrine in the right lobe is the basis of momentum in the protocol plan of God.



c.  Recall is comparable to the concept of wisdom; it refers to the application of doctrine.


2.  This results in understanding the ten unique characteristics of the Church Age.  Those ten characteristics are the basis for your modus operandi.


3.  This results in the understanding of the ten problem-solving devices for the Christian way of life.  Momentum is based on solving problems.  Momentum is based upon handling the problem of suffering.  There is a certain amount of suffering for blessing involved in momentum, because this is the way you apply doctrine to your experience.


4.  Glorification of God is the execution of the protocol plan through the advance to spiritual maturity.


5.  This means advancing through the three stages of spiritual adulthood.


6.  The pattern for glorifying God includes suffering for blessing, not divine discipline or self-induced misery under the law of volitional responsibility.



a.  Self-induced misery results in divine discipline, which is designed to cause us to rebound and recover life in the spiritual life.  Only suffering for blessing causes momentum.



b.  There are three categories of suffering for blessing.




(1)  Providential preventative suffering.




(2)  Momentum testing.




(3)  Evidence testing.


7.  Glorification of God is related to the distribution of your escrow blessings for time.  That is when the life beyond dreams begins.

5.  “as it were by the Spirit of the Lord.”

a.  The transformation of the believer into the image and likeness of our Lord through the execution of the unique spiritual life of the Church Age is accomplished by God the Holy Spirit.

b.  The Holy Spirit is the agent who makes this transformation take place in our lives.  His primary ministry during the Church Age is to produce the character of Christ in us.


c.  This transformation begins at salvation with the imputation of God’s perfect righteousness and eternal life to the person who believes in Christ.


d.  This transformation concludes at the point of the resurrection of the Church.


e.  All of the ministries of God the Holy Spirit (filling, indwelling, teaching, baptism, etc.) combine to transform the believer into the image and likeness, form and appearance of the person of our Lord Jesus Christ.
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
