2 Corinthians 6:18




- is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And” plus the first person singular future deponent middle indicative from the verb EIMI, which means “I will be.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place in the future.


The deponent middle is middle in form, but active in meaning with the Lord producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the dative of indirect object and advantage from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “to you for your benefit.”  This is followed by the preposition EIS plus the predicate accusative from the masculine singular noun PATĒR, which means “a father.”  A predicate accusative follows the verb “to be” and uses EIS plus the accusative case of the noun through Hebrew influence.  “The predicate nominative and the predicate accusative are sometimes replaced by EIS with the accusative under Semitic influence, which has strengthened Greek tendencies in the same direction.”

“And I will be a father to you”

- is the continuative use of KAI, meaning “and” plus the nominative subject from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you.”  This is followed by the future deponent middle indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “you will be.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place in the future.


The deponent middle is middle in form, but active in meaning—believers produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the dative of indirect object from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “to Me” and referring to our Lord.  This is followed by the preposition EIS plus the predicate accusative from the masculine plural noun HUIOS, meaning “sons.”  With this we have the connective KAI, meaning “and” plus the predicate accusative from the feminine plural noun THUGATĒR, meaning “daughters.”

“and you will be sons and daughters to Me,”

 - is the third person singular present active indicative from the verb LEGW, which means “to say: says.”


The present tense is an aorist present for a timeless fact without reference to its progress, beginning, or end.


The active voice indicates that our Lord produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the nominative subject from the masculine singular proper noun KURIOS, meaning “the Lord.”  Finally, we have the appositional nominative masculine singular noun PANTOKRATWR, meaning “the Almighty, All-Powerful, Omnipotent (One).”

“says the Lord, the Omnipotent One.”
2 Cor 6:18 corrected translation
“And I will be a father to you, and you will be sons and daughters to Me,’ says the Lord, the Omnipotent One.”

Explanation:
1.  “And I will be a father to you”

a.  This is a quote from 2 Sam 7:14, “I will be a father to him and he will be a son to Me; when he commits iniquity, I will correct him with the rod of men and the strokes of the sons of men.”  Other related Scriptures:



(1)  1 Chr 17:13, “I will be his father and he shall be My son; and I will not take My lovingkindness away from him, as I took it from him who was before you.”



(2)  Hos 1:10 “Yet the number of the sons of Israel Will be like the sand of the sea, Which cannot be measured or numbered; And in the place Where it is said to them, ‘You are not My people,’ It will be said to them, ‘You are  the sons of the living God.’”



(3)  Rom 8:14, “For all who are being led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God.”


b.  This is a continuation of the promise from the previous verse.  Not only will we be honored guests, but the Lord will also treat us as His own children.


c.  The implication is that everything will be provided for us.



(1)  A child has no ability to provide for themselves.  Their parent must provide everything for them.  The Lord promises that He will do this for us.



(2)  A father provides all the necessities of life, like food, shelter, and clothing, but also provides security, privileges, and opportunities for His children.



(3)  A father provides everything for the spiritual and material welfare and happiness of his children, so that they have a life free of want.



(4)  A father also provides an inheritance for his children.  We have an eternal inheritance, undefiled, that will not fade away.

2.  “and you will be sons and daughters to Me,”

a.  Not only will God be a father to us, but we will be to Him as real, legitimate sons and daughters.


b.  This illustrates the love relationship that God has for us.


c.  The implication is that there is nothing a father would not do for his son or daughter, and the same is true for our relationship with God.


d.  This principle is clearly stated in the New Testament.



(1)  Mt 5:45, “in order that you may be sons of your Father who is in heaven;”



(2)  Lk 6:35, “But love your enemies, and do good, and lend, expecting nothing in return; and your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most High;”



(3)  Rom 8:14-19, “For all who are being led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God.  For you have not received a spirit of slavery leading to fear again, but you have received a spirit of adoption as sons by which we cry out, “Abba! Father!”  The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, and if children, heirs also, heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him in order that we may also be glorified with Him.  For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory that is to be revealed to us. For the anxious longing of the creation waits eagerly for the revealing of the sons of God.”



(4)  Rom 9:26, “And it shall be that in the place where it was said to them, ‘You are not My people,’ there they shall be called ‘Sons of the Living God.’”
3.  “says the Lord, the Omnipotent One.”

a.  This promise comes directly from our Lord and Savior.


b.  Here we see one of the 280 titles of our Lord.  He is the Omnipotent One.


c.  He is the creator of the universe, just as He will be will be the creator of the new heavens and new earth.


d.  The omnipotence of our Lord is stated in:



(1)  Gen 17:1, “Now when Abram was ninety-nine years old, the Lord appeared to Abram and said to him, "I am God Almighty; Walk before Me, and be blameless.”



(2)  Gen 35:11, “God also said to him, "I am God Almighty; Be fruitful and multiply; A nation and a company of nations shall come from you, And kings shall come forth from you.”



(3)  Gen 48:3, “Then Jacob said to Joseph, ‘God Almighty appeared to me at Luz in the land of Canaan and blessed me,’”



(4)  Ex 6:3, “and I appeared to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, as God Almighty, but by My name, Lord, I did not make Myself known to them.”



(5)  Job 33:4, “The Spirit of God has made me, And the breath of the Almighty gives me life.”



(6)  Ps 91:1, “He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High Will abide in the shadow of the Almighty.”



(7)  Rev 1:8, “‘I am the Alpha and the Omega,’ says the Lord God, ‘who is and who was and who is to come, the Almighty.’”



(8)  Rev 4:8, “And the four living creatures, each one of them having six wings, are full of eyes around and within; and day and night they do not cease to say, ‘Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God, the Almighty, who was and who is and who is to come.’”



(9)  Rev 11:17, “saying, ‘We give You thanks, O Lord God, the Almighty, who are and who were, because You have taken Your great power and have begun to reign.’”



(10)  Rev 15:3, “And they sang the song of Moses, the bond-servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying,  ‘Great and marvelous are Your works, O Lord God, the Almighty; Righteous and true are Your ways, King of the nations!’”



(11)  Rev 16:7, “And I heard the altar saying, ‘Yes, O Lord God, the Almighty, true and righteous are Your judgments.’”



(12)  Rev 16:14, “for they are spirits of demons, performing signs, which go out to the kings of the whole world, to gather them together for the war of the great day of God, the Almighty.”



(13)  Rev 19:6, “Then I heard something like the voice of a great multitude and like the sound of many waters and like the sound of mighty peals of thunder, saying, ‘Hallelujah! For the Lord our God, the Almighty, reigns.’”



(14)  Rev 19:15, “From His mouth comes a sharp sword, so that with it He may strike down the nations, and He will rule them with a rod of iron  and He treads the wine press of the fierce wrath of God, the Almighty.”



(15)  Rev 21:22, “I saw no temple in it, for the Lord God the Almighty and the Lamb are its temple.”
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
