is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the temporal adverb TOTE, meaning “then.”
 is the third person singular future passive indicative from the verb APOKALUPTW, meaning “to be revealed.”

The future tense is predictive for an event that will take place in the future.


The passive voice indicates that the man of lawlessness receives the action of being revealed.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun ANOMOS, meaning “the lawless one.”
“and then the lawless one will be revealed,”
is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “whom” plus the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and proper nouns KURIOS and IĒSOUS, meaning “the Lord Jesus.”

The word KURIOS emphasizes the authority of our Lord Jesus Christ as the creator of the universe, who has the right to judge and deal with this human being.


The word IĒSOUS emphasizes the humanity of our Lord Jesus Christ as the only perfect human being who has ever lived, who has the right to judge and deal with this individual.

 is the third person singular future active indicative from the verb ANAIREW, which means “to do away with, kill, destroy, condemn to death.”

The future tense is predictive for that which will take place at a future time.


The active voice indicates that our Lord Jesus Christ produces the action of destroying this individual.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the instrumental neuter singular of manner from article and noun PNEUMA, meaning “with the breath.”  This is figurative for the movement of air that comes out of the mouth when speaking.

is the descriptive genitive neuter singular from the article and noun STOMA, which means “of the mouth” plus the possessive genitive third masculine singular from the intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “of His mouth.”
“whom the Lord Jesus will condemn to death with the breath of His mouth”

1.  The man of lawlessness will be destroyed by our Lord Jesus Christ through the mere speaking of words.


2.  This demonstrates the superior power of our Lord Jesus Christ to the most powerful, Satan-possessed human being who has ever lived.


3.  Our Lord does not even have to lift a finger against this man, but only speak the words and his life is over.

is the continuative use of the connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the third person singular future active indicative from the verb KATARGEW, which means “to render ineffective, nullify, cancel; to destroy, abolish, do away with.”

The future tense is a predictive future for that which will occur in the future.


The active voice indicates that our Lord Jesus Christ will produce the action of destroying the man of lawlessness.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the instrumental of means from the feminine singular article and noun EPIPHANEIA, which means “by the appearing, appearance, or manifestation.”
is the descriptive genitive feminine singular from the article and noun PAROUSIA, meaning “coming arrival; presence; appearance” plus the possessive genitive from the third masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “of His appearance.”
“and destroy by the manifestation of His appearance,”
2 Thes 2:8 corrected translation
“and then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord Jesus will condemn to death with the breath of His mouth and destroy by the manifestation of His appearance,”
Explanation:
1.  The entire sentence reads so far, “For this mystery of lawlessness is already at work.  [But it is] only [a mystery] until the One who now restrains is removed from the midst, and then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord Jesus will kill with the breath of his mouth and destroy by the manifestation of His appearance.”
2.  Once the Church is taken out of the world at the Rapture of the Church, the restraining ministry o0f God the Holy Spirit is over and Satan is permitted to reveal the man of lawlessness, the dictator of the revived Roman Empire.

3.  The man of lawlessness will be killed by our Lord Jesus Christ at our Lord’s second advent through the simple exhale of His breath.  You might say our Lord just blows him away like dust out of His hand.

4.  This man, who was the greatest manifestation of Satanic power and evil genius ever exhibited in one human being, is destroyed by something as simple as a little puff of air from our Lord’s mouth.  Our Lord gets rid of him as though he were a simple annoyance, not even worthy of any time or effort.

5.  The word of our Lord is like a sharp Claymore board sword, which, when exhaled from His lips, carries the most awesome power in the universe.


a.  Our Lord merely spoke and the entire universe was created.


b.  Our Lord merely spoke and a hurricane on the Sea of Galilee stopped instantly.


c.  Our Lord merely spoke and Lazarus came back from the dead.


d.  Our Lord will merely speak and the man of lawlessness will die on the spot.


e.  The breath of our Lord will ignite the lake of fire, Isa 30:33, “For Topheth has long been ready.  Indeed, it has been prepared for the king.  He has made it deep and large, a pyre of fire with plenty of wood; the breath of the Lord, like a torrent of brimstone, sets it afire.”

(2)  The Theological Wordbook of the Old Testament, by Harris, Archer, Waltke, Vol. II, page 979, has the following to say, “The name “Tophet” referred to a place in the Valley of the Sons of Hinnom (2 Kg 23:10; Jer 7:31f, 19:6) where children were burned to death as an offering to pagan deities.  It was an open-air shrine, located at a point outside the southern end of Jerusalem where the Hinnom Valley meets the Kidron Valley in the vicinity of the “Field of Blood” Acts 1:19.  The place was a deep, wide pit containing a bonfire of blazing wood into which the hapless children were thrown.  From the abbreviated name “Valley of Hinnom,” the Hebrew word GEHINNOM, comes the Greek word GEHENNA, the NT word used to describe the place of eternal fiery punishment for all who die without having exercised faith in Christ.”

f.  Job 4:9, “By the breath of God they are destroyed, And by the blast of His anger they perish.”
6.  The integrity of God will not be denied.  The supreme court of heaven will exercise sure, swift, and eternal punishment for all those who do not believe in Christ for eternal salvation.

7.  If we do not adjust to the justice of God in salvation, in recovery from sin, and in the execution of the unique spiritual life of the Church Age, then the justice of God will adjust to us.  Life is too short for that much pain.
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
