 is the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and the noun CHARIS, which means “The grace.”
 is the possessive genitive from the masculine singular proper nouns KURIOS, IĒSOUS, and CHRISTOS, plus the possessive genitive of the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
Ellipsis demands the insertion of the verb present active indicative or optative or imperative from the verb EIMI, meaning either “[is] with all of you” or “may it be with all of you.”
 is the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the masculine plural adjective PAS and the possessive genitive from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “with all of you.”
2 Thes 3:18 corrected translation
“The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with all of you.”
Explanation:
1.  An expanded version of this conclusion is found in 2 Cor 13:14, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit, be with you all.”
2.  An abbreviated version of this conclusion is found in Col 4:18, 1 Tim 6:21, 2 Tim 4:22, Tit 3:15, “Grace be with you.”
3.  A similar version of this conclusion is found in 1 Thes 5:28, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you.”
4.  The greatest thing that could ever happen to any believer is to have the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ be with them.

5.  The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ pursues the humble believer who is positive to doctrine with blessing.

6.  The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ in the form of discipline from the justice of God pursues the arrogant believer.

7.  If we have Bible doctrine circulating in our stream of conscious thoughts, then the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ is with us.

8.  If we are filled with the Holy Spirit and living the unique spiritual life of the Church Age, then the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ is with us.

9.  If Bible doctrine is our number one priority and we are using the problem solving devices to face all the prosperity and adversity testing in life, then the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ is with us.

10.  If we have personal love for God the Father, unconditional love for all mankind, share the happiness of God, and are occupied with Christ, then the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ is truly with us.
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
