2 Timothy 4:22



- is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun KURIOS, which means “The Lord.”  This is followed by the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the neuter singular article and noun PNEUMA with the possessive genitive from the second person singular personal pronoun SU, meaning “with your spirit” and referring to the human spirit of each believer.  There is no verb.  It is deliberately omitted for dramatic effect.  The elliptical verb is most likely the aoristic present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to [be].”
“The Lord [be] with your spirit.”
- is the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun CHARIS, meaning “Grace.”  This is a reference to the grace of God.  Ellipsis demands the insertion of the present active imperative of the verb EIMI, meaning, “to be: is.”  Finally, we have the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “with you all or all of you.”
“Grace [be] with all of you.”
2 Tim 4:22 corrected translation
“The Lord [be] with your spirit.  Grace [be] with all of you.”
Explanation:
1.  “The Lord [be] with your spirit.”

a.  This is a modification of one of Paul’s favorite expressions.


(1)  Gal 6:18, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit, brethren. Amen.”


(2)  Phil 4:23, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit.”


(3)  Phlm 1:25, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit.”

b.  The real you is what is in your soul and spirit, and Paul is asking here that the grace of God as exhibited in the Lord Jesus Christ during His incarnation be in your soul and spirit.


c.  Since God the Holy Spirit is the teacher of the human spirit, having the grace of our Lord in your spirit can only occur through learning and believing the word of God.



(1)  You cannot and will not ever understand or apply the grace of God to others apart from believing the doctrine taught by the Holy Spirit through the agency of the pastor-teacher.



(2)  This is Paul’s final thought for the Church, as it was for all Christians whenever he wrote.
2.  “Grace [be] with all of you.”

a.  This is a favorite expression in the conclusion of all Paul’s letters



(1)  1 Thes 5:28, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with all of you.”


(2)  2 Thes 3:16, “The Lord is with all of you.


(3)  2 Thes 3:18, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ is with all of you.”


(4)  Gal 6:18, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with your spirit, brethren.  I believe it.”


(5)  1 Cor 16:23, “The grace of the Lord Jesus [is] with all of you.”


(6)  1 Cor 16:24, “My integrity-love [is] with all of you in Christ Jesus.


(7)  2 Cor 13:11, “Finally, brethren, be happy, be made complete, be encouraged, be in agreement, keep the peace, and then the God of unconditional love and peace (prosperity, harmony, reconciliation) will be with you.”


(8)  2 Cor 13:13, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit [is] with all of you.


(9)  Phil 4:9b, “and the God who produces prosperity shall be with all of you.”


(10)  Phil 4:23, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ [is] with your spirit.”


(11)  Col 4:18c, “Grace [is] with you all.”


(12)  Phile 25, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ [is] with your spirit.”


(13)  Eph 6:24, “Grace associated with all [believers] who love our Lord Jesus Christ with incorruptibility.”


(14)  Tit 3:15, “Grace [is] with all of you.”


(15)  2 Tim 4:22, “The Lord [is] with your spirit. Grace [is] with you.”

b.  This is not a request by Paul that grace might be with Timothy and the rest of the Ephesian church, but a dogmatic statement of fact that grace is with them.


c.  It must be noted that Paul ends this letter with an address to all the believers in Ephesus.  The personal pronoun SU is in the plural.  It is addressed to all the church and not just to Timothy.


d.  This was Paul’s way of indicating to Timothy that Paul expected this letter to be read to everyone in the church, which also meant that this was considered by Paul to be a part of the canon of Scripture.


e.  It is most fitting that Paul’s final thought in this letter unites Timothy with his congregation, which was a matter of the grace plan of God for both Timothy and for his congregation.  The application to every local church with a right pastor is obvious.  


f.  Paul wants us to be gracious as a manifestation of the character of Christ, as evidence before the supreme court of heaven against Satan and the fallen angels.


g.  Our Lord wants the same graciousness from us, so that we will have the capacity to be blessed by Him.


h. We cannot be blessed by God until we learn how to bless others.


i.  Our graciousness toward others is a great blessing toward them and a wonderful glorification of the will of God.


j.  As we have received both grace and greater grace from the Lord during the dispensation of grace, so we are to give both grace and greater grace to others as the representatives of our Lord.  This is the motivation from our reciprocal love for God and the execution of the spiritual life, which Paul spent his life teaching believers.
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
