Acts 14:24



 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And then,” followed by the nominative masculine plural aorist active participle of the verb DIERCHOMAI, which means “to go about or through” an area or place.


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that Paul and Barnabas (and now Timothy) produced the action.


The participle is temporal and precedes the action of the main verb.  It is translated “after passing through.”

Then we have the accusative direct object (and accusative of place) from the feminine singular article and proper noun PISIDIA, transliterated “Pisidia.”

“And then after passing through Pisidia,”
 is the third person plural aorist active indicative from the verb ERCHOMAI, which means “to come: they came.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that the missionary team produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the preposition EIS plus the accusative of place from the feminine singular article and proper noun PAMPULIA, which means “into Pamphylia.”

“they came into Pamphylia.”

Acts 14:24 corrected translation
“And then after passing through Pisidia, they came into Pamphylia.”
Explanation:
1.  “And then having passed through Pisidia,”

a.  The missionaries moved from Antioch of Pisidia (see the map below) due south through the Roman district of Pisidia.


b.  This was a distance of about one hundred miles and would have taken about five days.


c.  As on the journey from Perga to Antioch there is no mention of any stops along the way.
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2.  “they came into Pamphylia.”

a.  Pamphylia is the Roman district south of Pisidia (see the map above).


b.  The major city was Perga, which was on the river, being inland from the city of Attalia on the coast.


c.  Luke mentioned no previous missionary activity in the city of Perga or Attalia (Acts 13:13-14, “Now after putting out to sea from Paphos, Paul and his companions came to Perga of Pamphylia.  Then after departing from them, John returned to Jerusalem.  Then after going on from Perga, they arrived at Pisidian Antioch.”


d.  “Pamphylia is the coastal region of south lying between Lycia and Cilicia.  According to tradition, the area was colonized by Greeks warriors (Amphilochus and Calchas) after the Trojan War.  The chief towns were Attalia, founded by Attalus II of Pergamum after 189 B.C. with Athenian colonists; Aspendus, a Persian naval base; Side, founded by Aeolian colonists; and Perga.  The region was under Persian rule until Alexander the Great, after which, apart from brief occupations by Ptolemy I and Ptolemy III, it passed to the possession of the Seleucids of Syria.  From 102 B.C. Pamphylia was a part of the province of Cilicia, but about 44 B.C. was included in Asia.  In 36 B.C. Mark Antony gave the territory over to his ally Amyntas, king of Galatia.  Thanks to Amyntas’ timely desertion to Octavian before the battle of Actium in which Octavian defeated Antony and Cleopatra, Amyntas retained possession of Pamphylia until his death in battle against a highland tribe in 25 B.C.  From this date until A.D. 43 Pamphylia was part of the province of Galatia.  In that year the Roman Emperor Claudius formed the province of Lycia-Pamphylia.  There were later reorganizations under the Emperors Galba and Vespasian.  The church founded at Perga is the only one mentioned in the first century, but there were at least twelve church foundations at the time of Diocletian’s persecution in A.D. 304.”
   Obviously Paul’s missionary success here had a lasting effect for the next 300 plus years.
