Eph 5:30



- is the causal/explanatory use of the conjunction HOTI, meaning “because” and explaining why Christ cherishes and cares for the Church.  He does so because we are members of His body.  Then we have the predicate nominative from the neuter plural noun MELOS, which means “members, parts.”  This is followed by the first person plural present active indicative from the verb EIMI, which means “we are.”

The present tense is an aoristic and static present for a state or condition that is a fact that will never change.


The active voice indicates that what we are as members of the body of Christ produces the action of forever being what it is.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.
“because we are members”
 - is the partitive genitive from the neuter singular article and noun SWMA, meaning “of…body” with the possessive genitive from the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, “His” and referring to the Lord.
“of His body.”
Eph 5:30 corrected translation
“because we are members of His body.”
Explanation:
1.  “because we are members of His body.”

a.  This is the conclusion of the thought in verse 29, and there really should not be a verse break here.  This statement really belongs with the rest of verse 29.

b.  Our Lord Jesus Christ cares for and provides for the protection and needs of the Church because we are members of His body.

c.  Just as any normal person protects themselves from danger and provides the basic necessities to sustain life, such as food, clothing, rest, and grooming, so also our Lord provides all these things for every Church Age believer because we are members of the body of Christ.


d.  Our Lord does for us what He would do for Himself, because we have the most intimate personal relationship of being in union with Him.


e.  Our Lord treats us as He expects any Christian husband to treat his own wife.  He provides for our protection, care, needs, and desires based upon His virtue, honor, and integrity rather than how we behave toward Him.

f.  All believers from the day of Pentecost until the day of the resurrection of the Church are members of the body of Christ.


g.  Therefore, every Church Age believer is the recipient of the logistical grace blessings (both spiritual and temporal) that our Lord provides.
