 - is the simple connective use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and.”
 - is the third person plural imperfect active indicative from the verb DOXAZW, which means “to praise, honor; glorify.”

The imperfect tense is a descriptive imperfect, which describes what was actually taking place at some point in the past.


The active voice indicates that the Christians in Judea were producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

- is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of cause from the masculine singular personal pronoun EGW, translated, “because of me.”
 - is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and the noun THEOS, which means “God.”
Gal 1:24 corrected translation
“and they were praising God because of me.”
Explanation:
1.  Paul was a source of blessing to other believers, and for this he was praised by believers.

2.  These believers in Jerusalem were also praising God because He had made the Lord Jesus Christ a reality to Paul, who believed in Him, and so, their persecutor became their source of encouragement.

3.  The act of praising God is mentioned six times in the New Testament.


a.  Lk 2:13, “And suddenly there appeared with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God and saying,”

b.  Lk 2:20, “The shepherds went back, glorifying and praising God for all that they had heard and seen, just as had been told them.”

c.  Lk 23:47, “Now when the centurion saw what had happened, he began praising God, saying, “Certainly this man was innocent.”

d.  Lk 24:53, “and they [the disciples after our Lord ascended] were continually in the temple praising God.”

e.  Acts 2:47, “they [the first believers in the Jerusalem church] were praising God and having favor with all the people.  And the Lord was adding to their number day by day those who were being saved.”

f.  Acts 3:8-9, “With a leap he stood upright and began to walk; and he entered the temple with them, walking and leaping and praising God.  And all the people saw him walking and praising God.”
4.  This is the only time in all the New Testament where it describes any believers praising God because of Paul.  There are no other statements to this effect.  But Paul makes this comment here to emphasize how these same Jewish believers in Jerusalem are now the ones opposed to him.  When they were brand new believers and being persecuted by Paul, they feared him.  When Paul became a believer and stopped persecuting them, they praised God because of him.  When Paul began teaching that Gentiles could be saved as well as Jews and did not have to obey the Mosaic Law and were just as good as the Jewish believers, they despised Paul and wanted to kill him.

5.  The praise or approbation of man is short-lived and fickle – here today, gone tomorrow.  But praise for God and praise from God will last forever.
