is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunctive particle GAR, which means “For” and explains why Church Age believers are obligated to serve one another with virtue-love, plus the nominative subject from the masculine singular article, the adjective PAS, meaning “all, entire,” and the noun NOMOS, meaning “Law” and referring to the Mosaic Law, “the entire Law.”
 is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of means from the masculine singular adjective HEIS, meaning “one” and the noun LOGOS, meaning “word, saying, doctrine.”  Here it means “by means of one doctrine.”
 is the third person singular perfect passive indicative from the verb PLĒROW, which means “to fulfill, to fill up, to bring to completion, to complete” and in the passive voice “to be fulfilled.”

The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which conveys the idea of a present state or the fact that a thing is as a result of a past completed action.


The passive voice indicates that the entire Mosaic Law received the action of being fulfilled.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

“For the entire Law is fulfilled by means of one doctrine,”
is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of means from the masculine singular article HO, used as a demonstrative pronoun, translated “by this” and referring to the famous saying from Lev 19:18 which follows.

 is the second person singular future active indicative from the verb AGAPAW, which means “to love.”

The future tense is an imperative future.  Sometimes the future is used instead of the imperative mood to express a command.  This is also called the volitive future.


The active voice indicates that all Church Age believers are commanded to produce this action.


The indicative mood is a potential indicative expressing a command.  This is also called the cohortative indicative.  This is used when a future indicative is used to give a command rather than make a prediction.

is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and the adjective PLĒSION, which means “near, close by,” and as a neuter substantive came to be used since Homer for one’s “neighbor” and one’s “fellow man.”  With this we also have the possessive genitive of the second person singular personal pronoun SU, meaning “your.”
is the comparative use of the subordinating conjunction HWS, meaning “as” plus the accusative direct object from the masculine singular reflexive pronoun SEAUTOU, which means “yourself.”
“by this: ‘You will love your fellow man as yourself.’”
Gal 5:14 corrected translation
“For the entire Law is fulfilled by means of one doctrine, by this: ‘You will love your fellow man as yourself.’”
Explanation:
1.  Paul now gives the reason why he made the comment at the end of the last verse that Church Age believers are to serve one another through virtue-love.  Why?  Because the entire Mosaic Law is fulfilled through a person obeying the command of Lev 19:18.


a.  Lev 19:18 states, “You shall not take vengeance, nor bear any grudge against the sons of your people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself; I am the Lord.”

b.  Paul’s subject is virtue-love.


c.  Virtue-love was first expressed in the Mosaic Law.


d.  The Galatians are terribly concerned about obeying the commands found in the Mosaic Law, one of which is circumcision.


e.  Paul tells them they don’t need circumcision, and there is nothing wrong with the Mosaic Law, even though it cannot save them.


f.  So Paul gives them the one thing in the Mosaic Law which they should fulfill – the royal law of the Church Age.


g.  Paul wants them to forget about ritual and get to reality.  Circumcision is a dead ritual.  Virtue-love is the living reality of the Church Age.

2.  Church Age believers are not just members of the family of God; we are members of the royal family of God.  1 Pet 2:9, “You [are] the elect people, the royal priesthood, the holy nation, the people for the purpose of possession, in order that you might proclaim the virtues of Him who called you from darkness into His wonderful light.”  Jam 2:8, “If on the one hand you are indeed carrying out the royal law according to the Scripture and I assume you are—‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself’, you keep on doing honorably.”  Rev 1:6, “and has made us royalty, priests to God even His Father, to Him belongs glory and power forever and ever.  I believe it.”

a.  As spiritual royalty, we are expected to think and act like royalty.  This requires us to know God’s standard for royalty.  That standard is that we have personal love for God the Father and unconditional virtuous love for others.

b.  This is royal law mentioned in both the Old Testament as the two greatest commandments of the Mosaic Law and in the New Testament in our Lord’s injunctions to love one another.


c.  Unconditional love for others is the fulfillment of the Mosaic Law and the complete execution of the spiritual life of the Church Age.  This royal law will be the supreme law of the millennial reign of Christ and be the universal standard of the eternal state.
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
