The Doctrine of Procession
A.  Definition.


1. Procession means to proceed or go forth from someone or something else.  One thing or person goes forth or proceeds from another thing or person.


2.  There are two processions from the Trinity.


3.  Jesus Christ proceeds or goes forth from the Father.


4.  God the Holy Spirit proceeds or goes forth from God the Father and God the Son.

B.  Scriptural Documental.


1.  For God the Father sending God the Son, Mt 10:40; Mk 9:37; Lk 9:48; 10:16; Jn 4:34; 5:24, 30, 36-37, “But the testimony which I have is greater than the testimony of John; for the works which the Father has given Me to accomplish the very works that I do testify about Me, that the Father has sent Me.  And the Father who sent Me, He has testified of Me. You have neither heard His voice at any time nor seen His form.”  Jn 6:38-39, “For I have come down from heaven, not to do My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me.  This is the will of Him who sent Me, that of all that He has given Me I lose nothing, but raise it up on the last day.”  Jn 6:44, 57; 7:16, 28, 29, “I know Him, because I am from Him, and He sent Me.”  Jn 7:33; 8:16, 18, 26, 29, 42; 9:4; 11:42; 12:44-45, 49; 13:20; 14:24; 15:21; 16:5; 17:8, 18, “As You sent Me into the world, I also have sent them into the world.” Jn 17:21, 23, 25; 20:21.

2.  For God the Father and God the Son sending the Holy Spirit.



a.  Lk 24:49, “And behold, I am sending forth the promise of My Father upon you; but you are to stay in the city until you are clothed with power from on high.”



b.  Jn 14:26, “But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all that I said to you.”



c.  Jn 15:26, “When the Helper comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, that is the Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify about Me,”



d.  Jn 16:7, “But I tell you the truth, it is to your advantage that I go away; for if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you; but if I go, I will send Him to you.”

C.  Every procession of God results in the greatest of blessing to man.


a.  The procession of Christ results in the eternal salvation of all who believe in Him.


b.  The procession of the Spirit results in the power to execute the spiritual life of the Church Age believer, spiritual gifts, eternal security, and union with Christ.
