- this is the WA conversive plus the third masculine singular qal imperfect from the verb HAYAH, meaning, “to be, to become” plus the ms noun ‘EREB, which means “evening.”  It is translated “And it became evening.”

- this is the WA conversive plus the third masculine singular qal imperfect from the verb HAYAH, meaning, “to be, to become” plus the ms noun BOQER, which means “morning.”  It is translated “And it became morning.”

- this is the masculine singular noun YOM, meaning “day.”

- this is the masculine singular adjective CHAMISHI, meaning “fifth.”

Gen 1:23 corrected translation
“And it became evening; and it became morning; the fifth day.”
Explanation:
1.  The fifth day included:


a.  The creation of the aquatic animals and birds.


b.  The permission for these animals to reproduce in abundance and fill the waters of the earth below and the skies above.

2.  Notice that the animals were not able to complete this command in one day.  They began the process on this day and it continued throughout the time man was in the Garden of Eden and beyond into human history.

3.  God the Father commands.  God the Holy Spirit executes.  The physical universe obeys.  This is additional testimony against Satan and the fallen angels that they have no right to disobey God.

4.  Obedience to the commands of God always brings blessing.


a.  You cannot obey God without God blessing you in some way.


b.  There is always an inherent happiness, which comes with obedience of God’s commands.


c.  Happy is the person who obeys the commands of God; for he will be blessed.


d.  Disobedience brings self-induced misery.


e.  Occupation with Christ and love of the word of God bring blessing and happiness.
