Heb 10:30



- is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, meaning “For” plus the first person plural perfect active indicative from the verb OIDA, meaning “we know.”


The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which emphasizes the present state of being as a result of a past action.


The active voice indicates that all believers produce the action of knowing the principle of doctrine about to be stated.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the masculine singular articular aorist active participle of the verb EIPON, which means “to say.”


The article is used as a relative pronoun, meaning “the One who” or “He who” and referring to the Lord Jesus Christ.


The aorist tense is constative/historical aorist, which regards the action as a past historical fact.


The active voice indicates that our Lord said this in the past in the Old Testament.


The participle is circumstantial and precedes the action of the main verb.

This is followed by the first person singular dative of possession from the personal pronoun EGW, meaning “belongs to Me” or “Mine.”  With this we have the nominative subject from the feminine singular noun EKDIKESIS, which means “Vengeance, punishment Lk 18:7f; Acts 7:24; vengeance belongs to me Rom 12:19; Heb 10:30.”
  Then we have the nominative subject from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “I.”  With this we have the first person singular future active indicative from the verb ANTAPODIDWMI, which means “to exact retribution, repay, pay back 2 Thes 1:6; Rom 12:19; Heb 10:30.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will happen or take place.


The active voice indicates that the Lord will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.

“For we know Him who said, ‘Vengeance is Mine, I will repay.’”

 - is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI with the adverb of time PALIN, meaning “And again.”  Then we have the third person singular future active indicative from the verb KRINW, which means “to judge, condemn, punish, or administer punishment.”


The future tense is a predicative future, which affirms what will take place.  This could also be a gnomic future, which affirms what always takes place under a given set of circumstances.


The active voice indicates that the Lord Jesus Christ produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

This is followed by the nominative subject from the masculine singular noun KURIOS, meaning “the Lord” and referring to the Lord Jesus Christ.  Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and noun LAOS with the possessive genitive from the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “His people.”

“And again, ‘The Lord will judge His people.’”

Heb 10:30 corrected translation
“For we know Him who said, ‘Vengeance is Mine, I will repay.’  And again, ‘The Lord will judge His people.’”
Explanation:
1.  “For we know Him who said, ‘Vengeance is Mine, I will repay.’”

a.  The writer continues with an explanation and example from the Old Testament Scriptures of the fact that God promises to punish those who reject Him and His word.  


b.  The phrase “we know” indicates that the writer and his readers were both well indoctrinated in the teaching of Scripture.  They were not new believers, but those who had been growing in the knowledge of the Lord Jesus Christ for quiet some time.


c.  The word “Him” is a reference to the Lord Jesus Christ, who is the judge of all creatures, which He himself has created, and into whose hands all judgment has been given by God the Father.


d.  Our Lord is the one who first made this statement to Moses, who then makes it to the Jewish believers. The quote comes from Dt 32:35 and is also used in Rom 12:19, “Stop avenging yourselves, beloved, instead give place to punishment [from God], for it stands written, “‘Punishment belongs to Me, I will repay,’ says the Lord.”’”  “Deuteronomy 32 is the song sung by Moses at the end of his life as a warning to the people of Israel by depicting God’s judgment toward a faithless people who had turned their backs on His covenant.  In spite of all He had done for them, they had abandoned Him.  God’s response to them was scathing judgment.  The relevance for the audience of Hebrews could not be more striking.”


e.  The noun EKDIKESIS means both vengeance and punishment.



(1)  Vengeance is the action our Lord takes against all unbelievers for their evil in time, and for rejecting His love, when He casts them into the eternal lake of fire.



(2)  Punishment is the action our Lord takes against believers for their personal sins, human good, and evil in time and at the evaluation throne or judgment seat of Christ.


f.  The Lord Jesus has made a solemn promise that He will repay everyone for the things they do wrong, and there is no partiality with God.


g.  God keeps His word to save those who believe, just as He keeps His word to punish those who reject Him, His love, and His word.

2.  “And again, ‘The Lord will judge His people.’”

a.  The writer adds an additional quote from the same context of the LXX of Dt 32:36, “the Lord will judge His people.”


b.  “The Lord” is a reference to the Lord Jesus Christ, who has been given the authority by God the Father to judge everyone.  Jn 5:22-24, 27-29, “For not even the Father judges anyone, but He has given all judgment to the Son, so that all will honor the Son even as they honor the Father.  He who does not honor the Son does not honor the Father who sent Him.  Truly, truly, I say to you, he who hears My word, and believes Him who sent Me, has eternal life, and does not come into judgment, but has passed out of death into life.  …and He gave Him authority to execute judgment, because He is the Son of Man.  Do not marvel at this; for an hour is coming, in which all who are in the tombs will hear His voice, and will come forth; those who did the good deeds to a resurrection of life, those who committed the evil deeds to a resurrection of judgment.”  This is related to Rom 8:1, “Consequently now [there is] no condemnation, judgment, or punishment to those in Christ Jesus.”



(1)  There is no longer any condemnation or eternal judgment for those who have believed in Christ.  Those who believe in Christ have passed from spiritual life to spiritual life.  They do not come into judgment.  They cannot lose their salvation.



(2)  However, they do come under divine disciple and divine punishment for their failures in the spiritual life, Heb 12:6.


d.  The phrase “His people” only indirectly refers to unbelievers as those created by our Lord.  More directly this phrase refers to believers, especially to Christians, as seen in the following New Testament passages.



(1)  Acts 15:14, “Simeon has related how God first concerned Himself about taking from among the Gentiles a people for His name.”



(2)  Rom 9:25-26, “Just as it also says in Hosea, ‘I will call the “Not My people” [Gentiles], “My people” [royal family of God].’  And the one who has not been loved [Jewish unbelievers in the times of the Gentiles] as being loved [Jewish believers as members of the royal family].  ‘And it shall happen in the place where it was said to them, “You are not My people,” in that same place they shall be called, “Sons of the Living God”.’”



(3)  Heb 4:9, “Consequently a Sabbath-rest remains available for the people of God.”



(4)  1 Pet 2:9-10, “You are the elect people, the royal priesthood, the holy nation, the people for the purpose of possession, in order that you might proclaim the virtues of Him who called you from darkness into His wonderful light.  [You] who formerly [were] no people but now [are] the people of God, those who were not shown mercy but now have obtained mercy.”



(5)  Tit 2:14, “who gave Himself as a substitute for us, in order that He might redeem us from all lawlessness and purify for Himself a special people, enthusiastic adherents of intrinsic good works.”


e.  Notice that the emphasis here is on the judgment of the royal family of God by the Lord Jesus Christ.  It is the believer in this context who is being judged, not the unbeliever.  It is the apostate, degenerate, or reversionistic believer, who lives his spiritual life in perpetual carnality that must answer for his wrong decisions and actions.  He does not lose his salvation, but he will certainly answer for his actions in both time and at the judgment seat of Christ.


f.  The judgment of all Church Age believers occurs at the Judgment Seat or Evaluation Throne of Christ, after the resurrection of the Church, during the seven-year Tribulation on earth.
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
