Heb 10:36



- is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, meaning “For” plus the objective genitive from the feminine singular noun HUPOMONĒ, which means “the capacity to hold out or bear up in the face of difficulty, patience, endurance, fortitude, steadfastness, of perseverance.”
  Here the idea of endurance, steadfastness, or perseverance is the meaning in context.  Then we have the second person plural present active indicative from the verb ECHW, which means “to have.”


The present tense is a durative or progressive and customary present for an action that is reasonably expected throughout one’s spiritual life.


The active voice indicates that the Church Age believer is to keep on producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for the reality of what should be happening in the spiritual life of every believer.

This is followed by the accusative direct object from the feminine singular noun CHREIA, which means “that which should happen or be supplied because it is needed, need, what should be.”

“For you have need of perseverance,”

- is the conjunction HINA, which introduces both purpose and result clauses.  Here it introduces a purpose clause and should be translated “in order that.”  Then we have the accusative direct object from the neuter singular article and noun THELĒMA with the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “the will of God.”  This is followed by the nominative second person masculine plural aorist active participle from the verb POIEW, meaning “to do.”


The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which regards our spiritual life in its entirety as a completed action.  It is translated by the English auxiliary verb “have done.”


The active voice indicates that the Church Age believer produces the action of completing his or her spiritual life.


The participle is a temporal participle, indicating the time “when” the action takes place.  As an aorist participle, its action precedes the action of the main verb coming up in the sentence, “you may receive.”  The participle is translated “when you have done.”

“in order that when you have done the will of God,”

- is the second person plural aorist middle subjunctive from the verb KOMIZW, which means “to come into possession of something: carry off, get (for oneself), or receive.”


The aorist tense is a proleptic or futuristic aorist, which stresses the certainty of the future event as though it had already happened.


The middle voice is an intensive middle, which lays stress of the Church Age believer as being personally and intimately involved in the action of receiving blessings from God.


The subjunctive mood is a potential subjunctive, which indicates the potentially of receiving or not receiving blessings in time and eternity.

Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the feminine singular article and noun EPAGGELIA, which means “the promise, what was promised, Heb 10:36, 39; 11:13.”

“you may receive what was promised.”

Heb 10:36 corrected translation
“For you have need of perseverance, in order that when you have done the will of God, you may receive what was promised.”
Explanation:
1.  “For you have need of perseverance,”

a.  The writer continues with an explanation of why it is so important to not throw away our confidence in God, His plan, and His promises, and what these believers needed to do to maintain that confidence.


b.  Confidence in God, His plan, and His word are maintained by perseverance in the learning and application of God’s word.  We have to learn it and live it.  We have to be hears and doers.


c.  This principle is brought out in other Scriptures:



(1)  Rom 5:3-4, “And not only [this], but also let us take pride in adversities, knowing that such suffering brings about perseverance.  And perseverance [in suffering brings about] approved integrity, and approved integrity [brings about] absolute confidence.”



(2)  Col 1:10-11, “that you may walk worthy of the Lord for the purpose of pleasing [Him] in all things, bearing fruit in the sphere of every good production, and growing by means of the epignosis knowledge of God, because we have been endowed with all power according to the standard of the ruling power from His glory resulting in all endurance and patience associated with happiness.”



(3)  Rom 8:25, “However if we have confident expectation for what we do not see [and we do], with fortitude we await eagerly.”



(4)  Jam 5:7-11, “Therefore, have patience, brethren, until the coming of the Lord.  Remember, the farmer waits for the precious crop produced by the earth, being patient over it [the crop] until it has received the early [winter] and the late [spring] rains.  You also have patience; strengthen your hearts, because the coming of the Lord stands near.  Stop complaining, brethren, against one another, in order that you are not judged [punished].  Remember, the Judge stands before the door.  Brethren, take as an example of perseverance in suffering and patience the prophets, who have spoken in the name of the Lord.  Behold, we consider happy the ones having endured.  You have heard about the endurance of Job and have seen the outcome from the Lord that the Lord keeps on being compassionate and merciful.”



(5)  Rev 1:9, “I, John, your brother and fellow partaker in the tribulation and kingdom and perseverance which are in Jesus, was on the island called Patmos because of the word of God and the testimony of Jesus.”



(6)  1 Tim 6:11, “But you, O, man of God, keep avoiding these things.  Instead keep pursuing righteousness, respect for God, doctrine, virtue-love, perseverance, humble kindness.”



(7)  Rom 15:4, “For everything that has been written before [Old Testament] was written for the purpose of our instruction, in order that through perseverance and encouragement from the Scriptures we might have confidence.”



(8)  2 Pet 1:5-8, “Now for this very reason also, in order to make every effort, supply virtue with your doctrine, and with your virtue [supply] knowledge [gnosis]; and with your knowledge [supply] self-discipline, and with your self-discipline [supply] perseverance, and with your perseverance [supply] the spiritual life, and with your spiritual life [supply] brotherly love, and with your brotherly-love [supply] unconditional love.  For since these things belong to you and are increasing, they make you neither useless nor unfruitful as a result of your full knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.”


d.  We have already studied this same principle in Heb 6:11-12, “And we desire that each one of you show the same eagerness [willingness, diligence] with regard to the complete certainty produced by confidence until the end, in order that you do not become lazy, but imitators of those who through trust and endurance are inheriting the things that were promised.”


e.  How do we persevere in the Christian life?



