Heb 13:25


 is the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun CHARIS, meaning “Grace.”  Then we have the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the masculine plural adjective PAS plus the possessive genitive from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “with all of you.”  There is no verb here, which implies the ellipsis of the verb EIMI, either in the indicative mood, meaning “Grace [is] with all of you” or in the optative mood, meaning “May grace be with all of you.”  I prefer the indicative mood, since this is a fact of God’s relationship with the royal priesthood rather than wish on the part of the writer.

Heb 13:25 corrected translation
“Grace [is] with all of you.”
Explanation:
1.  “Grace [is] with all of you.”

a.  This is the common literary benediction of Paul.



(1)  1 Thes 5:28, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with all of you.”



(2)  2 Thes 3:18, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with all of you.”



(3)  Gal 6:18, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with your spirit, brethren.  I believe it.”



(4)  Rom 15:33, “Now the God of peace [prosperity, harmony] be with all of you.  Amen.”



(5)  1 Cor 16:23, “The grace of the Lord Jesus [is] with all of you.”



(6)  2 Cor 13:13, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit [is] with all of you.”



(7)  Col 4:18c, “Grace [is] with you all.”



(8)  Eph 6:24, “Grace [is] with all who unconditionally love our Lord Jesus Christ with incorruptibility.”



(9)  Phlm 25, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ [be] with your spirit.”



(10)  Phil 4:23, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ [be] with your spirit.”



(11)  1 Tim 6:21, “Grace [is] with you all.”



(12)  2 Tim 4:22, “Grace [is] with all of you.”



(13)  Tit 3:15c, “Grace [is] with all of you.”


b.  Peter, John, James, and Jude do not use this benediction.  Either the writer who used it was Paul or it was learned from Paul, which would certainly apply to Luke.


c.  Paul/Luke concludes his letter with a benediction or blessing of positive believers; that is, those who are growing in grace and the knowledge of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.


d.  This is not a request that grace might be with us, but a dogmatic statement of fact that grace is with us.

2.  The principle of the benediction is that the grace of God is with every member of the royal priesthood and always will be.


a.  God pursues us with grace because we are in union with Christ.


b.  All of us have antecedent grace from eternity past.  Antecedent grace is all that God did for us in eternity past before He ever created us, such as providing our eternal blessing and designing a perfect plan which included us and our eternal salvation.


c.  All of us have logistical grace, which is all that God does for us to keep us alive in Satan’s kingdom to testify against Satan in his appeal trial.


d.  Those who decide to do the will of God in their spiritual life have the superabundance of grace and happiness described in:



(1)  Rom 14:17, “For the kingdom of God is not eating and drinking but righteousness, harmony, and a superabundance of happiness by means of the Holy Spirit.”



(2)  Rom 1:7, “to all those…called saints, grace belongs to you and prosperity from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.”



(3)  Jam 4:6, “moreover He gives a greater grace.”



(4)  Eph 1:8, “which [grace] He [God the Father] has caused to abound to us by means of all wisdom and practical insight,”



(5)  Eph 1:14, “who [God the Holy Spirit] is the down payment-guarantee of our inheritance until the release of His property resulting in the praise of His [God the Father] glory.”


e.  This statement is both a fact—that grace is with all believers who love the Lord, and a wish that it continue—may grace continue to be with all.
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
