 is the locative of time from the feminine singular article and temporal adverb EPAURION, which means “on the next day.”
  With this we have the adverb PALIN, which means “Again.”
  Then we have the third person singular pluperfect active indicative from the verb HISTĒMI, which means “to stand.”

Some verbs have taken a fixed pluperfect form, but function in the same sense as an imperfect tense.  We saw this with OIDA in verse 31 and 33 and we see it again here.
  It should be translated like a simple past tense: “stood or were standing”

The active voice indicates that John produced the action.

The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun IWNNĒS, meaning “John.”

“On the next day John…again were standing,”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and.”  Then we have the preposition EK plus the partitive genitive from the masculine plural article and noun MATHĒTĒS with the possessive genitive from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “of his disciples.”  The preposition EK is translated like a possessive genitive, when used as a partitive genitive.  Finally, with this we have the nominative subject from the masculine plural cardinal adjective DUO, meaning “two.”
“and two of his disciples”
Jn 1:35 corrected translation
“On the next day John and two of his disciples again were standing,”
Explanation:
1.  “On the next day John and two of his disciples”

a.  The apostle now begins the story of the third day of the events surrounding the beginning of the ministry of the Lord.  The first day began in verse 19 with the delegation of priests and Levites sent from Jerusalem by the Pharisees.  The second day was the day our Lord Jesus Christ was baptized by John (verse 29).

b.  On the third day, the day after the baptism of Jesus, John the Baptist is again standing with two of his disciples.  We are not told where they are at, but they cannot be far from where John had been baptizing, near the little town of Bethany on the Jordan River (which no longer exists today and has not been found by archeologists).

c.  Who were the two disciples?  “One was Andrew (verse 40), the other the Beloved Disciple (the Apostle John), who records this incident with happy memories.”
  Though John, the son of Zebedee is not mentioned, he is the most likely candidate to be the other apostle.  John never identifies himself directly in his gospel.  Other commentators who say that the second disciple is John include: Nicoll, Gaebelein, Westcott, and Godet among others.
2.  “again were standing,”

a.  John the Baptist, Andrew and John of Zebedee were standing, having a conversation.  Most likely they were discussing the events of the previous day concerning the baptism of Jesus.  Certainly John would explain in detail to his students the significance and importance of the identification of the Messiah and the sign that God the Father had told him to look for.

b.  The fact the disciples were standing put them in a position to easily follow the Lord, when invited to do so.  They didn’t have to get up off the ground or stand up first.  They were already in a position ready to go.  The Holy Spirit put us in a position to follow the Lord Jesus Christ at the point of our salvation by placing us into union with Him.  God was making it as easy as possible for Andrew and John to follow Christ, and they would do so.

c.  There is a contrast here between John standing and Jesus walking.  John’s ministry has come to a standstill, while the Lord’s ministry is beginning its movement forward in human history.
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
