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is the postpositive use of the conjunctive particle DE with the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and also.”  With these words we have the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb PROPHĒTEUW, which means “to prophesy, to foretell the future.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which looks at Enoch’s prophecy as a single whole.


The active voice indicates that Enoch produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for the simple statement of fact.

 is the dative of reference from the masculine plural demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “concerning them, about them, or with reference to them.”
 is the appositional nominative from the masculine singular ordinal adjective HEBDOMOS, meaning “the seventh.”
is the preposition APO plus the ablative of separation from the masculine singular proper name ADAM, translated “from Adam.”
 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular proper name ENOCH, which is transliterated rather than translated.
 is the nominative of explanation from the masculine singular present active participle from the verb LEGW, which means “to say: saying.”

The nominative masculine singular refers to Enoch.


The present tense is a historical present, which presents the past fact of what was said by Enoch as if it were actually occurring now.


The active voice indicates that Enoch produced the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

“And also Enoch, the seventh from Adam, prophesied about them, saying,”
is the demonstrative particle, IDOU, which is actually the aorist middle imperative of (except that it is accented with the acute when used as a particle).  It is variously translated “(you) see, look, behold,” something with no exact English equivalent.  It sometimes serves to enliven a narrative by arousing the attention of hearers or readers, as in Lk 22:10; Jn 4:35; 1 Cor 15:51; 2 Cor 5:17; Jam 5:9; Jude 14; Rev 1:7; 9:12; 11:14.

 is the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb ERCHOMAI, which means “to come.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which gathers the last judgment into a single whole.


The active voice indicates that our Lord Jesus Christ produces the action of judging all unbelievers at the last judgment.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular noun KURIOS, which means “the Lord.”  The absence of the article indicates this is a one of a kind type of lord.

 is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of association from the feminine plural adjective HAGIOS, meaning “with holy ones” and referring to all elect angels.
 is the instrumental of association from the feminine plural noun MURIAS, which is transliterated into English as “myriads” but refers to “a countless number.”  With this we have the possessive genitive from the third masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a third person personal pronoun, translated “His” and referring to our Lord.

“‘Behold, the Lord came with a countless number of His holy ones”
Jude 14 corrected translation
“And also Enoch, the seventh from Adam, prophesied about them, saying, ‘Behold, the Lord came with a countless number of His holy ones”
Explanation:
1.  Enoch is mentioned in Gen 5:21-24, “Enoch lived sixty-five years, and became the father of Methuselah.  Then Enoch walked with God three hundred years after he became the father of Methuselah, and he had other sons and daughters.  So all the days of Enoch were three hundred and sixty-five years.  Enoch walked with God; and he was not, for God took him.”

a.  This describes the unique death of Enoch, which was not a death.


b.  Enoch simply walked with our Lord Jesus Christ into paradise without ever suffering death.

2.  The fact that Enoch was the seventh from Adam is described in Genesis 5.
3.  Here God the Holy Spirit sees fit to permit Jude to use an extra biblical source document to provide us accurate Biblical information about Enoch.


a.  Enoch had the spiritual gift of prophecy.  

b.  Enoch gives a prophecy concerning the Second Advent of Christ.
(1) Dt 33:2 “He said, ‘The Lord came from Sinai, and dawned on them from Seir; He shone forth from Mount Paran, and He came from the midst of ten thousand holy ones; at His right hand there was flashing lightning for them.’”  This is Moses’ prophecy of the blessings on the tribes of Israel after the Second Advent.

(2) Dan 7:10 “A river of fire was flowing and coming out from before Him; thousands upon thousands were attending Him, and myriads upon myriads were standing before Him; the court sat, and the books were opened.”  This entire context describes the Tribulation and Second Advent of Christ.

(3) Mt 16:27 “For the Son of Man is going to come in the glory of His Father with His angels, and will then repay every man according to his deeds.”  This is our Lord’s prophecy of the Second Advent.

(4) Heb 12:22 “But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to myriads of angels.”  The myriads of angels coming with our Lord are always associated with the Second Advent.

4.  This quote is taken from the Book of Enoch, an apocryphal work widely known in the first century.  Fragments of this book were found among the Dead Sea scrolls.  The text in Enoch says, “Behold, he will arrive with ten million of the holy ones in order to execute judgment upon all.  He will destroy the wicked ones and censure all flesh on account of everything that they have done, that which the sinners and the wicked ones committed against Him.”

a.  Even though Jude quotes an apocryphal book, he provides no evidence that he regarded the book as Scripture.


b.  He used the document because the book was well known and highly respected by the false teachers as a religious book.


c.  God the Holy Spirit inspired Jude to quote from this book.  The Holy Spirit is free to inspire borrowed words and make them a part of God’s word (e.g. Acts 17:28).


d.  Enoch not only observes the wickedness of his day prior to the flood, but looks into the future and addresses all godless people, including the false teachers mentioned by Jude.  Just as Peter in Second Peter used Noah as his illustration, so Jude uses Enoch.
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
