is the dative of possession from the masculine singular adjective MONOS and the noun THEOS, meaning “belongs to the only God.”
is the appositional dative of possession from the masculine singular noun SWTER, meaning “savior” plus the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “our.”
is the preposition DIA plus the ablative of agency from the masculine singular proper names “IĒSOUS, CHRISTOS” and the appositional genitive from the masculine singular article and noun KURIOS and the possessive genitive of the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “through Jesus Christ our Lord.”
 is the nominative subject from the feminine singular noun DOXA, meaning “glory.”  This is a reference to the glory of God, which is the sum total of all His divine attributes.

The Doctrine of Glory
A.  Definition.


1.  The glory of God refers to the sum total of His divine essence or to some part of divine essence.


2.  The Greek word DOXA means brightness, radiance, splendor, magnificence, fame, renown, honor, or glory.  The Hebrew word KABOD means honor, glory, riches, nobility, splendor, and majesty.


3.  Glory always has the connotation of honor inherent in a person, distinction, greatness, renown, fame, nobility, or majesty.  In Rom 5:2 glory refers to the integrity of God.

B.  Glory is used for the attributes of God in total or in part. 


1.  David, in recognizing God’s grace and rulership over Israel, states the principle of the glory of God in Ps 21:5.


2.  There is a point at which we see God for the first time.  Dt 5:24, “Behold, the Lord our God has shown us His glory and His greatness.”  Glory refers to His integrity; greatness refers to His other attributes.


3.  You cannot see the greatness of God until you can see the glory of God.  Seeing the glory of God is seeing the integrity of God through pertinent Bible doctrine.


4.  The glory of God has many applications.



a.  Rom 3:23 says that to fall short of the glory of God is to fall short of His integrity.  God’s perfect righteousness rejects sin.



b.  Eph 1:17, “That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a spirit of wisdom even from the source of revelation by means of epignosis knowledge from Him.”  The integrity of God refers to His righteousness, justice and love.  God’s glory is the source of the epignosis doctrine in our right lobes which causes occupation with Christ.

C.  Other Uses of Glory. 


1.  Glory is used for the indwelling of Christ and its implications.  Col 1:27, “To whom the God decreed to make known what is the wealth of the glory of the mystery among the Gentiles, which is Christ in you, the confidence of glory.”
  

a.  We have Jesus Christ indwelling us, as well as God’s perfect righteousness imputed to us.  



b.  The indwelling of Jesus Christ is the guarantee of our escrow blessings from the justice of God the Father, since these blessings are deposited in Christ, the escrow officer.


2.  Glory is used to describe the maturity of the believer.  Mature believers form the basis for the recognition of God’s glory.  Eph 1:5-6, “Having predesigned us with the result of the appointment of adult sons for Himself through Jesus Christ, according to the benevolent purpose of His will, resulting in the recognition of glory from the source of grace, from which He has pursued us with grace in the Beloved.”  



a.  We recognize the glory of God through the perception of doctrine.

 

b.  The integrity of God pursues us in grace for the purpose of blessing us.


3.  The riches of maturity are from the glory of God.



a.  Eph 1:17-18, “That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you a spirit of wisdom even from the source of revelation by means of knowledge from Him..., that the eyes of your right lobe may be enlightened, in order that you all may have a permanent knowledge, knowing what is the hope of His calling [maximum blessing], and what is the riches from the source of the glory, the inheritance of His saints.”


b.  Eph 3:16, “In order that He might give you according to the riches from His glory, to become strong by means of power through His Spirit with reference to the inner man.”


c.  Phil 4:19, “Now my God shall fill up the deficiency of all your needs according to the standard of His riches in glory by means of Christ Jesus.”

4.  The mature believer has received this glory, 1 Pet 1:7-8.  Receiving glory is blessing from the integrity of God to the mature believer.


