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- is the postpositive mild conjunction DE, meaning “But.”  This sets up a mild contrast between the unbeliever false teachers who have slipped into local churches unnoticed and slander angels and the conduct of the archangel Michael that is about to be described.  With the conjunction we have the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and proper name MICHAĒL.  In the Hebrew, it is .  This is a reference to one of the greatest of all angels ever created by our Lord Jesus Christ.  His name means, “Who is like God?”  He is mentioned in the following Scriptures:

1. Michael is mentioned as the angel given the authority by our Lord Jesus Christ to protect Israel.  This is mentioned in three passages.



a. Dan 10:13, “But the prince of the kingdom of Persia [the fallen angel in charge of influencing the human ruler of Persia] was withstanding me for twenty-one days; then behold, Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me, for I had been left there with the kings of Persia.”


b. Dan 10:21, “However, I will tell you what is inscribed in the writing of truth.  Yet there is no one who stands firmly with me against these forces except Michael your prince.”


c. Dan 12:1, “Now at that time Michael, the great prince who stands guard over the sons of your people, will arise.  And there will be a time of distress such as never occurred since there was a nation until that time; and at that time your people, everyone who is found written in the book, will be rescued.”

2. Here we see Michael as the angel who is in charge of the protection of Israel against the other demon princes who influence the kings of other nations. Jude 9, “But Michael the archangel, when he disputed with the devil and argued about the body of Moses, did not dare pronounce against him a railing judgment, but said, ‘The Lord rebuke you!’”  


3. Here we see Michael called a super-angel.  He was one of only three people present at the funeral of Moses; our Lord Jesus Christ and Satan were the other two present.  Michael, the angelic protector of Israel, was there representing all angels and paying his respects at the death of the greatest believer in the history of the world. Rev 12:7, “And there was war in heaven, Michael and his angels waging war with the dragon [Satan].  The dragon and his angels fought back,” 



4. Here we see that Michael is the chief of staff of the angelic army (our Lord Jesus Christ is the commander) fighting against Satan and one of his armies of fallen angels, who are 
kicked out of the second and third heaven and are confined to earth half way through the Tribulation.


Apocryphal literature teaches that there are seven archangels, which corresponds to John’s description of “the seven angels who stand before God” Rev 8:2.  Four of these angels are named: Michael, Gabriel, Raphael, and Uriel.

 is the nominative of appellation from the masculine singular article and noun ARCHAGGELOS, which we transliterate as “archangel.”  It means “ruler of angels” or “ruling angel.”  This tells us that there is an angelic hierarchy.  Certain angels are in charge of other angels.  God delegates His sovereign authority to His creatures.  This was just as true in angelic history as it is in human history.

 is the temporal conjunction HOTE, which means, “when or while.”
is the instrumental of association from the masculine singular article and noun DIABOLOS, which means “with the slanderer,” but this word is used as a title for Satan, and is used as a proper name “the Devil.”  It is found extensively in Scripture: Mt 4:1, 5, 8, 11; 13:39; 25:41; Lk 4:2f, 6, 13; 8:12; Jn 13:2; Eph 4:27; 6:11; Heb 2:14; Jam 4:7 and several other passages.

 is the nominative masculine singular present middle participle from the verb DIAKRINW, which means “to take issue with, or dispute with.”

The present tense is a historical present in which the writer imagines that he and/or his readers are present and witnessing a past event.  He narrates the past event as though it were actually taking place.  This use of the present tense is translated by the simple past tense.


The middle voice is an indirect middle, which places emphasis on Michael as the one producing the action.


The participle is temporal and coterminous with the action of the main verb – “did not dare pronounce judgment.”
 is the third person singular imperfect deponent middle/passive indicative from the verb DIALEGOMAI, which means “to discuss something; to converse with someone.”

The imperfect tense is a descriptive imperfect, which describes what was actually taking place at some point in the past.


The middle voice is deponent, which means it functions like an active voice, since the verb only occurs in the middle form.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

is the preposition PERI plus the adverbial genitive of reference from the neuter singular article and noun SWMA and the possessive genitive from the masculine singular proper name MOUSEWS, meaning “concerning or about the body of Moses.”
“But Michael, the angelic ruler, when he conversed with the devil, while disputing about the body of Moses,”
is the negative adverb OUK, meaning “not” plus the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb TOLMAW, which when used with a following infinitive, as here, means “to dare, to have the courage, to be brave enough; to bring oneself, to presume.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers Michael’s entire conversation with Satan into a single whole but regards it from the viewpoint of its existing results.


