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 is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of manner from the feminine singular noun HOSIOTĒS, meaning “in holiness”
 with the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the feminine singular noun DIKAIOSUNĒ, meaning “righteousness.”  Then we have the preposition ENWPION plus the adverbial genitive of place from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “before Him” and referring to the Lord.

“in holiness and righteousness before Him”
 is the locative of time or instrumental of time (which functions here to describe duration, much like the accusative of measure of extent of time) from the feminine plural adjective PAS plus the article and noun HĒMERA with the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “all our days.”

“all our days.”
Lk 1:75 corrected translation
“in holiness and righteousness before Him all our days.”
Explanation:
1.  “in holiness and righteousness before Him”

a.  This verse is the continuation and conclusion of the sentence begun in verse 68.  The entire sentence now reads: “Worthy of praise [is] the Lord God of Israel; because He has made an appearance to help and has accomplished redemption for His people, and has raised up the Horn of Salvation for us in the house of David, His servant—as He spoke by the mouth of His holy prophets from the earliest times—deliverance from our enemies and from the hand of all those who hate us; to show mercy to our fathers, and to remember His holy covenant, the oath which He swore to Abraham our father, to give to us, after being rescued from the enemies’ hand, to serve Him without fear in holiness and righteousness before Him all our days.”

b.  The basic thought in the sentence is: Worthy of praise [is] the Lord God of Israel; because He has made…deliverance from our enemies and from the hand of all those who hate us…to serve Him without fear in holiness and righteousness before Him all our days.”


c.  The Jews will not serve the Lord Jesus Christ in holiness and righteousness until the millennial reign of Christ.  Joel 2:28-29, “It will come about after this [the second advent of Christ] that I will pour out My Spirit on all mankind [all believers]; and your sons and daughters will prophesy, your old men will dream dreams, your young men will see visions.  Even on the male and female servants I will pour out My Spirit in those days.”


d.  Believers of the millennium will serve the Lord in holiness, because they will be filled with the Holy Spirit, Who will be poured out on all men, that is, on all believers.  (There will be no unbelievers entering the millennial reign of Christ.  They are removed from the earth at the Second Advent as a part of the baptism of fire, mentioned by Jesus in many of His parables, such as the parable of the wheat and the tares, the good fish and bad fish, etc.  God the Holy Spirit will provide the experiential sanctification or holiness during the millennium just as He provides it during the Church Age.


e.  Believers will serve and worship the Lord Jesus Christ in righteousness because of their imputed righteousness at salvation and because of their experiential righteousness in obedience to the will of God under the power and influence of the filling of the Spirit.


f.  The phrase “before Him” refers to the physical presence of the God of Israel on earth, which points directly to the millennial reign of Christ.  The Lord Jesus Christ will rule Israel as the God of Israel and as David’s greater son, and the Jewish believers will worship and serve Him in person.  The literally ability to worship and serve the Lord Jesus Christ in person (that is ‘before Him’) cannot occur until His second advent and millennial reign.

2.  “all our days.”

a.  This phrase refers to the entire lifetime of believers during the millennial reign of Christ, which lasts 365,250 days (365 days x 1000 years plus 250 leap years).

b.  For believers surviving the Tribulation and entering the millennium this means for the rest of their lives.  For those born during the millennium, who subsequently believe in Christ, it refers to the rest of their lives.  So this phrase (‘all our days’) does not refer to a set number of days, but to the rest of that believer’s life until the end of the millennium.


c.  There is another implication in this phrase.  The Jewish believers of the millennium will not worship the God of Israel on just special feast days, like the Sabbath or the Day of Atonement, but “all our days,” that is, every day.  Ps 118:24 will truly apply, “This is the day which the Lord has made; let us rejoice and be glad in it.”
3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The purpose of deliverance is to allow continuous service before God; but such service is not merely activity on behalf of God.  There is a moral quality to this worship.  God’s people are to serve ‘in holiness and righteousness’ before Him.  The combination ‘holiness and righteousness’ reflects an attitude that respects God’s moral demands in obedience and conforms to His call to righteousness.  The essence of worship is responsiveness to God’s demands.  Zechariah desires undefiled, undistracted worship of God, a worship that is both personal and moral.  It is conducted with the realization that all service is done before God.  Such worship is not tied to a locale [Jerusalem], but is related to all of life.  In addition, it is a continuous worship that spans the lifetime of the delivered faithful, thus, the reference to service given ‘all our days’.  Zechariah wishes to be a useful servant of God.  Deliverance will make this desire more possible; that is why He rejoices at its prospect.”


b.  ‘In holiness and righteousness’ refers to “the Godward and the manward aspects of conduct.  The eternal principles of right, the rule of conduct before men.”


c.  “Worship or service embraces the whole way of communal life of those who have been delivered.”


d.  “The ‘holiness’ of verse 75 is a special, gracious holiness, a holiness which transcends that normally encountered on earth, but that holiness will be general in the time of Israel’s secure peace.  Again, this indicates the supernatural state which the Messiah will introduce in the blessed millennium.”


e.  “From Zechariah’s [Zecharias’s] inspired perspective, the effect of this great oath, as fulfilled through the coming of Christ, would not only be deliverance from enemies, but the enablement ‘to serve him without fear in holiness and righteousness before him all our days’.  Certainly this is what Christ does for the believing heart—he liberates it so it can serve.”


f.  “Holiness and righteousness are not distinguished by having the one refer to the heart, the other to the conduct; the one to the inner principle, the other to the outer activity; both refer to the heart and the conduct alike.  Nor is holiness our conduct toward God and righteousness our conduct toward men; both refer to God and to men alike.  [Lenski is here refuting Nicoll’s comment on this verse.]  The two go together and form a whole: whatever is holy is also righteous, and vice versa; and for this reason the terms are joined in one phrase with EN, which denotes sphere: our entire service to God is confined to this sphere which is filled with holiness and righteousness.  We freely worship God today in the way which Zacharias stated.  To have such a people was God’s covenant and plan.”
  This last phrase sounds like the Church is the fulfillment of the unconditional covenants to Israel, which it is certainly not.  Lenski’s last statement is correct, but the application of Zacharias’ statement belongs to the millennial reign of Christ, not to the Church.
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
