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

 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular adjective PAS, meaning “Everyone; All.”  Then we have the appositional nominative subject from the masculine singular articular present deponent middle/passive participle of the verb ERCHOMAI, which means “to come.”


The article functions as a relative pronoun, translated “who.”


The present tense is a customary present for a normal action taking place at that time.


The deponent middle/passive voice is middle/passive in form but active in meaning with the subject (everyone who) producing the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

Then we have the preposition PROS plus the accusative of place from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “to Me” and referring to Jesus.  This is followed by the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the nominative masculine singular present active participle of the verb AKOUW, which means “to hear.”


The present tense is a customary/descriptive present.


The active voice indicates that everyone who comes to Jesus produces the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

Next we have the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “My” and referring to Jesus.  With this we have the genitive direct object (verbs of hearing take their object in the genitive case) from the masculine plural article and noun LOGOS, meaning “words.”  Then we have the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the nominative masculine singular present active participle of the verb POIEW, which means “to do: does.”  The morphology of the verb is the same as the previous present participles.  This is followed by the accusative direct object from the third person masculine plural personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “them,” referring to the directions in Jesus’ words.

“Everyone who comes to Me and hears My words and does them,”
 is the third person singular future active indicative from the verb HUPODEIKNUMI, which means “to show: I will show.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that Jesus will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the dative indirect object from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “to you” and referring to those listening to Jesus.  This is followed by the dative (by attraction to the dative case of the antecedent) masculine singular from the interrogative pronoun TIS, meaning “whom.”  Then we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: he is.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which describes the present state of being as a fact.


The active voice indicates that the person who comes, hears, and does the words of Jesus produces the state of being something.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Finally, we have the predicate nominative from the masculine singular adjective HOMOIOS, which means “like; of the same nature; similar.”

“I will show to you whom he is like:”
Lk 6:47 corrected translation
“Everyone who comes to Me and hears My words and does them, I will show to you whom he is like:”
Explanation:
1.  “Everyone who comes to Me and hears My words and does them,”

a.  Jesus concludes His sermon with a final two-part illustration, which is introduced by the statement in this verse.  This statement indicates that the principle applies to “everyone,” that is, it is a universal principle that applies to every member of the human race.


b.  This principle involves the volition of every individual.  Three volitional decisions have to be made by the person who wants to have a relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ.



(1)  The first volitional decision that a person must make is that they must be willing to come to the Lord.  Coming to the Lord means that the person wants to know something about God.  They desire to know Him.  This is what theology calls “God consciousness.”  The individual is aware that there is Someone greater than him/her, created him/her, gave him/her life, and exists and functions to control the things of this life.  Realizing that that Person exists, the individual wants to know more about Him.  Rom 1:19-20, “Because what is capable of being known about God is evident [plainly visible] among them; for God has revealed [it] to them.  For His invisible attributes from the creation of the universe are perceived clearly, being understood by the things He has created, both His eternal power and divine nature, so that they are without excuse.”



(2)  The second volitional decision that a person must make is to listen to or hear the words, the message of that Greater Person.  God has a message for each individual who lives, and each individual must make the decision to listen to or hear that message.  The message is an offer of eternal life with God.  Every person who lives on earth is offered the opportunity to hear this message.  Some people refuse to do so.  Some desire to hear, but reject the message after hearing it.  Some hear and believe the message.  Acts 2:38-40, “Then Peter [said] to them, ‘Change your mind, and each of you be baptized [cleansed] on the basis of the person of Jesus Christ resulting in the forgiveness of your sins, and then you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  For the promise is for you and for your children and for all those who are far away, as many as the Lord, our God, Himself will call.’  And with many other words he solemnly urged and kept on appealing to them, saying, ‘Be saved from this crooked generation.’”


(3)  The third volitional decision involves doing what God asks as a part of His message of eternal salvation.  God asks us to believe in the Person and work of His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ.  Those who do so receive eternal life and eternal security.  Those who do not believer shall not see life, but the wrath of God remains on them for their rejection of the offer to save them, which He offers because of His love and grace.  We must want to know God, listen to His offer of eternal salvation through faith in Christ, His Son, and then believe in Christ and His sacrifice of Himself on the Cross to save us.  Jn 3:16, “For God unconditionally loved the world so much, with the result that He gave His uniquely-born Son, in order that everyone who believes in Him might not perish, but might have eternal life.”


c.  This offer of salvation is made to every member of the human race as mentioned in 1 Jn 2:2, “In fact He is the propitiation for our sins, and not for ours only, but also for the entire world.”

2.  “I will show to you whom he is like:”

a.  Jesus then introduces what He means by way of an illustration in the form of one parable with two sides—a negative side and a positive side.


b.  The subject “he” refers to the “everyone” of the previous statement.  There are two kinds of “he” in the following illustrations—the he who comes, hears and does what God wants (believe that Jesus is the Christ) and the he who does not come, hear, and do what God wants (believe and be saved).

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Jesus turns to His concluding parable to illustrate his evaluation of the two types of people.  He begins with those who come, hear, and do His teaching.  Of course, the teaching in view is especially that of the sermon.  In fact, the sermon’s unity is shown by the phrase ‘those who come to me’, which serves as an inclusio for the sermon by answering the phrase ‘they came to hear him’ in Lk 6:18, as well as ‘those who hear’ in Lk 6:27.  The concept of coming to Jesus is frequent in the NT (Mt 11:28; Jn 5:40; 6:35, 37).  Jesus commends those who put into practice His teaching.  The idea of hearing and doing the word is common (Lk 8:21; 10:37; 11:28; Mk 4:20; Jam 1:22–25).  The structure of the sentence is somewhat broken in that the three nominative participles (the one who comes, hears, and does) refer logically to the dative (to whom or to what), a construction known as anacoluthon (a broken grammatical construction).  The passage is paralleled in Mt 7:24, where it also occupies the same concluding position in that sermon.  The wording in the two Gospels is slightly different, but the concept expressed is the same.  It is clear that Luke and Matthew represent parallel sayings.  The point in both Gospels is fundamentally the same: to stress the importance of following Jesus’ teaching.”


b.  “In Lk 6:18, masses of ‘disciples’ and ‘people’ had come to hear and to be healed. In spite of their eagerness, and in spite of the identification of many as ‘disciples,’ however, Jesus’ discourse has unveiled that His audience is made up especially of persons who might be described as followers only in a rather loose sense.  Indeed, His sermon is a fulfillment of His role as the one who would ‘sift’ or ‘divide’ Israel (Lk 3:17; 2:34).  As the capstone of His closing remarks, Jesus provides an illustration of the importance of adding obedience to an eagerness to come and to hear His message.”


c.  “Jesus ended this sermon with an appeal very similar to the closing appeal of the Sermon on the Mount.  The purpose of this appeal is identical to that of the earlier one: simply to exhort His disciples to pin all their faith in His teachings and to predicate their whole lives on His teaching and promises.”


d.  “To do the words of Jesus is to let them bring forth in us the result described in verse 20, that is, to bestow upon us the kingdom of God.  This is done by working in us repentance [a change of mind] and faith in the gospel (Mk 1:15).  The essential doing is faith (Jn 6:29, 39-40; 33).  Then there will of itself follow the true evidence of faith, which is indicated in the body of the sermon—the new obedience.”
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
