 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And,” followed by the locative of time from the feminine singular article and temporal adverb EPAURION, which means literally “on the tomorrow,” and which we would commonly say: “on the next day.”  Then we have the genitive absolute construction in which a participle in the genitive functions like a finite verb with a noun or pronoun in the genitive case which functions as the ‘subject of the participle’.  First, we have the genitive masculine plural aorist active participle from the verb EXERCHOMAI, which means “to go out; to leave.”


The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.  This can be translated by use of the English auxiliary verb “had.”


The active voice indicates that produced the action.


The participle is a temporal participle that precedes the action of the main verb and can be translated “when they had left.”

Second, we have the genitive masculine third person plural personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “they.”  This is followed by the preposition APO plus the ablative of separation, meaning “from Bethany.”

“And on the next day, when they had left from Bethany,”

 is the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb PEINAW, which means “to become hungry.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that Jesus produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“He became hungry.”
Mk 11:12 corrected translation
“And on the next day, when they had left from Bethany, He became hungry.”
Explanation:
1.  “And on the next day, when they had left from Bethany,”

a.  Mark continues the story of the final days of our Lord’s first advent by telling us about something that happened on the way back to Jerusalem the next day, the Monday after Jesus’ triumphal entry on what has been traditionally called ‘Palm Sunday’.  It is Monday morning.  Jesus and the disciples have spent the night in Bethany (about 1.8 miles outside the eastern gate of Jerusalem on the eastern side of the hill of olive trees (erroneously called the Mount of Olives or Olivet).  “This was Monday morning.  The Triumphal Entry had taken place on our Sunday, the first day of the week.”


b.  Jesus and His disciples (as well as others followers who supported Jesus and His disciples—such as Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of Jesus, perhaps Bartimaeus, and others) had spent the night in Bethany with Lazarus, his two sisters, Mary and Martha, and probably other friends and neighbors of Lazarus, who were all grateful for Jesus raising Lazarus from the dead and would more than hospitable.


c.  The Jews started their day early and were up and active at sunup.  The first thing Jesus wanted to do that day was get back to Jerusalem and the temple and straighten out the problem of the money-changers and sellers of merchandise.  The route from Bethany northwest to Jerusalem would take the group back through Bethphage, where Jesus could thank the owner of the colt for its use yesterday.  The route would also take Jesus and the disciples through the olive groves and other trees on the hill of olive trees.

2.  “He became hungry.”

a.  It is early in the morning and the group has walked uphill for a little over a mile and Jesus naturally becomes hungry.


b.  This little statement tells us something critical about the person of the Lord Jesus Christ—He was a true human being with the same need for food as the rest of us.  Hunger is a need particular to man.  Deity does not need food nor does it get hungry.  No angel has ever been hungry.  Only a true human being suffers from hunger.  Jesus was a real human being and would continue to be so on the Cross.


c.  Our Lord suffered from pain, hunger, thirst, tiredness, and all other human weaknesses during His life.  He knows our suffering and is not indifferent or uncaring to it.  Mt 6:26, “Behold the birds of the heaven, that they sow not, neither do they reap, nor gather into barns; and your heavenly Father feeds them.  Are not you of much more value then they?”
3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Matthew says it was early, the fourth watch before six a.m.”
  Mt 21:18, “Now in the morning, when He was returning to the city, He became hungry.”

b.  “Having become Man in all perfection He was subject to all the sinless conditions under which men live.”


c.  “Are we to envision a Jesus so eager to get to the temple that he failed to eat breakfast before he left Bethany?”


d.  “According to Mark, this was the morning of the day in which he cleansed the Temple.”
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
