[“But if you do not forgive, neither will your Father who is in heaven forgive your transgressions.”]

This verse is not found in the earliest manuscripts, such as Codex (Sinaiticus) and Codex B (Vaticanus) and several other manuscripts.  The earliest manuscript it is found in is the fifth century Codex A (Alexandranus); as well as the Byzantine Majority text, which was a compilation of everything the scribes could find into one text.  It is not part of the original text of Scripture, but a later scribal addition.

“Although it might be thought that the sentence was accidentally omitted because of homoeoteleuton [“Homoeoteleuton is an error in which the scribe’s eye skips from the first to the second nearby occurrence of an identical word or group of letters, omitting all the intervening text.”
], its absence from early witnesses that represent all text-types makes it highly probable that the words were inserted by copyists in imitation of Mt 6:15.”
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
