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

 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And,” followed by the nominative subject from the masculine plural adjective POLUS, meaning “many” plus the noun PSEUDOPROPHĒTĒS, meaning “false-prophets.”  Next we have the third person plural future passive indicative from the verb EGEIRW, which means “to be raised up.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The passive voice indicates that many will receive the action of being raised up.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact or reality.

“And many false-prophets will be raised up”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the third person plural future active indicative from the verb PLANAW, which means “to deceive; to lead astray.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that the false-prophets will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the masculine plural adjective POLUS, meaning “many.”

“and will deceive many.”
Mt 24:11 corrected translation
“And many false-prophets will be raised up and will deceive many.”
Explanation:
1.  “And many false-prophets will be raised up”

a.  Jesus continues describing characteristics of the end of the Jewish Age in both the near and far future.  Both periods of time (the forty year grace period prior to the fall of Jerusalem and the seven year period of the Tribulation) will be characterized by many false-prophets/false-teachers rising up and teaching a great deal of false doctrine related to Jesus, the gospel, and the basic orthodox doctrines of Christianity.


b.  False-prophets or false-teachers are characterized by the fact they distort the truth of the word of God and teach things that are not true.  False doctrine include things like praying to human ‘saints’; the need for baptism in order to be saved; that salvation is by works which we have done; that a person can lose their salvation; that the Holy Spirit is not God; that there is no lake of fire; that only 144,000 people will be saved; that man does not have free will; that Satan does not exist; that salvation is by keeping the Law; and many other things.


c.  These false-prophets are not really prophets at all; for they are not ordained by God or sent by God.  They are of their own making or empowered by Satan for the purpose of his deception of many.  Either Satan raises them up or deceived people raise them up.  But they are not the product of orthodox believers, who understand the Scriptures.  (Notice the passive voice, which indicates that these false-prophets do not raise themselves up.)

2.  “and will deceive many.”

a.  The primary action of these false-prophets is to deceive the unsuspecting unbelievers, who know no better, because they don’t know the truth of what the Scriptures say.  The object ‘many’ refers to unbelievers who are ignorant of the correct and accurate undistorted meaning of the word of God.  Believers can be deceived and it is likely that some will be.  But the primary object of Satan’s deception is directed toward unbelievers, who will be used as his agents in the attack on the believers of the world.  Satan does the same thing in the Gog/Magog revolution at the end of our Lord’s millennial reign as he does at the end of the Jewish Age (use unbelievers as his agents to attack believers).


b.  False-teachers use false doctrine to deceive.  A little error is mixed with truth to distort and twist the truth.  There is a great little book called “Scripture Twisting” (by James Sire, 1980) that is worth getting and reading.  It gives excellent illustrations of how false-teachers use Scripture to distort the truth, in order to advance their false ideas.


c.  The main false-doctrines that Satan will promote through these false-prophets is:



(1)  the idea that Jesus is not coming back, 2 Pet 3:3-4a, “understanding [perceiving, realizing] this most importantly that mockers will come in the last days with ridicule, conducting themselves [living] on the basis of their own lusts, and will say, ‘Where is the promise of His coming [Second Advent]?’…”



(2)  the idea that salvation is anything other than faith alone in Christ alone, Eph 2:8-9, “For on the basis of grace you have been saved with the result that you are saved through faith; and this [salvation] [is] not from the source of yourselves; [it is] a gift from God, not by works, in order that no one may boast [take pride in themselves].”


d.  These false-prophets are thoroughly described in 2 Tim 3:1-9, “Now then, comprehend this, namely, that in the last days hard times will be imminent.  For men shall be lovers of self, lovers of money, braggarts, arrogant ones, slanderers, disobedient to parents, ungrateful ones, unholy ones, unfeeling ones, implacable ones, malicious accusers, without self-control, brutal, haters of [divine and moral] good, traitors, thoughtless, having become puffed up with pride, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, holding to an external form of respect for God but having disregarded its power; in fact, turn away from these people.  Because from these are those who worm their way into houses [local churches] and take captive foolish women [degenerate believers], having been loaded up and overwhelmed with sins, being led away by various categories of lust, always learning [false doctrine and principles of evil] and yet they are never able to come to a full-knowledge of the truth.  Moreover, in the manner in which Jannes and Jambres opposed Moses, so also these [degenerate false teachers] oppose the truth, men of corrupted thinking, disqualified ones with regard to doctrine.  But they will not progress further, because their lack of understanding will be very evident to all, as also [the lack of understanding] of those [two (Jannes and Jambres)] became [quite evident].”


e.  The greatest of these false-prophets is described in Rev 13.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “These [false prophets] are not quite as brazen as those who falsely claim to be Christ Himself (verse 5), but their ministries prove equally misguided and damning, as they falsely claim to speak for Christ and his gospel.”


b.  “It is a disastrous situation when false prophets make their appearance, and in that there will be many of them Jesus is speaking of no small trouble in the church [This discourse is not about the Church, but the end of the Jewish Age].  The inevitable result is that they will deceive many people.  Jesus’ followers were accustomed to valuing the prophets highly; until a false prophet discredited himself, therefore, he was going to be heard and heeded, and he was going to lead simple people astray.”
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
