 is the inferential use of the postpositive conjunction OUN, meaning “Therefore” plus the second person plural aorist active imperative of the verb AIRW, which means ‘to take; to take up.”


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which views the action in its entirety.


The active voice indicates that another servant of the master produces the action.


The imperative mood is a command.

Next we have the preposition APO plus the ablative of separation from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “from him.”  This is followed by the accusative direct object from the neuter singular article and noun TALANTON, meaning “the talent.”

“Therefore, take the talent from him”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the second person plural aorist active imperative of the verb DIDWMI, which means “to give.”  The morphology is the same.  The Greek does not have a direct object after this verb, but English grammar requires one; so we supply the word “[it].”  Next we have the dative indirect object from the masculine singular articular present active participle of the verb ECHW, which means “to have: having.”


The article is translated “the one.”


The present tense is a descriptive present of what is now the state of being.


The active voice indicates that the first slave produces the action of having.


The participle is circumstantial.

Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the neuter plural article and cardinal adjective DEKA plus the noun TALANTON, meaning “five talents”.

“and give [it] to the one having five talents.”
Mt 25:28 corrected translation
“Therefore, take the talent from him and give [it] to the one having five talents.”
Explanation:
1.  “Therefore, take the talent from him”

a.  The master continues declaring the judgment of the evil and lazy slave.  There is another logical consequence to this slave’s misbehavior.  The one talent he holds in his hands is to be taken from him.  This implies that the master intended for each of the slaves to keep whatever they invested and made.  The talent is not taken back by the master, but given to the first slave for him to keep.  The master’s entire plan was for each of the three slaves to take the master’s money, use it as best they could and then keep whatever they made as their reward.  The master didn’t intend for the money to return to him, but to be a gracious gift to each of his slaves.  They were going to be rewarded for their service in a big way


b.  Remember that this slave is an unbeliever and the eternal rewards of the unbeliever will be given to believers.  God has prepared fantastic eternal rewards for every person who ever lives.  Those who believe in Christ receive what God has prepared for them from eternity past.  Those who refuse to believe in Christ lose the great eternal blessings God has prepared for them.

2.  “and give [it] to the one having five talents.”

a.  No rewards will ever be wasted.  What unbelievers don’t receive will be given to believers.  Notice that the slave having five talents is a believer and has entered into the joy of his master.  He has been allowed to keep the five talents.  Notice it clearly says that he ‘has five talents’.  He brought the original five talents back to the master, but the master has let him keep what he originally received and now adds the unbelieving slave’s talent to the five talents.


b.  The master has certain not been ‘hard’ with the first slave.  His great obedience has resulted in blessing beyond his imagination or expectation.  Such will be the reward forever of those who believe in Christ.


c.  The master keeps nothing for Himself.  He has more than enough money (‘the cattle on a thousand hills’ principle).  Instead of keeping it for himself, the master lets the slaves keep everything he has given them and everything they earned.  The third slave is left with nothing.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Good stewardship of little things brings greater privilege and responsibility.  Poor stewardship leads to losing even what one has.”


b.  “Having rebuked his servant and made it clear why he was being blamed, the master proceeds to the action required in that situation.  The master is not acting in an arbitrary fashion.  The man has had the money for quite some time and has shown that he has no intention of making any use of it.  Left with him it would stay buried in the ground.  But money should be used, and therefore it was necessary to take the money away.  The one who has the ten talents has shown that he knows how to use money profitably.  He will make the best use of it, and therefore it should be left with him.”


c.  “None of the Lord’s gifts shall be lost.  He who neglects his gifts only enriches others and doubly defeats himself.”
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
