Philippians 2:11



- is the connective use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the nominative subject from the feminine singular adjective PAS and the noun GLWSSA, used “of language viewed in terms of person using it, meaning: language, tongue: every language=every person, regardless of the language that person speaks Rom 14:11; Phil 2:11.  As a distinctive feature of nations ‘tongues’ can be used as a synonym of ‘nation, people’ Rev 5:9; 7:9; 10:11; 11:9; 13:7; 14:6; 17:15.”
  Then we have the third person singular aorist middle subjunctive from the verb EXOMOLOGEW, which means “to declare openly in acknowledgment, profess, acknowledge, Phil 2:11.  From the meanings ‘confess’ and ‘profess’ there arose the more general sense to praise, in acknowledgment of divine beneficence and majesty Mt 11:25=Lk 10:21; Rom 15:9, “and that the Gentiles might glorify God for [His] mercy, just as it stands written, ‘Because of this I will praise You among the Gentiles and I will sing hymns to Your Person [Jesus Christ].’”  Rom 14:11, “For it stands written, ‘As I live,’ says the Lord, ‘Every knee shall bow [genuflex] to Me, and every tongue shall praise God [the Father]’.”


The aorist tense is a futuristic aorist, which indicates an event which has not in fact happened but which is so certain to happen that it is depicted as though it had already happened.

The middle voice is an indirect or intensive middle, which lays stress on the subject (the Church Age believer in resurrection body) producing the action by himself.  Because of the preposition EK, meaning “out from” which is attached to this the verb HOMOLOGEW, I believe Paul’s intent here is to emphasize the fact that our acknowledgment of the Lordship of Jesus Christ will come from the source of our own selves.  We make this recognition and praise of Jesus Christ as our Lord all by ourselves as a spontaneous act of praise and worship.

The subjunctive mood is used with the previous HINA (in the last verse) to form the purpose-result clause.
“and every tongue shall acknowledge from itself”
- is the epexegetical use of the conjunction HOTI after verbs of speaking to indicate the content of what is said, translated “that.”  This is followed by the predicate nominative from the masculine singular noun KURIOS meaning “Lord.”  Then we have the nominative subject from the masculine singular proper nouns IĒSOUS and CHRISTOS, meaning “Jesus Christ.”  The predicate nominative followed by the subject nominative implies the deliberate omission or ellipsis of the verb EIMI, meaning “[is].”  “When the anarthrous predicate-nominative stands before the subject, it will either be qualitative or definite.  This is due to the fact that…by placing the predicate-nominative before the subject, an author is making the predicate-nominative emphatic and if emphatic, then either qualitative or definite (since it is not normal to conceive of an indefinite predicate-nominative being emphasized, though not entirely impossible).  In Phil 2:11 Paul proclaims that “Jesus Christ is Lord.”  Here, as in Jn 4:24, there is no copula and the anarthrous predicate-nominative comes before the subject.  The predicate-nominative in this instance is apparently definite; ‘Jesus Christ is the Lord’.”

“that Jesus Christ [is] the Lord”
- is the preposition EIS plus the accusative of result from the feminine singular noun DOXA, meaning “resulting in the glory.”  Then we have the objective genitive from the masculine singular noun THEOS and the possessive genitive from the masculine singular noun PATĒR, meaning “of God the Father.”
“resulting in the glory of God the Father.”
Phil 2:11 corrected translation
“and every tongue shall acknowledge from itself that Jesus Christ [is] the Lord resulting in the glory of God the Father.”
Explanation:
1.  “and every tongue shall acknowledge from itself”

a.  The entire sentence reads: “Therefore also, God has exalted Him to the maximum and has graciously bestowed on Him the rank which is over and above every rank, in order that at the command of Jesus, every knee of heavenly beings shall bow, both the ones on earth and the ones under the earth, and every tongue shall acknowledge from itself that Jesus Christ is the Lord resulting in the glory of God the Father.”

b.  “Every tongue” refers to every nationality, every language, every race, and every generation from all those who lived during the Church Age.  Every race, nationality, and language will be represented in the royal family of God.  The royal family is the true diversity of the human race.


c.  The royal family of God represents every facet of mankind, every part of the human race, and every aspect of human beings on earth.


d.  The royal family proves that there is no nation, no people, no family, no tribe, no language, no distinction by which a human being has not had the opportunity to believe in Christ.


e.  Every member of the multifaceted royal family will recognize, publicly acknowledge, and praise Jesus Christ as our Lord.

f.  We will all do this spontaneously and simultaneously after the exit-resurrection of the Church as a part of the Big Genuflex (every knee shall bow).


g.  We are not coerced by God to recognize and acknowledge Jesus Christ as our Lord.  We do this because we all have eternal life and a resurrection body and instantly and simultaneously recognize the reality of our eternal salvation and fantastic blessing for eternity of being in resurrection body.

h.  Having a resurrection body is so great that it will cause us to spontaneously declare in unison the wonderful position of Jesus Christ as our Lord.

