Rev 2:28
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 is the conjunction HWS, which “introduces the perspective from which a person or activity is viewed or understood as to character, function, or role, meaning: as.”
  This is followed by the crasis (joining) of the emphatic use of the conjunction KAI and the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “I indeed.”  Then we have the first person singular perfect active indicative from the verb LAMBANW, which means “to receive: I have received.”

The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes the results or state of a past, completed action.  It is translated with the helping verb “have.”


The active voice indicates that our Lord produced the action of having received something.


The indicative mood is declarative for a statement of fact and reality.

This is followed by the preposition PARA plus the ablative of origin or source from the masculine singular article and noun PATER with the first person singular possessive genitive of the personal pronoun EGW, meaning “from My Father” and referring to God the Father the humanity of our Lord Jesus Christ.  There is no direct object here, but is logically supplied from the context of what is being said.  The object is the Lord’s authority, which was mentioned in verse 26, “I will give to him authority over the nations.”
“as I have indeed received [authority] from My Father.)”
 is the additive or continuative function of the conjunction KAI, meaning “Furthermore.”  Then we have the first person singular future active indicative from the verb DIDWMI, which means “I will give.”

The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that Jesus Christ will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for dogmatic statement of fact.

This is followed by the dative indirect object from the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “to him” and referring to the winner believer.  Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and noun ASTĒR, meaning “the star” plus the article and adjective PRWINOS, which means “early morning, early, belonging to the morning: the morning star, Venus Rev 2:28; 22:16.”

“Furthermore I will give to him the morning star.”
Rev 2:28 corrected translation
“as I have indeed received [authority] from My Father.)  Furthermore I will give to him the morning star.”
Explanation:
1.  “as I have indeed received [authority] from My Father.)”

a.  This statement concludes the parenthetical statement begun in the previous verse and really belongs to the previous verse.  The verse breaks are not inspired and the real verse break for verse 27 should end here.  The complete parenthetical statement says: “(And so He will destroy them with an iron scepter as clay vessels are broken, inasmuch as I have indeed received [authority] from My Father.)”

b.  This statement is our Lord explaining that He has the authority and right to destroy the rebellious Gentile nations at the Second Advent and then rule over them during His millennial reign because God has given Him the authority to do so.

c.  The thinking of the verse follows this line of thought:



(1)  Jesus Christ will give the winner believer authority over the Gentile nations in the millennium.



(2)  Jesus Christ has received this authority from His Father.



(3)  Therefore, our Lord has the right to delegated this authority to winner believers.



(4)  The basis for our Lord having this authority or the proof that this authority has been given to Him is the Father’s statement in Ps 2:9, “You will destroy them with an iron scepter as clay vessels are broken.”

d.  Our Lord has received the authority to destroy the nations invading Israel at the end of the Tribulation and He has received the authority from God the Father to rule over these nations for a thousand years.  This is the Father’s plan, will, and purpose for His Son, Jesus Christ.


e.  Our Lord desires that all winner believers will rule with Him in His kingdom, and God the Father has given Him the authority to have winner believers rule with Him.


f.  This is the great promise given to these believers who persist in positive volition until the end of their life.
2.  “Furthermore I will give to him the morning star.”

a.  Because Rev 22:16 says, “I, Jesus, have sent My angel to declare these things to you for the benefit of the churches.  I am the Root [deity] and the Descendant of David [Jewish royalty], the bright morning star,” some scholars explain this statement by saying that Christ is making a promise of giving Himself to the winner believer.  The title ‘the bright morning star’ is explained in Rev 19:16 as the title of His battlefield royalty: “King of kings and Lord of lords, the Bright Morning Star.”


(1)  For example the ISBE explains as follows: “Believers in Thyatira who conquered and kept Christ’s works until the end were promised the “morning star”, that is, possession of Jesus Christ and the blessed hope of life everlasting.”



(2)  Or “That Christ will give to the overcomer [the winner] ‘the morning star’ indicates a special interest for such in Himself.”


b. The problem is that we already belong to Christ.  We are in union with Him through the baptism of the Spirit and this occurred at salvation.  Dr. Thomas explains, “Another identification for the ‘the morning star’ is Christ Himself, because He is ‘the bright morning star’ later in the book.  Christ in His own Person will be the gift to the overcomer [the winner] at the time of His second advent.  On the surface, this seems obvious, but further reflection rules out this possibility.  The very terms of the sentence itself make a separation between Christ and the gift of ‘the morning star’ He bestows.”


c.  Christ does not need to give Himself to someone He already owns.

d.  Instead Christ is giving something special to the winner believer, which the winner believer does not already own.


e.  Christ is giving the winner believer another special reward and decoration for eternity.


f.  The Morning Star is not the person of Christ, but an eternal reward and decoration for the believer who persists in positive volition until the end of their life.


g.  This is the highest decoration awarded to any Church Age believer in pleroma status.


h.  This award is part of a new, eternal order of chivalry, and will be worn by invisible heroes for their ultimate in advance in the spiritual life.  It is for maintenance of spiritual maturity in pleroma status (Eph 3:19, being filled with all the fullness of God).  Receiving this reward is the highest manifestation of glorifying the Lord Jesus Christ in the Church Age.


