Romans 15:6



- is the conjunction HINA, meaning “in order that,” which introduces the purpose for the action of the main “that God may give to you the same thinking.”  This is followed by the adverb of manner HOMOTHUMADON, which means “with one mind/purpose/impulse Acts 1:14; 2:46; 4:24; 7:57; 8:6; 12:20; 18:12; 19:29;”
 and is an Attic Greek word meaning “with one accord or motivation.”  This is followed by the preposition EN plus the instrumental of means from the neuter singular adjective HEIS, meaning “by one” and the noun STOMA, meaning literally “mouth,” but used figuratively, meaning ‘by one voice’.”
“in order that with one motivation by one voice”

- is the second person plural present active subjunctive from the verb DOXAZW, which means “you may glorify.”


The present tense is a customary present for what God reasonably expects to occur right now during our spiritual life.


The active voice indicates that all believers are expected to produce the action.


The subjunctive mood is used with HINA to form the purpose clause and is potential, indicating that the believer’s volition is involved.

“you may glorify”

- is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “the God.”  This is followed by the ascensive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “even.”  This is followed by the accusative direct object from the masculine singular noun PATĒR, meaning “the Father” with the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and noun KURIOS plus the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW and the masculine singular nouns IĒSOUS and CHRISTOS, meaning:

“the God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

Rom 15:6 corrected translation
“in order that with one motivation by one voice you may glorify the God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
Explanation:
1.  “in order that with one motivation by one voice”

a.  The entire sentence reads: “Now may the God who produces perseverance and encouragement give to you the same thinking [Bible doctrine] among one another according to the standard of Christ Jesus, in order that with one motivation by one voice you may glorify the God even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.”


b.  Paul asks that God give us doctrinal agreement with regard to unconditional love toward each other, in order that we may glorify God.  Our unconditional love toward our fellow-believers glorifies God.


c.  God is love.  Satan rejects this statement.


d.  God has demonstrated His love toward us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died spiritually on the cross as a substitute for us.


e.  Jesus Christ pioneered a unique spiritual life that centered on personal love for God and unconditional love for all mankind.


f.  We learn of God’s love for us through our inculcation of the word of God.  As we learn about God, His plan, His will, and His love toward us, we begin to develop a reciprocal love for Him.  This is stated in 1 Jn 4:19, “We love because He first loved us.”  The love we develop for God can be called our reciprocal love for God.


g.  God’s love for us and our reciprocal love for God is what motivates us in life.  We are motivated by our personal love for God.  God wants us to be motivated by His personal love for Him to love one another.


h.  Being motivated by our love for God, we have no problem in being motivated to treat other believers with respect, dignity, virtue, honor, considerateness, thoughtfulness, kindness, which is the virtuous love of unconditional love for all.


i.  When all believers use the problem solving device of unconditional love for all, the royal family speaks with one voice to Satan, the fallen angels, and the rest of the world of unbelievers that God is love, and this love is manifested in us.  When we love one another, we testify for God concerning our Lord’s love for us and our belief in that love.


j.  When we love one another, we speak with one voice on the witness stand of human history.  God wants the entire royal family to speak with one voice to Satan and the fallen angels and make one simple statement: God is love.  We make that statement by our love for each other.


k.  Obviously, when we do this we glorify God to the maximum and are blessed by God as a result.


l.  We have no greater testimony for God against Satan than our love toward God and others.  It is the greatest statement we will ever make that we are absolutely certain that God loves us and that we love God.

2.  “you may glorify the God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

a.  It is God’s desire that we glorify Him.  It was Paul’s wish that we glorify God.


b.  We glorify God the Father by speaking with one voice as the body and bride of Christ that God is love and we have believed in that love.


c.  We glorify God by learning His word as He has commanded.


d.  We glorify God by growing in grace and the knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.


e.  We glorify God by learning and using the spiritual problem solving devices.


f.  We glorify God by advancing spiritually through the execution of God’s plan.


g.  We glorify God by passing all the tests given to us in life, which results in becoming a mature believer, and being motivated by our love for God.


h.  The greatest tests we take to reach spiritual maturity are tests related to our unconditional love for others.


i.  The greatest tests we take to reach spiritual maturity (being filled up with all the fullness of God) are attacks on and tests of our love for God.


j.  When evidence testing is completed, we have demonstrated our unconditional love for all and our personal love for God to the maximum.  This is the greatest glorification of God that will ever exist.
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
