Romans 8:24



- is the transitional use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, meaning “Now” and indicating a transition of the discourse into a new discussion.  With this we have the dative of reference or respect from the feminine singular article, used as a demonstrative pronoun and noun ELPIS, which means “with reference to that confident expectation.”  This is followed by the first person plural aorist passive indicative from the verb SWIZW, which means “to be saved.”


The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers our past salvation into a single whole and regards it from the standpoint of its existing results.


The passive voice indicates that we receive the action.


The indicative mood is declarative, indicating the reality and fact of our salvation.

“Now with reference to that confident expectation we have been saved.”

- is the mild adversative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “But.”  With this we have the nominative subject from the feminine singular noun ELPIS, which means “a confident expectation.”  Then we have the nominative feminine singular present passive participle from the verb BLEPW, which means “to see” in the sense of “being realized, experienced.”


The present tense is a customary present for what is reasonably expected to occur.


The passive voice indicates that the confident expectation receives the action.


The participle is a temporal participle, translated “when is realized.”

This is followed by the negative OUK meaning “not” plus the present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “it is.”


The present tense is an aoristic present for a state or condition that perpetually exists as a fact without reference to its progress.


The active voice indicates that the state of realizing a confident expectation produces the action of existing.


The indicative mood is a declarative indicative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the predicate nominative from the feminine singular noun ELPIS, meaning “a confident expectation.”

“But when an expectation is realized, it is not an expectation.”

 - is the inferential use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, which means “So, Therefore.”  Then we have the accusative direct object from the neuter singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “that which” or “what.”  This is followed by the third person singular present active indicative from the verb BLEPW, which means “to see in the sense to realize.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on at the time of realization of a confident expectation.


The active voice indicates that the person who has the confident expectation produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the nominative subject from the masculine singular interrogative pronoun TIS, meaning “who.”  Finally, we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb ELPIZW, which means “to have confident expectation.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on.  It is also a customary present for what is reasonably expected to occur.


The active voice indicates that the believer who receives a resurrection body produces the action of no longer hoping to receive it.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

“So who has confident expectation for what he realizes?”

Rom 8:24 corrected translation
“Now with reference to that confident expectation we have been saved.  But when an expectation is realized, it is not an expectation.  So who has confident expectation for what he realizes?”
Explanation:
1.  “Now with reference to that confident expectation [the redemption of our body in resurrection] we have been saved.”

a.  Paul now transitions to a new discussion concerning our resurrection.


b.  Our salvation deals with the redemption of our body and our soul.

c.  Our faith in Christ is our confident expectation that our Lord will resurrect our body.


d.  Our soul is saved the moment we believe in Christ, but our physical body is not yet delivered from the condemnation of physical death.


e.  The deliverance or salvation of our physical body takes place after our physical death at the Rapture of the Church.


f.  Therefore, it is necessary for us to expect that to happen in the future.


g.  This expectation is a confident expectation because it is based upon the integrity of God.


h.  Our hope in the Lord Jesus Christ is not a hope in which we are unsure if we will receive a resurrection body but a confident expectation that we will.

2.  “But when an expectation is realized, it is not an expectation.”

a.  Then Paul gives us a logical argument concerning our hope or confidence in our Lord.


b.  We have the expectation of receiving a resurrection body.  But once we receive our resurrection body, then there is no longer any reason to expect it.


c.  We do not wish for something after we have received it.  We do not hope for something once we have it.  When we receive our resurrection body, then we no longer look forward to having it.


d.  We will realize our expectation of having a resurrection body at the Rapture of the Church.  Then we will no longer have a confident expectation of receiving it; for we will already be living in it.

3.  “So who has confident expectation for what he realizes?”

a.  Therefore Paul comes to a simple conclusion in the form of a rhetorical question.


b.  We do not confidently expect something we have already realized or received.


c.  Since we have our resurrection body after the resurrection of the Church, we have no need any longer of a confident expectation.


d.  The obvious answer to this question is that no one has a confident expectation of receiving something once they receive it.


e.  There are three confident expectations in the spiritual life.



(1)  The first confident expectation is that our soul has been saved the moment we believed in Christ.



(2)  The second confident expectation is that God will provide blessings in time for us throughout our spiritual life.



(3)  The third confident expectation is that God will provide blessings in eternity for us, which includes our resurrection body.
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
