Romans 8:33



- is the nominative subject from the masculine singular interrogative pronoun TIS, meaning “Who.”  Then we have the third person singular future active indicative from the verb EGKALEW, which is a “legal technical term, meaning: to accuse, bring charges against someone Acts 19:38; 23:28.”


The future tense is a deliberative future, which is used in real or rhetorical questions to ask about the possibility of a proposed action, what ought to be done, or can be done.


The active voice indicates that the indefinite “who” produces the action.


The indicative mood is an interrogative indicative, which is used in questions that can be answered by providing factual information.

This is followed by the figurative use of the preposition KATA in a hostile sense, meaning against after words and expressions that designate hostile speech, especially an accusation “to have or hold something against someone.”
  With the preposition we have the ablative of opposition from the masculine plural adjective EKLEKTOS, which means “chosen, select, elect ones.”  With this we have the possessive genitive from the masculine singular noun THEOS, which means “of God” in the sense of belonging to God.
“Who will bring accusation against the elect of God?”

 - is the predicate nominative masculine singular from the noun THEOS, meaning “God” and refers to all three members of the Trinity, but specifically to God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, who is the judge of all mankind.  Then we have the nominative masculine singular articular present active participle from the verb DIKAIOW, which means “to justify, or to vindicate.”


The article is used as a relative pronoun and should be translated “The One who.”


The present tense is a descriptive present or pictorial present for what is now going on and will continue to go on throughout the rest of human history.


The active voice indicates that our Lord Jesus Christ produces the action of vindicating the royal family of God.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.

The predicate nominative and the nominative subject indicate the absence of the verb EIMI by ellipsis.

“The One who justifies [is] God.”

Rom 8:33 corrected translation
“Who will bring accusation against the elect of God?  The One who justifies [vindicates] [is] God.”
Explanation:

1.  “Who will bring accusation against the elect of God?”

a.  Paul continues with another rhetorical question that has two obvious answers.


b.  Only Jesus Christ has the right to bring an accusation against a member of the royal family of God, and He will not do so.



(1)  Our Lord Jesus Christ died for the elect; that is, for every member of the human race whom He knew in eternity past would believe in Him.  But He also died spiritually for everyone who would not believe in Him.



(2)  But since this passage is dealing with the royal family of God and is a part of the mystery doctrine of the Church Age, it refers specifically to the election of all Church Age believers as the Bride of Christ.



(3)  Our Lord will not accuse His own Bride of anything; because He personally received the judgment for everything the Bride has ever or will ever do wrong.



(4)  Our sins were judged on the cross, and therefore cannot and will not be brought up by God again for judgment—the law of double jeopardy, which says that a person cannot be tried twice for the same offense.



(5)  Since our Lord died spiritually as a substitute for us, He is the only one with the right to judge us.  He is also the only person with the right to bring an accusation of wrongdoing against us.  However, our Lord will not bring an accusation against us because He is our Advocate, our defense attorney.  He represents us before the Supreme Court of Heaven and defends us.



(6)  Therefore, since our Lord is the only person with the legitimate right to accuse us of any wrongdoing and cannot and will not do so, then no one else has the legitimate right to do so.


c.  However, Satan rejects the authority of God and brings accusations against us all the time.  Rev 12:10, “Then I heard a loud voice in heaven, saying, ‘Now the salvation, and the power, and the kingdom of our God and the authority of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren has been thrown down, he who accuses them before our God day and night.’”

d.  Unbelievers and believers in reversionism also bring accusations against the elect of God, Isa 50:9, “Behold, the Lord God helps Me; Who is he who condemns Me?  Behold, they will all wear out like a garment; fhe moth will eat them.”

e.  The word of God brings accusation against the unbeliever for refusal to believe in Christ, Jn 5:45, “Do not think that I will accuse you before the Father; the one who accuses you is Moses, in whom you have set your hope.”  Jesus Christ will not accuse the unbeliever before God the Father, the word of God will perform that duty.


f.  Satan and all unbelievers will completely and totally fail in their accusations of communicators of the word of God, Isa 54:17, “‘No weapon that is formed against you will prosper; and every tongue that accuses you in judgment you will condemn.  This is the heritage of the servants of the Lord, and their vindication is from Me,’ declares the Lord.”


g.  The Jews brought no legitimate accusation against our Lord and Pilate found nothing of which to accuse Him, Jn 18:29-30, “Therefore Pilate went out to them and said, ‘What accusation do you bring against this Man?’  They answered and said to him, ‘If this Man were not an evildoer, we would not have delivered Him to you.’”
2.  “The One who justifies [vindicates] [is] God.”

a.  All three members of the Trinity vindicate the non-meritorious faith of the unbeliever the moment he or she believes in Christ.  God the Father vindicates the faith of the person who believes in Christ by imputing His very own righteousness to that person.  God the Son vindicates the faith of the person who believes in Him by entering into the most intimate union with that person and by indwelling him.  God the Holy Spirit vindicates the faith of the person who believes in Christ by making his faith effective for eternal salvation, regenerating his human spirit, imputing God’s eternal life to that human spirit, and then guaranteeing that eternal life through His sealing ministry.


b.  God does everything necessary to justify and vindicate the faith of the spiritually dead unbeliever, so that by that person’s non-meritorious faith in Christ that person is forever vindicated and justified by God, and no accusation brought against that person will be able to stand the test of validity.


c.  What God vindicates (our salvation and eternal life with Him) cannot be changed by the accusation of Satan, any fallen angel, or any other human being.  Rom 14:4, “Who are you to judge the servant of another?  To his own master he stands or falls; and he will stand, for the Lord is able to make him stand.”
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
