Romans 8:37



- is the adversative use of the conjunction ALLA, meaning “But, However, Yet, Nevertheless.”  This is followed by the preposition EN plus the locative of sphere from the neuter plural demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “in these things” with the adjective PAS, meaning “all.”

“Nevertheless, in all these things”

 - is the first person plural present active indicative from the verb HUPERNIKAW, which means “to be completely victorious, to completely win out over something, to win the ultimate or supreme victory.”


The present tense is an aoristic present for a present fact without reference to its progress.  This victory is true throughout the entire period of the Church Age.


The active voice indicates that every member of the royal family of God produces the action of winning the supreme victory in union with Christ.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

This is followed by the preposition DIA plus the ablative of agency from the masculine singular articular aorist active participle from the verb AGAPAW, which means “to have unconditional-love toward someone.”


DIA plus the ablative of agency from the article used as a relative pronoun means “through the One who.”


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which gathers the action into a single whole from eternity past and states it as a fact without reference to its beginning, its end, or its progress.  God’s love for us has no beginning, no end, and never improves or declines.  It has always been perfect and total.


The active voice indicates that God the Son produces the action.


The aorist participle precedes the action of the main verb—God loved us before He ever gave us the ultimate or supreme victory. 

Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “us.”

“we win the supreme victory through the One who unconditionally loves us.”

Rom 8:37 corrected translation
“Nevertheless, in all these things we win the supreme victory through the One who unconditionally loves us.”
Explanation:
1.  “Nevertheless, in all these things”

a.  In contrast to all the tribulation, disaster, pressure, anguish, or persecution, hunger, destitution, danger, crime, violence, war, and danger of death stands the love of God for us as the bride of Christ.  Satan can attack us with every possible mental and physical attack, but we still have God’s perfect love for us.  The entire world can hate and ridicule us, but we still have God’s perfect love.  Family and friends may turn against us, but we still have God’s perfect love.  We may lose our wealth, our health, and even our life, but we still have God’s perfect love.


b.  There is absolutely no difficulty or heartache in life that we cannot face, cannot endure, and cannot defeat with the Bible doctrine circulating in our soul that God loves us.

2.  “we win the supreme victory through the One [Father] who unconditionally loves us.”

a.  Victory belongs to God in the angelic conflict.  God the Father came up with the perfect plan in eternity past to defeat everyone who opposes His love.  God the Son executed that perfect plan to defeat everyone who opposes His love.


b.  God’s love for His creatures is God’s victory.  Nothing has ever been able to destroy and diminish God’s love for His creatures.


c.  The supreme victory of human history is God’s love for mankind.  That victory was demonstrated by God to the ultimate in that while we were yet sinners Christ died as a substitute for us.  God has always loved mankind, and always will love mankind.  God has never rejected us.  We reject the love of God.


d.  God the Father gives His victory of love to the Lord Jesus Christ, who won the supreme victory of the angelic conflict on the cross.  God the Son shares that victory with the royal family of God, every Church Age believer.  1 Cor 15:54-58, “But whenever this perishable puts on incorruptibility and this moral puts on immortality, then the statement which stands written will come about, ‘Death has been swallowed up because of victory.’  Death, where [is] your victory?  Death, where [is] your sting?  Now the sting of death [is] the sin [nature], and the power of the sin [nature] [is] the Law.  But gratitude belongs to God, who gives the victory to us through our Lord Jesus Christ.  For this reason, my beloved brethren, become firm ones, immovable, excelling in the production of the Lord at all times, knowing that your work in the Lord is not without result.”
