Romans 9:24



- is the accusative direct object from the first person masculine plural relative pronoun HOS, meaning “whom” and referring to all Church Age believers, all members of the royal family of God.  This is followed by the ascensive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “even.”  The ascensive idea is a focusing addition that further develops the previous thought.  Then we have the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb KALEW, which means “to call” but is used in a technical theological sense by Paul for the selection, election, or calling out of the royal family of God from the members of the human race.  This is what is referred to in theology as “election: He has elected.”


The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers into a single whole what God did in eternity past and emphasizes the conclusion or results—we have been elected by God.


The active voice indicates that God the Father produced the action as a part of the divine decrees.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, which means “us.”

“even us whom He has elected,”

 - is the negative adverb OU, meaning “not” plus the adverb of degree MONOS, meaning “alone, only,” used to limit or separate an action or state to the action or state designated in the verb.  Then we have the preposition EK plus the ablative of separation from the masculine plural adjective IOUDAIOS, used as a substantive and meaning “from the Jews.”  Then we have the strong adversative conjunction ALLA, meaning “but” with the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also.”  Finally, we have the preposition EK plus the ablative of source from the neuter plural noun ETHNOS, meaning “from the Gentiles.”

“not only from Jews but also from Gentiles.”

Rom 9:24 corrected translation
“even us whom He has elected, not only from Jews but also from Gentiles.”
Explanation:
1.  “even us whom He has elected,”

a.  The entire sentence reads, “Moreover, although willing to demonstrate His wrath and to reveal His omnipotence, God has endured with great patience vessels of wrath having been prepared (designed) for destruction, also in order that He might reveal the riches of His glory on vessels of mercy, which [vessels] He previously prepared for glory, even us whom He has elected, not only from among Jews but also from among Gentiles.”

b.  The vessels of mercy are us, the royal family of God, all Church Age believers, that is, those who have believed in Christ from the day of Pentecost until the moment of the resurrection of  the Church.


c.  God elected us.  What does that mean?



(1)  Election is the expression of the sovereign will of God in eternity past before the universe existed and before mankind lived on the earth.



(2)  Election is the sovereign right of God over His creation.



(3)  Election is a biblical term, which is applied to the believer, never the unbeliever, and only in the Church Age.


(4)  Election, along with foreknowledge, predestination, justification and glorification, are all resulting actions from the decisions of the sovereignty of God, Rom 8:29‑30, “[We know] that whom He foreknew, He also foreordained [predestinated] conformed ones to the image of His Son, that He might be the first-born among many brethren.  And whom He foreordained [predestinated], these He also called [elected].  And whom He called these He also justified.  And whom He justified, these He also glorified.”


(5)  Election is used for believers only, Eph 1:4, “since He Himself [God the Father] has elected us in Him [Christ] before the foundation of the world that we should be holy and blameless before Him.”


(6)  Election expresses the sovereign will of God for each believer in the royal family during the Church Age.  Election is the expression of the sovereign will of God for our life, while predestination is the provision of the sovereign will of God for our life.



(7)  Under election, the sovereignty of God willed the highest and best for every believer, having previously deposited it in escrow for each believer in eternity past.



(8)  The mechanics for the election of the Church is the baptism of the Holy Spirit, which occurs at the very moment we believe in Christ.  This is one of the many things we receive at salvation by which each one of us is entered into union with Christ.



(9)  The election of the Church includes both equal privilege and equal opportunity for every believer.  Not only do we have a magnificent destiny under the plan of God, but we have the same privileges and opportunities as all other believers for the execution of the plan of God.




(a)  Under election, equal privilege is our royal priesthood in which we represent ourselves before God.



(b)  Under election, equal opportunity is logistical grace support (food, shelter, clothing, etc.) and blessing for all believers (positive or negative to the love of God).  

d.  The Election of the Church.



(1)  The Church was elected under the plan of God.



(2)  Election to privilege occurs at salvation.  We have the privilege of historical impact by advancing to maturity.  The function of Gentile representative nations demands a remnant of mature believers for freedom, evangelism, and advance to maturity.  The Church Age believer must not only understand his relationship to God, but his relationship to history as well.  We must understand our relationship to God, man, and history.  In fulfilling our relationship to God, we fulfill our relationship to the other two.



