Romans 9:25



- is the comparative use of the conjunction HWS, meaning “As, Just as” with the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also.”  This is followed by the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the masculine singular article and proper noun HWSĒE, meaning “in Hosea.”  Then we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb LEGW, which means “it says.”  “In quotations from scripture in the case of the quotation formula, LEGEI without the subject expressed, HĒ GRAPHĒ or HO THEOS is easily understood.  It could probably be translated indefinitely it says: Rom 15:10; 2 Cor 6:2; Gal 3:16; Eph 4:8; 5:14.  HO THEOS is obviously the subject in Heb 5:6.”


The present tense is a static present for a condition that perpetually exists.  Since the word of God lives and abides forever, this statement in Hosea will always exist.


The active voice indicates that what God has said through the prophet Hosea and is written as a permanent record of the word of God produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.
“Just as it also says in Hosea,”

- is the first person singular future active indicative from the verb KALEW, which means “I will call, call by name, name, address as, or designate as with a double accusative following.”


The future tense is a predicative future, which affirms what will take place in the future.  In this case now, during the Church Age.


The active voice indicates that Jesus Christ will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

This is followed by the double accusative of primary and secondary objects from the masculine singular article and noun LAOS with the negative OU and the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “the ‘Not My people’.  With this in apposition to the primary object (the ‘Not My people’) is the secondary object, which is the accusative masculine singular from the noun LAOS and the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “‘My people’.”
“‘I will call the “Not My people”, “My people”.’”

 - is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the accusative feminine singular from the articular perfect passive participle of the verb AGAPAW, which means “to love” with the negative OUK, meaning “not.”


The article is used as a relative pronoun combination, meaning “the one who.”


The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes a past, completed action similar to the function of the aorist tense.


The passive voice indicates that the Jewish unbelievers of the Church Age have received the action of not being loved because they are under the fifth cycle of discipline.


The participle is ascriptive, being used as a noun and translated “the one who has not been loved.”

Then we have the double accusative (also in apposition to the primary accusative) from the feminine singular perfect passive participle from the verb AGAPAW, meaning “being loved.”


The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which emphasizes a present state resulting from a past action.  This emphasizes the present state of being and the fact that a thing is.


The passive voice indicates that the Jewish believers of the Church Age receive the action of becoming members of the royal family of God.


The participle is ascriptive, being used as a noun and translated “the being loved” or “the beloved.”

“And the one who has not been loved as being loved.”

Rom 9:25 corrected translation
“Just as it also says in Hosea, ‘I will call the “Not My people” [Gentiles], “My people”.’  And the one who has not been loved as being loved.”
Explanation:
1.  “Just as it also says in Hosea,”

a.  Paul now turns to an illustration from Hosea regarding our Lord’s prophecy of what would happen to Israel under the fifth cycle of discipline.  This is a quote from Hebrew text of Hos 2:23 and definitely not from the Septuagint, “I will sow her for Myself in the land.  I will also have compassion on her who had not obtained compassion, and I will say to those who were not My people, ‘You are My people!’ And they will say, ‘You are my God!’” 


b.  Hosea was a prophet to the northern kingdom of Israel and he lived between circa 780-722 BC.  “The only direct evidence for dating Hosea’s ministry comes from the heading in 1:1, which accurately matches the contents of the book — though it does not mention the last kings of Israel under whom Hosea was active.  Jeroboam II of Israel died in 747/6 b.c., so the prophet must have begun his work before this; in 1:4 the house of Jehu, which came to an end with Jeroboam’s short-lived son Zechariah, is still in power.  If, as is suggested by the internal evidence of the book, Hosea’s ministry continued till just a few years before the fall of Samaria in 722 b.c.[really 721 B.C.], this period would cover the Judean reigns mentioned in whole or in part.  Hosea was thus the prophet of the final years of the northern kingdom.”


c.  Paul quotes this passage to show that the royal family of God is elected, not only from among Jews but also from among Gentiles.
2.  “‘I will call the “Not My people” [Gentiles], “My people” [royal family of God].’”

a.  Compare 1 Pet 2:10, “[You] who formerly [were] no people but now [are] the people of God, those who were not shown mercy but now have obtained mercy.”


b.  The term “the Not-My-People” was God’s designation of the Jews in apostasy and under the fifth cycle of discipline.  Hos 1:2ff, “When the Lord first spoke through Hosea, the Lord said to Hosea, “Go, take to yourself a wife of harlotry, and have children of harlotry; for the land commits flagrant harlotry, forsaking the Lord.” 3 So he went and took Gomer the daughter of Diblaim, and she conceived and bore him a son. 4 And the Lord said to him, “Name him Jezreel; for yet a little while, and I will punish the house of Jehu for the bloodshed of Jezreel, and I will put an end to the kingdom of the house of Israel. 5 “And it will come about on that day, that I will break the bow of Israel in the valley of Jezreel.” 6 Then she conceived again and gave birth to a daughter. And the Lord said to him, “Name her Lo-ruhamah, for I will no longer have compassion on the house of Israel, that I should ever forgive them. 7 “But I will have compassion on the house of Judah and deliver them by the Lord their God, and will not deliver them by bow, sword, battle, horses, or horsemen.” 8 When she had weaned Lo-ruhamah, she conceived and gave birth to a son. 9 And the Lord said, “Name him Lo-ammi, for you are not My people and I am not your God.”  Yet the number of the sons of Israel will be like the sand of the sea, which cannot be measured or numbered; and it will come about that, in the place where it is said to them, “You are not My people,” It will be said to them, “You are the sons of the living God.”  And the sons of Judah and the sons of Israel will be gathered together [Second Advent], and they will appoint for themselves one leader [Jesus Christ], and they will go up from the land, for great will be the day of Jezreel.”


