Romans 4:25



- is the nominative subject from the masculine singular relative pronoun HOS, translated “Who” and referring to our Lord Jesus Christ.  This is followed by the third person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb PARADIDWMI, which means “to deliver over or hand over for judgment.”

The aorist tense is a constative or historical aorist, which gathers into a single whole the events from the arrest of our Lord until His death and regards them as a historical fact.

The passive voice indicates that our Lord received the action of being delivered over for judgment.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the preposition DIA plus the accusative of cause from the neuter plural article and noun PARAPTWMA with the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, which means “because of our transgressions.”

“Who was delivered over to judgment because of our transgressions,”

 - is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” followed by the third person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb EGEIRW, which means “to be raised or resurrected.”

The aorist tense is a constative or historical aorist, which gathers into a single whole the events from the resurrection of our Lord until His session in heaven and regards them as a historical fact.


The passive voice indicates that our Lord received the action of being resurrected, ascended, and seated in heaven.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the preposition DIA plus the accusative of cause from the feminine singular article and noun DIKAIWSIS with the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “because of our justification.”

“and was resurrected because of our justification.”

Rom 4:25 corrected translation
“Who was delivered over to judgment because of our transgressions, and was resurrected because of our justification.”
Explanation:
1.  “Who was delivered over to judgment because of our transgressions,”

a.  The entire sentence and conclusion to this subject is “Now it was not written only because of him, that it was credited to him, but also because of us, to whom it was destined to be credited, because we have believed on Him who raised Jesus our Lord from the dead, Who was delivered over to judgment because of our transgressions, and was resurrected because of our justification.”

b.  Paul concludes by giving us the two most significant reasons for human history.


(1)  Human history exists so that Jesus Christ could be delivered over to judgment because of the sinfulness of His creatures who He desired to save.



(2)  Human history exists so that we could be justified by God to live with Him forever.


c.  God the Father permitted His Son to be delivered over to judgment.  Our Lord was to be judged for our sins as a substitute for us.

d.  Jesus Christ in obedience to the Father’s will allowed Himself to be arrested, tried unfairly, and crucified, so that He might bear our sins in His body and be judged for them during that crucifixion.


e.  It is interesting that man intended that the crucifixion of Jesus Christ would kill Him physically and permanently, but it did not.  Instead God used that crucifixion to judge the humanity of Christ as a substitute for us by imputing our sins to Him.  This was the spiritual death of our Lord.  When our Lord’s work of bearing our sins was finished, He deliberately stopped living physically.  Man did not kill Him.


f.  This judgment would not have been necessary had the creatures whom our Lord created not sinned.  But because we did sin, Jesus Christ took responsibility for our sins and did something about them.


g.  Faith was credited to Abraham because of us.  This faith was predestined to be credited to us because God knew that we would believe in His plan to raise Jesus from the dead.  And our Lord was raised from the dead because of our justification.
2.  “and was resurrected because of our justification.”

a.  On the other side of the coin, our Lord Jesus Christ was raised from the dead or resurrected because of our justification.

b.  Justification is the judicial act whereby the righteousness of God credits the faith in Christ of the spiritually dead unbeliever with His very own righteousness.

c.  The resurrection of our Lord was important for many reasons.


(1)  It proved that He was the Son of God.



(2)  It proved that He had eternal life.



(3)  It proved that His offer of eternal life to those who believed in Him was genuine and true.



(4)  It proved that there was life after death and this life was available to anyone who believed in Him.



(5)  It meant that God would keep His word and give eternal life to anyone who had believed in Him.



(6)  Since God was proving the existence of eternal life and the legitimate offer of that eternal life to creatures, then those creatures had to be qualified to live that eternal life with God.



(7)  The only way a sinful creature could live with God forever with eternal life was if that creature was declared by God to be righteous.



(8)  Therefore, the resurrection of Christ was God’s declaration that those who believed in Him would be declared righteous by the righteousness of God and would therefore be given eternal life by the justice of God.


(9)  So it was necessary for Jesus Christ to be resurrected so that our justification as sinners before the righteousness and justice of God would be valid and the integrity of God would be maintained.



(10)  God had made a promise that anyone who believed in Christ would be considered righteous by Him and would be given eternal life and live with Him forever.  The proof of that promise and the guarantee that God had and would keep His word was the resurrection of Christ.


d.  Therefore, without the resurrection of Jesus Christ we have no proof, no guarantee that God has credited our faith in Christ for righteousness.


e.  But because of the resurrection of Christ, we have the greatest proof that our faith in Christ has been accepted by the justice of God as righteous and the righteousness of God has declared us so and imputed God’s righteousness to us.
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
