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is the adversative use of the postpositive conjunctive particle DE, meaning “but” plus the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb PHANEROW, which means “to reveal; make known; show; teach.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which states the action as a fact without reference to its progress, result, beginning, or end.


The active voice indicates that God the Holy Spirit produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

 is the locative of time from the masculine plural noun KAIROS and the adjective IDIOS, meaning “at the proper time.”  The word IDIOS means “one’s own,” but when used with KAIROS it is used idiomatically meaning “the right time.”  This is a reference to the Church Age.

is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and noun LOGOS with the possessive genitive from the third person singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “His word.”  This phrase refers to the Christian message, that is, Church Age doctrine, as in: Lk 5:1; 8:11, 21; 11:28; Acts 6:2; 13:44; 16:32; 1 Cor 14:36; 2 Cor 2:17; 4:2; Col 1:25; 1 Pet 1:23; Rev 1:9; 6:9.”
 is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of means from the neuter singular noun KĒRUGMA, which means “the proclamation, announcement, preaching, or teaching.”  It is translated “by means of the proclamation or public teaching.”
“but revealed His doctrinal message at the right time by means of the public teaching,”
is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “which” and referring to Paul’s proclamation, announcement, preaching, teaching (KERUGMA is the neuter singular noun to which this relative refers).

is the first person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb PISTEUW plus the nominative subject from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW meaning “I.”  The verb in the passive voice means “to be entrusted with something.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which looks at our Lord’s commission of Paul in its entirety but regards it from the viewpoint of the results.  Paul was entrusted with the gospel message or proclamation at the point of his salvation and has continued to be entrusted with that teaching throughout his spiritual life.


The passive voice indicates that Paul received the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“with which I have been entrusted”
 is the preposition KATA plus the adverbial accusative of reference or respect from the feminine singular noun EPITAGĒ, which means “command or order.”  The phrase is translated “according to the command.”
 is the ablative of source from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “from God” and referring to the Lord Jesus Christ.  This is intimately united (note its position between the article and noun) with the appositional genitive masculine singular from the noun SWTĒR, meaning “Savior” plus the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “our.”  The phrase is translated “from God our Savior.”
“according to the command of God our Savior.”
Tit 1:3 corrected translation
“but revealed His doctrinal message at the right time by means of the public teaching with which I have been entrusted according to the command of God our Savior.”
Explanation:
1.  Paul further reveals that he has been commanded by the Lord Jesus Christ to teach doctrine publicly to all who believe in Christ.


a.  This public proclamation or public announcement of the will, plan, and purpose of God for the Church Age includes more than just the gospel.  It includes all the mystery doctrines of the Church Age.    Rom 16:25, “Now to Him who is able to establish you according to my gospel and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery which has been kept secret for long ages past.”

b.  As an apostle Paul had a three-fold responsibility and mission.



(1)  He had the spiritual gift of missionary and so was responsible for presenting the gospel message of salvation through faith alone in Christ alone apart from the works of the Law to the Jews first, but also to the Gentiles.



(2)  He had the spiritual gift of pastor-teacher, and so was responsible for presenting the mystery doctrines of the Church Age to all of his converts.



(3)  As an apostle, he also had the responsibility of care for all the churches which he had founded or in which he had worked.

2.  Paul was the right man with the right message at the right time.  1 Tim 2:6, “who gave Himself as a ransom for all, the testimony given at the proper time.”

a.  Timing is everything in life.  There is a right time to do everything in life.  God picked the perfect time in human history for the revelation of the mystery doctrine of the Church Age.


b.  God picked the perfect person to be His spokesman to teach the spiritual life of the Church Age.


c.  God personally selects every communicator of His word to be a communicator.  God doesn’t make mistakes in who He picks or what their message is to be.  No one has the right to second guess God concerning any communicator of doctrine or the message he is teaching.  Everyone has the right to walk away and not listen, but no one has the right to be critical.


d.  Remember, when you reject a communicator, you are not rejecting the man but the message.  Therefore, never be critical of a communicator or his message; for if the message is from God, you malign God, and if the messenger is from God, then you reject God.  We cannot win either way.


e.  Every messenger from God is sent with a message.  Don’t confuse the man with the message.  The message means everything; the man means nothing.


f.  Just as there is a protocol for everything in the Church Age, so there is a protocol for communication of God’s word.



(1)  A right thing–the teaching of the word of God–must be done in a right way–under the filling of God the Holy Spirit.



(2)  Protocol requires proper preparation to have a correct message.



(3)  Protocol requires the privacy of the priesthood to be maintained; therefore, the need for teaching in a group rather than individually.



(4)  Protocol requires all to be in fellowship and concentrating.



(5)  Protocol requires all to remain objective and thoughtful of others.

4.  Having a spiritual communication gift is a privilege that should not be taken lightly.  1 Tim 1:11, “according to the glorious gospel of the blessed God, with which I have been entrusted.”

a.  Recognizing you have a communication gift does not come by communicating.  It comes by listening.  You listen to the teaching of the word of God and God the Holy Spirit makes it very clear to you that you have to learn everything you can about the word of God.


b.  The word of God becomes more important to you than anything or anyone else in life.


c.  The more you learn, the more you want to study and the more you want to understand.  This never stops throughout your lifetime.


d.  The more you learn, the more you realize that principles related to the communicator of doctrine apply to you personally.  God the Holy Spirit does this personally and privately.  Only you and He know about it.


e.  Eventually you are motivated by the Holy Spirit to begin studying the original languages, because you realize that the real source of spiritual understanding can only be found there.


f.  Then you get to look forward to years of relentless study and repetition, reading the same subjects over and over again to make sure you understand correctly and to see where others have missed the boat.


g.  You continue under the authority of your own pastor, wondering how he learned all he knows and where he gets all his information.  By the end of your own life you will realize that it came from all your own years of study, concentration, repetition, and application, mixed together with the teaching ministry of God the Holy Spirit, who faithfully makes things clear to those who persevere.


h.  As you continue to grow spiritually and understand more doctrine, you realize that God may require you to actually stand in front of others and explain something to them which they need to know, may have heard before, think they understand, but really don’t want to hear.  Panic sets in.


i.  You continue to prepare, determined to get the message right and present it in a manner that clearly conveys the spirit and intent of what God wants His royal family to know.


j.  Finally, one day God gives you the privilege and honor of teaching His word to others.  Real panic sets in.  You now realize that if you get it wrong, you get real double discipline.  You have no room for error.


k.  Therefore, you study even harder and check everything over and over again.


l.  In the end, you stand and teach the word of God with absolute confidence because of your thorough preparation and filling of God the Holy Spirit, who honors your spiritual gift with the power, confidence, and ability to deliver God’s message to those entrusted to your care.


m.  2 Tim 4:17, “But the Lord stood with me and strengthened me, so that through me the proclamation might be fully accomplished, and that all the Gentiles might hear; and I was rescued out of the lion’s mouth.”
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
