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 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
 is the inferential use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, which is used in self-evident conclusions, and especially in exclamations, meaning “certainly, by all means, so, or then.”  Here it is translated “So.”  With this we have the third person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb EPIPHAINW, which means “to show oneself, to make an appearance.”

The aorist tense is a dramatic aorist, which is used for emphasis.  It states a present reality with the certainty of a past event.  It describes something which has just happened, the effect of which is felt in the present.


The passive voice indicates that the grace of God receives the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a fact of doctrine.

is the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun CHARIS, which means “the grace.”  With this we have the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “of God.”
 is the nominative subject from the feminine singular adjective SWTĒRIOS, which means “saving, delivering, preserving, bringing salvation.  This nominative adjective modifies the nominative noun CHARIS.  If you want to translate it “bringing salvation,” then you have to translate it as “So the bringing salvation grace of God is showing itself.”  The English translation “The grace of God is showing itself, bringing salvation to all mankind” is incorrect.) 

“So the saving grace of God is showing itself”
 is the dative of indirect object from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “to all” plus the noun ANTHRWPOS, meaning “mankind.”
“to all mankind,”
Tit 2:11 corrected translation
“So the saving grace of God is showing itself to all mankind,”
Explanation:
1.  The subject of this sentence is the saving grace of God.  There are two parts to the saving grace of God.


a.  Common grace, in which God the Holy Spirit makes the gospel understandable and real to the human intellect.


b.  Efficacious grace, in which God the Holy Spirit takes the faith of the spiritually dead unbeliever and makes it effective for salvation.

2.  Both common and efficacious grace were being revealed, being manifest, showing themselves, being demonstrated, making an appearance in human history before the Church Age and will do so again after the Church Age in the Tribulation and Millennium.

3.  However, the greatest period of human history for the manifestation of the saving grace of God is during the Church Age.

4.  The phrase “to all mankind” indicates that salvation through faith in Christ is available to every person on the face of the earth.  This is part of the doctrine of unlimited atonement.

5.  Therefore, this verse focuses on four great doctrines of Scripture:

a.  The doctrine of Common Grace.



(1)  In the function of common grace, God the Holy Spirit acts as a human spirit to enable the spiritually dead unbeliever to comprehend the Gospel.



(2)  The unbeliever may hear the Gospel, but he must be willing to listen to the Gospel for common grace to function.  The volition of the unbeliever provides the non‑meritorious willingness to listen, while God the Holy Spirit provides comprehension of the facts.



(3)  Common grace is the theological nomenclature for the ministry of the Holy Spirit in evangelism or the presentation of the Gospel.  This is totally the work of the Holy Spirit; it is invisible and not felt or experienced.



(4)  The Gospel is presented or recalled, but because of spiritual death at birth and the total depravity of mankind, plus the dichotomous state of the unbeliever, man cannot understand or comprehend the Gospel, 1 Cor 2:11, “For what man understands the things of man except the spirit of life [frame of reference] which is in him, even so the things of God [Gospel] no one [unbeliever] has known except the Spirit of God.”



(5)  With a frame of reference, we can think as unbelievers, if we have enough vocabulary and enough motivation.  We are designed to be rational creatures, even as unbelievers.  But as unbelievers, we can only think within our frame of reference as an unbeliever.  And the unbeliever has no absolute truth; everything is relative.



(6)  Therefore, no matter how smart we are, as an unbeliever we cannot handle absolute truth.  Human I.Q. is not an issue in understanding the Gospel; for we are all spiritually dead.  God overcomes the lowest and highest I.Q. by the grace ministry of the Holy Spirit.  None of us could have ever responded to the Gospel without the ministry of the Holy Spirit in common grace.



(7)  Common grace is the enabling power of the Spirit to comprehend the Gospel.  There is no human frame of reference for spiritual information; it must be provided by God the Holy Spirit.


b.  The doctrine of Efficacious Grace.



(1)  The Holy Spirit functions as a human spirit to make the message of the Gospel comprehensible or understandable.  Personal sin is not the issue, but the issue is faith in the person of Christ whose work on the Cross was efficacious.


(2)  In common grace God the Holy Spirit makes the offer of eternal salvation a reality in the soul of finite man.



(3)  In common grace God the Holy Spirit makes the offer of eternal life truthful, accurate, and genuine, which the spiritually dead unbeliever can understand as being real.



(4)  But in efficacious grace God the Holy Spirit makes these realities effective in our soul.  Not only are they real, but we are saved.  As unbelievers we are incapable of effecting our salvation.  We cannot make our faith effective for anything.  Only the Holy Spirit can take our spiritually dead faith and make it effective for salvation.

c.  The doctrine of Unlimited Atonement.


(1)  1 Jn 2:2, “In fact He is the propitiation [satisfaction] for our sins, and not for ours only, but also for the entire world.”



(2)  Our Lord’s work on the Cross of being judged for the sins of the world includes the sins of all people who would ever live on the earth.



(3)  Atonement is provided by Jesus for all mankind, so that all have the equal opportunity of accepting God’s offer of eternal salvation.


d.  The doctrine of Salvation, Eph 2:8-9, “For on the basis of grace you have been saved with the result that you are saved through faith; and this [salvation] [is] not from the source of  yourselves; [it is] a gift from God, not by works, in order that no one may boast [take pride in themselves].”  Our eternal salvation is the work of God the Holy Spirit alone.  We contribute nothing to our salvation except our non-meritorious faith in Christ.  God does all the work in saving us.  We receive our salvation as a grace gift from God.
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