(1)  We must have daily positive perseverance, daily positive consistency, and daily faithfulness to the Lord in never missing an opportunity to hear the teaching of the word of God.  Doctrine has to be your life for you to have a true spiritual life.  God the Holy Spirit must have something in your soul with which to work.



(2)  We must have consistent perseverance in the use of the three spiritual skills: being filled with or influenced by the Spirit, the learning and recalling the word of God, and the application of doctrine to life.



(3)  Perseverance means maximum metabolized doctrine, taken in on a consistent basis, located in your stream of consciousness and ready for application.  This is the basis for your capacity, the basis for understanding the person of God, the will of God, the grace of God—everything related to God.



(4)  To persevere to the point of occupation with Christ in obedience to the will of God is to do the will of God, and results in the pleroma status of the winner believer (being filled with all the fullness of God).  So the warning to the loser believer is: do not make anything else but the application of Bible doctrine the number one priority in your life.



(5)  A personal sense of destiny provides self-motivation for perseverance in the function of the spiritual skills.  All motivation must come from your soul.  No pastor or other believer can force or cause you to live your spiritual life.  You must be self-motivated and this requires perseverance in being influenced by the Spirit, and applying the word of God to situations (both good and bad) in your life.



(6)  Phil 3:16 says, “however, to that which we have attained we must keep advancing in ranks in conformity with it.”  The execution of this command requires perseverance.



(7)  Perseverance is based upon volition and self-motivation.  In spiritual maturity, our perseverance in positive volition toward doctrine is tested by evidence testing, the highest honor God can bestow on a believer in this life.  The dynamics of perseverance in making good decisions become visible in passing the tests of suffering for blessing.  Our daily decisions are definitely related to our mental attitude.  Our mental attitude is related to the accumulation of Bible doctrine in our life.  If we have human viewpoint mental attitude, we will be perpetually miserable.  Perseverance is how our volition functions, not occasionally, but daily.



(8)  Perseverance connotes courageous endurance which persists in spite of all opposition.


f.  The practical application of perseverance in the spiritual life is mentioned by Paul in Eph 4:1-3, “Therefore, I, the prisoner in the Lord, exhort you to walk in a manner worthy of your position [royalty], for the purpose of which you have been called, with all humility and the calm, courteous, and considerate poise of royalty, with patient endurance tolerating one another by means of unconditional love, making every effort to preserve the unity produced by the Spirit because of the bond produced by peace.”


g.  All categories of believers (new, growing, and mature) have need of perseverance in the spiritual life.  There is only one time in your spiritual life when you do not need perseverance—the moment after your death or resurrection.

2.  “in order that when you have done the will of God,”

a.  The writer now gives the reason and purpose for the need of perseverance in the spiritual life.  But first he makes a qualifying statement to define what perseverance in the spiritual life is.


b.  Perseverance is defined here as doing the will of God.


c.  What is the will of God?



(1)  Rom 12:2-3, “Also, stop being molded [shape one’s behavior] to this age, but be transformed by the renewal of your thinking [renovation of your thought], that you may prove what the will of God is, namely, the good, the pleasing, and the complete.  Therefore I say by virtue of the grace which has been given to me to everyone who is among you stop thinking of self in terms of arrogance beyond what you ought to think, but think for the purpose of being rational without illusion, as God has assigned to each one the standard from doctrine.”



(2)  Eph 6:6-7, “not on the basis of eye-service as men-pleasers, but as servants of Christ, doing the will of God from the soul with a positive mental attitude of wholehearted willingness, devotion and loyalty serving as to the Lord and not to men.”



(3)  1 Thes 4:3, “For this is the will of God, your sanctification, that you abstain from sexual immorality.”



(4)  1 Pet 2:15, “For the will of God is as follows—to silence the ignorance of foolish men by being a good citizen.”


d.  God’s will is our positional sanctification, which has already been accomplished, our experiential sanctification, which is in the process of being accomplished, and our ultimate sanctification, which will be accomplished in our resurrection and eternal life.


e.  Doing the will of God is the moment-by-moment execution of the will of God in every facet of our daily lives.

3.  “you may receive what was promised.”

a.  Receiving all that God has promised is the reason and purpose for perseverance in the spiritual life—that we may receive everything God has promised to give us.


b.  What has God promised?



(1)  He has promised eternal life with Him forever in a new body that cannot sin and does not want to sin and that cannot suffer or die.



(2)  He has promised material (what the eye has not seen) and spiritual blessings (what the mind has not thought of) beyond our wildest imaginations.



(3)  He has promised eternal rewards and decorations.



(4)  He has promised the best of living quarters (many apartments).



(5)  He has promised blessings and happiness forevermore.  No more sorrow, no more tears.


c.  John summarizes this principle in 1 Jn 2:17, “In fact, the world [cosmic system] and its lusts will pass away, but anyone who does the will of God continues to remain [exist, live] forever.”
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