5.  Glory is used to describe the strategic victory of Christ in the angelic conflict.



a.  Heb 2:10, “To have led to glory many sons.”  God brings many sons to glory by judging our sins, so that, when we believe in Christ, we enter into a relationship with His glory.  We receive the imputation of God’s perfect righteousness, which is the potential for blessing from the integrity of God.



b.  1 Tim 3:16, “Christ taken up into the place of glory” refers to the third heaven, the location of the integrity of God.


6.  The royal family is called to eternal glory since Christ is seated in the place of glory.  The formation of the royal family comes under the phrase, “being called to eternal glory,” 1 Pet 5:10; 2 Pet 1:3.  This is the status of the royal family being called into eternal relationship with the integrity of God.


7.  The resurrection body is described in terms of glory, 1 Cor 15:43. Our resurrection body is raised in glory because we are in the status quo of everlasting life.  We will live forever in a state of glory.  In 2 Thes 2:14, “the attainment of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ” refers to having a resurrection body exactly like His.


8.  The right woman is called the glory of the right man, 1 Cor 11:6, 7, 14-15.  Her long hair is a glory to the woman.  Long hair on the male is dishonorable.


9.  Additional uses of glory in the Bible.



a.  For the wonders of the universe, 1 Cor 15:40-41.



b.  For human glamour, 1 Pet 1:24; Phil 3:19.

    
10.  God is glorified and receives glory forever in the function of ultimate sanctification and the deliverance of the Jeshurun believer, 2 Tim 4:18.

 is the nominative subject from the feminine singular noun MEGALWSUNE, which means “greatness.”  This is a reference to all the manifestations of the glory of God in His creations and dealings with His creatures.

is the nominative subject from the neuter singular noun KRATOS, meaning “power, rule, sovereignty, dominion” plus the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the nominative subject from the feminine singular noun EXOUSIA, meaning “ability to do something, capability, might, power, authority.”
 
1.  The noun KRATOS refers to:



a.  The eternal dominion of God over all His creation. 1 Tim 6:16, “who alone possesses immortality and dwells in unapproachable light; whom no man has seen or can see. To Him be honor and eternal dominion! Amen.”


b.  1 Pet 4:11, “If anyone communicates, do it as though speaking the teachings of God; if anyone serves, do it as though from the strength which God [the Holy Spirit] provides, in order that God [the Father] may be glorified in the sphere of all things through Jesus Christ, to whom is the glory and the power forever, I believe it.”


c.  1 Pet 5:11, “To Him, the power forever.  I believe it.”

2.  The noun EXOUSIA refers to God’s authority.

 is the preposition PRO plus the genitive of time from the masculine singular adjective PAS, meaning “before all” plus the article and noun AIWN, meaning “the ages.”  This is a reference to eternity past, before time existed.

is the simple connective use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the adverb of time NUN, meaning “now.”
is the simple connective use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the preposition EIS plus the adverbial accusative of extent of time from the masculine plural adjective PAS, the article, and the noun AIWN, “to indicate duration of time for, throughout.”  The phrase is translated “and throughout all the ages.”  This is a reference to eternity future.

is found in the LXX occasionally for (((and is usually translated by , meaning “so let it be, truly, amen.”  This word is found many times at the end of doxologies and especially at the end of books as a literary device to indicate this was the end of the book.

The Doctrine of Amen
A.  Definition and Etymology.


1.  AMĒN is a transliteration that has retained its purity in all three languages:  Hebrew, Greek, and English.


2.  Amen refers to the acclamation of doctrine in Christian worship.

  
3.  Amen is often said at the termination of a doxology or a prayer. 


4.  In the Hebrew, AMEN is the verb “to believe.”  AMEN means faith.  It could be translated, “I believe it,” or “Amen.”


a.  Remember that gnosis doctrine is receptive comprehension and therefore it is only doctrine that is understood academically.  Gnosis doctrine has no spiritual connotation until it is metabolized.


b.  The whole goal of the perception of doctrine is for it to become epignosis doctrine in the right lobe.  The Holy Spirit converts gnosis into epignosis where there is positive volition faith perception.



c.  So “Amen” is what you say in your soul to convert gnosis into epignosis.  In other words, you say “I believe it.  I understand what is taught (gnosis); now I believe what is taught (epignosis = full knowledge).”  