The active voice indicates that Michael produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the accusative direct object from the feminine singular noun KRISIS, which means “judgment.”
 is the aorist active infinitive from the verb EPIPHERW, which means “to bring, pronounce.”  Here it means, “to pronounce.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which states the action of Michael not pronouncing judgment on Satan as a fact.


The active voice indicates that Michael produces the action.


The infinitive is an epexegetical infinitive, which is used to explain, limit, or modify the main verb.  This is also known as the infinitive of indirect object.

- is the attributive genitive from the feminine singular noun BLASPHĒMIA, which means “slander, defamation.”  This means “a judgment of slander” or “a slanderous judgment.”
“did not presume to pronounce a slanderous judgment,”
- is the strong adversative conjunction ALLA, which means “but.”  With this we have the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb EIPON, which is used as the second aorist of LEGW and means, “to say, speak.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which states a simple fact.


The active voice indicates that Michael produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative.

- is the third person singular aorist active optative from the verb EPITIMAW, which means “rebuke, reprove, censure also speak seriously, warn in order to prevent an action or bring one to an end; punish.”  The best meaning here is either “rebuke” or “punish.”

The aorist tense is a dramatic aorist, which is used for emphasis or dramatic effect.  It states a present reality with the certainty of a past event.


The active voice indicates that our Lord Jesus Christ may produce the action.


This is the optative mood, not the indicative mood as is translated by most English translations.  This is voluntative optative mood, which expresses a wish or a desire.  It is commonly translated “May the subject do thus and so.”
- is the dative direct object from the masculine singular personal pronoun SU, meaning “you.”
 - is the nominative subject from the masculine singular noun KURIOS, which means “the Lord.”  The absence of the article indicates that this is not just any Lord, but the one and only Lord Jesus Christ.

Jude 9 corrected translation
“But Michael, the angelic ruler, when he conversed with the devil, while disputing about the body of Moses, did not presume to pronounce a slanderous judgment, but said, ‘May the Lord rebuke you.’”
Explanation:
1.  Jude quotes here from a passage in a book called The Testament of Moses or a related book called The Assumption of Moses which was an apocryphal book written in the first half of the first century AD.  The book no longer exists, but scholars have been able to reconstruct it from quotations by the early Church Fathers.  Although Jude uses material from non-canonical sources, he does not recognize these books as inspired.  He merely borrows examples from apocryphal literature of his day to illustrate his point.  Paul did exactly the same thing when he quoted from famous Greek writers.

2.  The passage from which Jude quotes is given to us by Clement of Alexandria, Origen, and Didymus and says: “Joshua accompanied Moses up Mount Nebo, where God showed Moses the land of promise.  Moses then sent Joshua back to the people to inform them of Moses’ death, and Moses died.  God sent the archangel Michael to remove the body of Moses to another place and bury it there, but Samma’el, the devil, opposed him, disputing Moses’ right to honorable burial.... The devil brought against Moses a charge of murder, because he smote the Egyptian and hid his body in the sand.  But this accusation was no better than slander against Moses, and Michael, not tolerating the slander, said to the devil, ‘May the Lord rebuke you, devil!’  At that the devil took flight, and Michael removed the body to the place commanded by God, where he buried it with his own hands.  Thus no one saw the burial of Moses.”

a.  The Old Testament is silent about this dispute between Michael and Satan and only says that God “buried Moses in Moab, in the valley opposite Beth Peor, but to this day no one knows where his grave is,” Deut 34:6.


b.  Satan blasphemed Moses, claiming his body as that of a murderer.  Michael would not tolerate his sin of blasphemy against the Old Testament saint, yet abstains from openly charging him with blasphemy.


c.  Jude uses this illustration about the dispute to demonstrate that even this mighty archangel did not dare pronounce judgment against a convicted enemy of God.  Only God has the right to judge.  Only God has the right to condemn.  Only God has the right to rebuke angels.


d.  A similar rebuking of Satan is mentioned in Zech 3:1-2 where Joshua the high priest is standing before the Lord and Satan is standing at Joshua’s right side in heaven to accuse him.  “Then he showed me Joshua the high priest standing before the angel of the Lord [Jesus Christ], and Satan standing at his right hand to accuse him.  The Lord [Jesus Christ] said to Satan, ‘The Lord [God the Father] rebukes [qal imperfect (not “rebuke” but “rebukes”] you, Satan!  Indeed, the Lord who has chosen Jerusalem rebukes you!  Is this not a brand plucked from the fire?’”
3.  Jude has used a literary device of comparing the greater with the lesser.  That is, if the mightiest of archangels Michael refuses to pronounce judgment upon Satan, then how much more should the false teachers who have slipped into the Church unnoticed, who are far lesser in power and authority than angels refrain from pronouncing judgment upon Satan and the fallen angels?