2.  “that Jesus Christ is the Lord”

a.  The royal family will publicly acknowledge that Jesus Christ is the one and only Lord of the royal family.

b.  Eph 4:13 declares this, “one Lord, one faith, one baptism [of the Holy Spirit],”

c.  The fact that Jesus Christ is “the Lord” of the Church or body of Christ is found in:



(1)  Jn 13:13, “You call Me Teacher and Lord; and you are right, for so I am.”


(2)  Mt 28:18, “And Jesus came up and spoke to them, saying, ‘All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.’”


(3)  Mt 22:43, He said to them, ‘Then how does David in the Spirit call Him “Lord,” saying,’”


(4)  Rom 4:24, “but also because of us, to whom it was destined to be credited, because we have believed on Him who raised Jesus our Lord from the dead,”


(5)  Rom 10:9, “If you will acknowledge with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and if you will believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.”


(6)  Rom 14:9, “You see, for this reason, Christ died and lived, in order that He might be Lord over both dead and living.”


(7)  1 Cor 12:3, “For this reason I make known to you that no one speaking by means of the Spirit of God says, ‘Jesus is the object of a curse by God,’ and no one is able to say, ‘Jesus is Lord,’ except by means of the Holy Spirit.”

d.  We will make this declaration in heaven in resurrection bodies that “Jesus Christ is the Lord” by means of the Holy Spirit, as per 1 Cor 12:3.


e.  Our Lord Jesus Christ has authority as Lord over both those believers who have died prior to the exit-resurrection of the Church and over those believers who are alive at the exit-resurrection of the Church, Rom 14:9.


f.  We acknowledge (HOMOLOGEW) with our mouth Jesus as Lord, while here on earth (Rom 10:9 and 2 Cor 4:5 “For we have not and do not publicly proclaim ourselves but Jesus Christ [as] Lord, and ourselves [as] your slaves because of Jesus.”) and then we acknowledge from ourselves (EKOMOLOGEOMAI) Jesus Christ as our Lord in the eternal state.
3.  “resulting in the glory of God the Father.”

a.  The result of the Big Genuflex and the public declaration of the Lordship of Christ by the royal family glorifies God the Father.  Why?

b.  It proves that God the Father was correct in His thinking in eternity past that creatures of their own free will would love God and believe in Him even after they had rebelled against Him.

c.  This proves that Satan was wrong in his testimony and accusations against God.  It proves that the plan of God for human history was the right thing to do to prove God the Father correct.  It proves that God the Father was correct that some of those created by Jesus Christ would use their own free will to love God in return for being first loved by Him.

d.  It proves that God the Father has kept His word to God the Son to glorify Him with the glory He had before the foundation of the world, Jn 17:1-5, “Jesus spoke these things; and lifting up His eyes to heaven, He said, ‘Father, the hour has come; glorify Your Son, that the Son may glorify You, even as You gave Him authority over all flesh, that to all whom You have given Him, He may give eternal life.  This is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom You have sent.  I glorified You on the earth, having accomplished the work which You have given Me to do.  Now, Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before the world was.”  And Jn 17:24, 26, “Father, I desire that they also, whom You have given Me, be with Me where I am, so that they may see My glory which You have given Me, for You loved Me before the foundation of the world.”

e.  The greatest result of the acknowledgment of Jesus Christ as the Lord is the glorification of the love of God in members of the human race who have believed in Christ, Jn 17:26,  “and I have made Your name known to them, and will make it known, so that the love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I in them.”


(1)  The love of God the Father for God the Son can be in us.  The Church Age believer has the privilege and opportunity to love the Lord Jesus Christ with the same personal love that God the Father has for Him.


(2)  Obviously this must be accomplished through the power and agency of the Holy Spirit.  No other group of believers receives this privilege.  It is for the royal family of God only.



(3)  Our personal love of Christ glorifies God the Father because it duplicates the love that God the Father had for the humanity of Christ in the Incarnation.



(4)  Our love for Christ is a direct contradiction to the absence of personal love for Christ by Satan and the fallen angels.  Our love for Christ is our testimony against Satan, which in turn glorifies the plan, will, and purpose of God the Father in human history.

f.  We glorify God the Father as believers in time:


(1)  1 Cor10:31, “Whether, then, you eat or drink or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God.”


(2)  2 Cor 1:20b, “For this reason also through the agency of Him the Amen [is said] to God for the purpose of glory through us.”


(3)  2 Cor 4:6, “Because God [Holy Spirit] who said, ‘Light shine forth out of darkness’, [is] the One who shines forth in our hearts for the purpose of the illumination of the knowledge of the glory of God [the Father] because of the person of Jesus Christ.”


(4)  2 Cor 4:15, “For all things [are] for your benefit, in order that the grace which is present in abundance because of the many might cause gratitude to abound resulting in the glory of God.”

g.  And if we can glorify God the Father in time, while still having a sin nature, how much greater will be our glorification of God the Father in heaven in resurrection body?
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