i.  With this decoration all winners will wear a special uniform of glory mentioned in Rev 3:4.


j.  This mature believer will be a king over a Gentile nation during the Millennium.  The “Bright Morning Star” as part of our Lord’s third royal title is mentioned specifically in Rev 22:16 and 2 Pet 1:19, “And so we have a more reliable prophetic declaration, with reference to which [declaration] you do well by paying attention as a lamp shining in a dark place, until the day dawns and the Morning Star rises in your hearts.”


k.  This title was given to our Lord at His ascension and session, and is related to both the strategic and tactical victory of the angelic conflict.


l.  In Num 24:17, this title is related to our Lord’s strategic victory.  “I see Him, but not now, I behold Him, but not near.  Behold, a star [Christ as the morning star] shall come forth from Jacob [First Advent], and a scepter shall rise from Israel [Second Advent].”

    
m.  The decoration of the Morning Star is named after our Lord’s royal title and is given to believers for their historical impact in the Church Age.  It authorizes the recipient to reign with Christ in the millennium and hold the highest privileges for all eternity.  Such a believer can eat from the tree of life in the paradise of God, located in the New Jerusalem.

    
n.  There are certain privileges that accompany the order of the morning star.



(1)  The uniform of honor, being invisible and worn in the soul, is exchanged at the judgment seat of Christ for the uniform of glory.  It was first modeled by Jesus Christ on the Mount of Transfiguration.  Mt 17:2, “and His clothes became white as light.”  The uniform of glory is a monument to right decisions.  The uniform of glory is given as a translucent light which covers the resurrection body.  Rev 3:4‑5, “in fact they will walk with Me in whites.”  The uniform of glory distinguishes the winner believer from the loser believer.



(2)  The decoration of the Morning Star includes presentation in the court of heaven during the Tribulation.  Only those on the honors list are presented to God the Father.  The honors list is made up of those believers who make Bible doctrine their highest priority.  Rev 3:5, “Thus the winner shall be clothed in white garments and I will never blot out his title [the winner is knighted at the judgment seat of Christ] out of the book of life.  In fact, I will acknowledge his title in the presence of My Father and before His angels [a formal presentation].”



(3)  A new knighthood and eternal order of chivalry belongs to the believer winning this award, Rev 2:17 cf. Col 3:4, 6.  A new order of chivalry includes a new title after your name in the Lamb’s Book of Life.  The new knighthood is given to the winner.  Rev 2:17, “To the winner, I will give him blessing from the hidden manna [Bible doctrine in the soul]; also I will give him a white pebble [the resurrection body, God’s final vote of justification--they voted with colored pebbles in the ancient world] and on that white pebble has been inscribed a new title [your royal patent in the eternal heraldry] which no one knows [you are an anonymous hero during the Church Age] except the one who receives it.”



(4)  The winner will rule with Christ during the Millennium.



(a)  Rom 5:17, “For if by the transgression of one, spiritual death ruled by that one, much more, they who receive in life this surplus from grace [escrow blessing] and the gift of righteousness, much more, they shall rule through that One, Jesus Christ.”




(b)  1 Cor 4:8, “You are already filled [with private sins]; you have already become rich [but not from escrow blessing]; you have become kings without us.  How I wish you really had become kings, so that we might also rule with you.”




(c)  2 Tim 2:12, “If we endure [perpetuation of the execution of the spiritual life], we shall also rule...”




(d)  Lk 19:12ff, especially verses 17 and 19.  To “take charge over ten cities” means rulership.




(e)  Rev 3:21, “The winner, I will give to him the reward of sitting with Me on my throne, as I have won and sat down with My Father on His throne.”  Rev 20:4, “And they ruled with Christ for a thousand years.”



(5)  Your name is recorded in the permanent historical record section of the heavenly Temple because of your invisible impact on history during the Church Age, Rev 3:12a, “The winner, I will make him a pillar in the temple of My God.”  The temple of God is the eternal record center in the future.



(a)  The impact of the winner is anonymous as far as the records of history are concerned, but not as far as God is concerned.




(2)  The mature believer’s historical record will be recorded forever in the heavenly temple.  Each pillar will have the record of his life as a winner.




(3)  As an example, the temple at Ephesus had the great deeds of people inscribed on the pillars.  So this temple of God will be the historical textbook of the true heroes of history.  The mature believer as a part of the pivot is the true impact on history.




(4)  In Gal 2:9 the mature believer is currently called a pillar of the church.



(6)  You are the recipient of a coat of arms of glory, Rev 3:12b.  



(7)  The winner has membership in the Paradise Club forever.  You are a member of a special club with special parties to which only you are invited.  Rev 2:7, 11, 17, 26; 3:5, 12, 21 “...To the winner, I will give to him the privilege of eating from the tree of life which is in the paradise of God.”  “Blessed are they [winners] who have washed their robes [rebound], that they may have the right to the tree of life, and may enter by the gates into the city [the New Jerusalem].”
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