(3)  1 Thes 1:4, “Knowing, brethren, beloved of God, His election for you.”  You must know that election is God's plan for you.



(4)  Col 3:12, “As elected ones of God, holy and beloved, put on the affections of grace compassion.”  To understand our election, we must function under grace orientation.  Understanding election is orientation to the plan of God for our life.



(5)  2 Tim 1:9, “He has elected us into a holy station in life, not according to our works.”  Our works have no relation to our historical impact.  Blessing by association is the fulfillment of our responsibility to man.  Historical impact is the fulfillment of our responsibility to history.



(6)  Rom 8:33, “Who will bring any accusation against the elect of God?”  Heaven itself cannot stop our historical impact because of the fulfillment of our election.



(7)  Knowledge of doctrine is essential to fulfilling our election to privilege.  Tit 1:1, “According to the doctrine of God's elected ones, and the full knowledge of doctrine according to the norms of godliness.”  Election means we are responsible to preserve God’s representative nation by advancing to spiritual maturity and becoming part of the remnant of mature believers for whom Jesus Christ controls history. 



(8)  Since the believer has been elected to privilege, he must function under the royal family code of honor of unconditional love toward all.  Eph 4:1, “I, therefore, the prisoner in the Lord, exhort you to walk in a manner worthy of your station in life, for which station in life you have been called [elected].”


(9)  Eph 1:4, “Since He Himself has elected us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless before Him.”  Election was provided before the creation of the world.  “Holy” is a reference to both the absolute and relative concept of experiential sanctification.  Election relates to the experiential part of God’s plan for our lives.  Holiness has to do with separation unto God, the execution of the plan of God. “Blameless before Him” is a reference to ultimate sanctification in the eternal state.



(10)  Believers are commanded to make their calling and election a reality in 2 Pet 1:10‑11, “Therefore brethren, be more motivated  to make your calling and election a spiritual reality; for by doing these things [fulfillment of the plan of God], you will never stumble.  For in this manner [execution of the plan of God], your entrance into the eternal kingdom of our Lord Jesus Christ [ultimate sanctification in the resurrection body] will be richly supplied [the addition of eternal blessings].”



(a)  How do we make our election a spiritual reality?  By learning, believing, and applying Bible doctrine on a daily basis.



(b)  Election is only the potential for impact on history.  By the daily function of learning and applying doctrine, we make our calling and election a reality when we advance to spiritual maturity.



(11)  Election is a reason for thanksgiving for others, 2 Thes 2:13, “But we are always obligated to give thanks to God concerning you, having been loved by the Lord, because God has elected you from eternity past.”

2.  “not only from Jews but also from Gentiles.”

a.  Election applies to all members of the human race who believe in Jesus Christ during the Church Age.



(1)  Rom 3:29, “Or is He the God of the Jews only?  Is He not also the God of the Gentiles?  Of course He is also the God of the Gentiles.”


(2)  Gal 3:28, “There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free man, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus.”


b.  There are no racial distinctions in the royal family of God.  Therefore race should not be an issue in anything in our life.  Race is not the issue, relationship with Christ is the issue.  People who make an issue out of race are raising false issues in life, which is satanic to the core.


c.  Paul’s point here is that God is revealing the riches of His glory on vessels of mercy, not only from among Jews but also from among Gentiles.  Every person who believes in Christ in the Church Age is a vessel of mercy, a recipient of the love of God.  If a person is the recipient of the love of God, then how can we hate our fellow-believer without hating God in the process.  This is the application of this verse and the very point of 1 Jn 4:20, “If someone alleges, ‘I love God,’ and hates his fellow-believer, he is a liar [about loving God]; for the one who does not love [the virtue love of unconditional love based upon the motivation of personal love for God] his fellow-believer whom he has seen, cannot [personally] love God whom he has not seen.”


d.  God elected certain believers in human history to receive the blessings of royalty.  Those believers comprise every race on earth during the Church Age.

e.  Therefore God has endured with great patience unbelievers, in order that He might reveal the riches of His glory on the elect believers of human history—every Gentile and Jew who believes in Christ during the Church Age.
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