c.  But this term came to be used by the Jews in reference to the Gentiles (as it is used in 1 Pet 2:10), who were not God’s chosen people or representatives on earth during the age of Israel.


d.  But in the times of the Gentiles, the Gentiles become members of the royal family of God and are God’s ambassadors and God’s representative nation on earth.


e.  Therefore, the term “My people” no longer refers to the Jewish believers in the priest nation of Israel during the age of Israel, but now refers to the Gentiles and Jews of the royal family of God in the Church Age, who represent God as royal ambassadors within the Gentile client nations to God.
 
f.  So the Gentiles who were not God’s chosen people have become a part of God’s chosen or elect people under the new covenant to the Church, in order to show that the royal family of God is elected from among the Gentiles as well as the Jews.

3.  “And the one who has not been loved [Jewish unbelievers in the times of the Gentiles] as being loved [Jewish believers of the royal family].”

a.  This clause does not continue the analogy and refer to the Gentiles again but refers to the Jews, who are the other group Paul mentions in the previous verse as being members of the election of the Church.


b.  We know that this does not refer to the Gentiles, because TON LAON MOU = ‘My people’ is in the masculine gender, but TĒN AGAPĒMENĒN is in the feminine gender.  One refers to the Gentiles and the other refers to the Jews, just as Paul presented the two groups in the previous verse, “not only from among the Gentiles, but also from among the Jews.”


c.  The Jews are not loved during the times of the Gentiles because they are under the fifth cycle of discipline, just as Hosea’s prophesies warned the northern kingdom of their impending discipline.


d.  But the Jews are loved again at two points.



(1)  The moment they believe in Christ, they are no longer Jews, but members of the royal family of God and in union with Christ, where there is neither Jew nor Gentile, and all are under the personal love of God.



(2)  At the Second Advent, when Jesus Christ regathers and restores Israel as His client nation for His millennial reign.


e.  Paul is not finished with this subject.  He will deal with it again in detail in Rom 10:19-11:25:

10:19  But I say, did Israel fail to understand?  No, they understood all right.  First witness, Moses, speaks, “I will make you jealous over a no-nation and I will make you angry over a nation without understanding.”
10:20  Next witness, Isaiah, is so bold as to say, “I [Jesus Christ] was found by those [Gentiles] who were not looking for Me, I became manifest [common grace] to those [Gentiles] who did not ask about Me.”
10:21  But face to face with Israel He [Jesus Christ] says, “I have extended My hands [gospel invitation] the entire day [dispensation of Israel] face to face with a disobedient and obstinate nation.”
11:1  I say, then, the God has not repudiated [cast off] or rejected His people has He?  Definitely not!  For I also am an Israelite from the tribe of Benjamin.

11:2  The God has not rejected [repudiated, cast off] His people whom He foreknew.  Or do you not know what the Scripture says about Elijah, when he pleaded to the God against Israel.

11:3  “Lord, they have killed your prophets, they have torn down your altars, and I alone was left, and they seek my life.”
11:4  But what is the divine answer to him?" I have kept for Myself [a pivot] seven thousand honorable men, who [because of their maturity] have not bowed a knee to Baal.

11:5  Therefore, in the same manner also at this present period of time a remnant has come into existence according to a selection by means of grace.

11:7  Therefore, to what conclusion are we forced?  What Israel is constantly seeking [salvation], this salvation it did not obtain, but the elect [Jewish believers] have obtained it, and the rest were hardened.

11:8  just as it stands written, “The Lord [Jesus Christ] has given to them [unbeliever Jews] a state of mind of insensibility, Eyes for the purpose of not seeing, Ears for the purpose of not hearing; until this very day.”
11:11  I say then, they did not stumble so as to fall, did they?  No of course not!  But by their defection [from their spiritual heritage and loss of client nation status] the salvation [message] belongs to the Gentiles, in order that they [Jews] may be stimulated to emulation [believing in Christ].

11:12  Now if their apostasy [becomes] the riches of the world and if their failure [became] the riches of the Gentile [and its true], how much more will be their fullness.

11:15  For if their rejection has become the reconciliation of the world [and it has], what will be their acceptance but life from the dead.

11:17  Moreover, if some of the branches [Jewish unbelievers of Church Age] were broken off [and they were] [temporal and eternal judgment], and you being a wild olive tree [Gentile believers of Church Age], have been grafted in among them [Jewish believers] and have become partners of both the root [Jesus Christ] and the prosperity [logistical and super grace blessing] of the olive tree [God's plan],

11:18  stop assuming arrogant superiority over the branches [unbeliever Jew];

11:19  You will say then, “The Branches [Jewish unbelievers] were broken off, in order that I [Gentile believer] might be grafted in.”
11:20  Quite right, because of unbelief they [unsaved Jews] were broken off but you [Gentiles] stand because of faith [in Christ].

11:23  And those also, if they do not persist in their unbelief, they shall be grafted in; for God is able to graft them in again.

11:24  For since you [Gentiles] were cut off from what is by nature a wild olive tree, and since contrary to nature you were grafted into a good olive tree [Church], how much more shall these [Jews] who are natural [branches] be grafted into their own olive tree?

11:25  For brethren, I do not wish you to be ignorant of this mystery, that you stop being wise in your own estimation, that hardening in part has happened to Israel until which time the fullness of the Gentiles has come in.”