5.  “Amen” at the end of a prayer means you have approached the throne of grace as a believer-priest through our great high priest, our Lord Jesus Christ.  “Amen” at the end of the prayer means you relate the prayer and its content to the faith-rest drill under the pattern of prayer promises.



a.  Mt 21:22, “All things whatsoever you shall ask in prayer, believing, you shall receive.”


b.  Mk 11:24, “Therefore, I say to you, all things for which you pray and ask, believe that you shall receive them, and they shall be yours.”

6.  A single “Amen” before a phrase, as when Jesus said, “Amen, I say to you [AMĒN LEGW HUMIN],” means “Truth I am communicating to you.” 

7.  The doubling of AMĒN, as our Lord often used, means “a specific point of doctrine I am teaching you.”
B.  The Usage of Amen.


1.  Amen is used to confirm or affirm a statement.


2.  Amen is used to communicate doctrine in general, or a specific point of doctrine.


3.  Amen is used for faith or faithfulness.


4.  Amen is used in prayer to express the faith-rest drill regarding both petition and intercession.


5.  Amen expresses faith perception which converts gnosis into epignosis; this is the process of metabolizing doctrine.


6.  Amen is used in liturgy in faith response to doctrine.  Liturgy may call for congregational response, meaning the congregation chants or speaks in unison.  


7.  Amen is not used to interrupt a sermon.  This is poor manners, and indicates lack of concentration or broken concentration.  It is rude, crude, and arrogant for individuals to shout out “Amen” when they agree with points of a message.  That calls attention to self, and it is a distraction to others.  It is out of line, not necessary, and not a part of worship. 


8.  Amen is used in Eph 3:21 for the metabolization of the mystery doctrine of the Church Age.  This is tantamount to converting gnosis into epignosis through positive faith perception.

Jude 25 corrected translation
“to the only God, our savior, through Jesus Christ our Lord belongs glory, greatness, power and authority before all the ages and now and throughout all the ages.  I believe it.”
Explanation:
1.  God the Father is our savior and He saves our souls through the person and work of our Lord Jesus Christ.  As our savior He sends His Son to be our Savior.  There are thirty-six references to our Lord Jesus Christ as Savior.  Here are a few.


a.  Lk 2:11, “for today in the city of David there has been born for you a Savior, who is Christ the Lord.”

b.  Acts 5:31, “He is the one whom God exalted to His right hand as a Prince and a Savior, to grant repentance to Israel, and forgiveness of sins.”

c.  Phil 3:20, “For our citizenship is in heaven, from which also we eagerly wait for a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ;”

d.  1 Tim 1:1, “Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus according to the commandment of God our Savior, even Christ Jesus, who is our confidence.”  Here have here the ascensive or explanatory use of KAI, translated, “even” or “that is”.


e.  2 Tim 1:10, “but now has been revealed by the appearing of our Savior Christ Jesus, who abolished death and brought life and immortality to light through the gospel,”

f.  Tit 1:4, “To Titus, my true child in a common faith: Grace and peace from God the Father and Christ Jesus our Savior.”

g.  Tit 2:13, “looking for the blessed hope and the appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior, Christ Jesus,”

h.  2 Pet 1:1, “Simon Peter, a bond-servant and apostle of Jesus Christ, to those who have received a faith of the same kind as ours, by the righteousness of our God and Savior, Jesus Christ.”

i.  1 Jn 4:14, “We have seen and testify that the Father has sent the Son to be the Savior of the world.”
2.  This verse declares the magnificent essence of God with emphasis on His sovereignty, omnipotence, and eternity.  Therefore, it is critical that we understand the essence of God.
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