a.  The answer, of course, is that they have no right to do so.


b.  Only God has the right to condemn and pronounce judgment upon His creatures.


c.  God has delegated the right of judgment to the Lord Jesus Christ.


d.  The Lord Jesus Christ has delegated the right to the pastor-teacher of rebuking those who will not accept the teaching of the word of God during the Church Age.  This is done only through the teaching of the word of God, and the pastor has no right to do this outside of his pulpit.



(1)  1 Tim 5:20, “Those who continue in sin, rebuke in the presence of all, so that the rest also will be fearful of sinning.”


(2)  2 Tim 4:2, “preach the word; be ready in season and out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort, with great patience and instruction.”

e.  However, these false teachers, who are unbelievers, have no right to rebuke or pronounce judgment on anyone, not fallen angels nor believers, who will be far superior to the fallen angels for all eternity.


f.  Jude illustrates a simple principle taught throughout the word of God: arrogance knows no bounds.

THE DOCTRINE OF ANGELIC HIERARCHY

A.  Introduction.

1.  The billions of angelic creatures fall into two categories: the elect angels and the fallen angels.  Operational fallen angels are called demons.  


2.  The angelic hierarchy of elect angels is divided into two categories:  the college of heralds and the angelic army.  There is order and rank among both elect and fallen angels.


3.  Most angels do not have wings.  Wings are an insignia of rank.  Seraphim have the highest rank with six wings, Isa 6:2; Rev 4:8.  Cherubim have four wings, plus the uniform of wisdom, Gen 3:24; Ezek 1, 10, 28ff. 

4.  Satan and all fallen angels were sentenced by the justice of God to the lake of fire.  Satan appealed the sentence and God permitted an appeal trial.  Man was created to provide evidence and resolve the appeal.  God restored Satan’s headquarters (planet earth) for man’s occupancy.  Man was created physically inferior to angels but having a similar soul (mentality, volition, and conscience).  Every dispensation is a different set of circumstances whereby angelic creatures existed in prehistoric times.  Every dispensation reproduces the same situations the angels had.  We are here to glorify God by the execution of His plan, to have an invisible impact on history, to evangelize the human race, and perform certain spiritual functions (teaching doctrine) in order to resolve the angelic conflict.

B.  Order of Rank in the College of Heralds.

1.  The angel of Jehovah, or Jesus Christ as an Old Testament theophany, ranks the highest.  The Lord Jesus Christ is the ruler of all elect angels.  There are four categories of our Lord’s appearance in human history.



a.  As a theophany.  A theophany is an appearance of Christ before the First Advent in angelic form.  He took upon Himself an angelic body.  Passages which identify the angel of Jehovah as God include: Gen 16:7-13, 22:11-18, 31:11-13, 48:15-16; Ex 3:1ff cf Acts 7:30-35; Ex 13:21, 14:19; Judg 6:11-23, 13:9-20.


b.  The Incarnation.  Jesus appeared as a man during the dispensation of the Hypostatic Union.



c.  As a christophany.  A christophany is a manifestation of Jesus Christ in resurrection body during the forty days He was on earth between His resurrection and ascension.



d.  The Second Advent.  Jesus Christ appears as the God-man in resurrected, glorified body.


2.  At the time of the judgment of Satan and the fallen angels, the elect angels received their eternal awards.  Cherubs were the highest creation of angel from God prior to the fall of angels.  Seraphs were designated a higher category after the fall of angels.  Cherubs have four wings and seraphs have six wings.  Wings are a badge of rank.  Angels are made of light, and so can be visible or invisible.  The college of heralds is a whole system of aristocracy.


3.  Seraphs have six wings and the highest rank among all angels.  They have two categories:



a.  The King of Arms or Officer of Arms; also called the “powerful angel” of Rev 5:2; 10:1; 14:18; 18:21; 19:5, 17.  



b.  Under the King of Arms are the angelic heralds of Rev 4:6-8, called “the living creatures.”

4.  Cherubs or Pursuivant Officers.



a.  Gen 3:24 mentions the cherubs who guard the gates of Eden.



b.  Ezekiel 1 and 10 mentions the four cherubs of the chariot of fire.



c.  Satan is a cherub who was court-martialed, Ezek 28:14.



d.  The angel with the golden shovel of Rev 8:3.



e.  The messenger of judgment in 2 Sam 22:11, Ps 18:10.



f.  The seven Thunders are teachers of eschatology, Rev 10:3-4.



g.  The evangelistic pursuivant officer in charge of all evangelism in the Tribulation, Rev 14:6.



h.  The pursuivant officer who announces the fall of ecumenical religion in the Tribulation, Rev 14:8.



i.  The pursuivant officer who warns the human race about the consequences of being converted to ecumenical religion during the Tribulation, Rev 14:9.



j.  The pursuivant officer who carries a sickle and administers judgment in the last half of the Tribulation as a representative of the supreme court of heaven, Rev 14:17.



k.  The pursuivant officer commanding the judgment or execution squad, Rev 14:17, 19; Rev 16 the bowl judgments.


5.  Pursuivant Messengers who are elect angels with no rank (wings).



a.  Angelic messengers who destroyed Sodom, Gen 19:13.



b.  The destroying angel of 2 Sam 24:16.



c.  The destroying angels of Ps 78:49.



d.  Executioners of the degenerate in Jerusalem, Ezek 9:1.



e.  The man clothed in linen, Ezek 10:6.  The messenger for the chariot of fire.



f.  The four weather angels who hold back the four winds of judgment, Rev 7:1.  The messengers from the east, Rev 7:2.



g.  The angels with the seven trumpets, Rev 8:6ff.



h.  Guardian angels for believers and children, Matt 18:10.



i.  The angels with the seven plagues or bowls of Rev 15:1.

C.  The Order of Battle in the Elect Army.

1.  Jesus Christ, as the Lord of the Armies, is the commander of the armies of elect angels.  The armies appeared at the birth of Christ and passed in review.


2.  The archangels are seraphs and commanders of angelic armies.  They are the guardian angels of any client nation to God.



a.  Michael is the Prince of Israel, Dan 10:21, 12:1.  He defends all Jewish client nations.  He defends the Jews in the Tribulation from the wrath of Satan, Dan 12:1; Rev 12:7, “And there was war in heaven, Michael and his angels waging war with the dragon. And the dragon and his angels waged war.”   He fought with Satan over the body of Moses, Jude 9; 2 Pet 2:11.



b.  Gabriel is also an army commander (possibly for Gentile client nations) who also functions as one of the kings of arms in the college of heralds.  In Dan 8:16 and 9:21, he was sent to explain Daniel’s vision.  He announced the birth of John the Baptist, Lk 1:11, 19, and the birth of Jesus Christ, Lk 1:26.



c.  Extra-biblically (in the book of Enoch), Raphael and Uriel are mentioned as archangels.  Also, in this apocryphal book, Gabriel is mentioned as “one of the chief of all angels placed over all powers.”

3.  The angelic general staff is composed of the twenty-four elders of Rev 4:4, 10; 5:11.  They are all cherubs.


4.  “Hosts” are the rank and file angels, all guardian angels, Ps 91:11f.  The river of fire battalions are found in Dan 7:10.  The function of the angelic armies described in Ps 103:21 is praising the Lord.  Ps 148:2.  When a pursuivant angel announced to the shepherds the birth of Christ, he was joined by a multitude of heavenly armies praising God, Lk 2:13.  The ministering spirits of Heb 1:14 are also rank and file angels.

D.  The Guardian Angels.

1.  Ps 91:7-14, “A thousand shall fall at your side, and ten thousand at your right hand; but it shall not approach you.  You will only observe it with your eyes, and see the punishment of the evil persons.  If you make the Most High your dwelling place [use of the problem-solving devices], even the Lord who is my refuge, then no harm will befall you, no disaster will come near your tent.  For He will command His angels concerning you, to guard you in all your ways.  They will lift you up in their hands, so that you will not strike your foot against a stone.  You will tread upon the lion and cobra, you will trample down the young lion and the snake.  Because he loves Me, therefore I will rescue him; I will protect him, because he acknowledges My name.”

2.  Heb 1:13-14, “But to which of the angels has He ever said, ‘Sit down at My right hand, until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet’?  Are they not all ministering spirits, sent out to service those who inherit eternal salvation?”  Angels are the guardians of Church Age believers who are superior to angels.
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
