 is the nominative masculine singular perfect active participle from the verb OIDA, which means “to know” plus the conjunction HOTI, which is used after verbs of thinking to indicate the content of that thinking and translated “that.”

The perfect tense is an intensive perfect which conveys a present state as a result of a past action.


The active voice indicates what Paul knows and Titus should know, and what Paul wants Titus to teach the members of his congregation.


The participle is circumstantial, and is translated “knowing that.”
 is the third person singular perfect passive indicative from the verb EKSTREPHW, which means “to be perverted; to be turned aside from following the correct path.”

The perfect tense is consummative perfect which emphasizes the past, completed action.  The importance of the perfect tense is that this process took a while to complete and the results have existed for some time in this person’s life.  Therefore, the chances are that you are not going to change them.  Only intensive discipline will change this person.  It is translated by the English auxiliary verb “has/have.”

The passive voice indicates that this kind of person receives the action of being turned aside and perverted from the truth of the word of God.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact “that such a person has been perverted.”
 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and demonstrative adjective TOIOUTOS, which means “such a category as” or as here with the article it means “such a person.”  Other examples of this in the NT are: Acts 22:22; 1 Cor 5:5; 2 Cor 2:6f; 10:11a; 12:2, 5; Gal 6:1.

is the simple connective use of KAI, meaning “and” plus the third person singular present active indicative from the verb HAMARTANW, which means “to sin.”  It is translated “and is sinning.”

The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on.  This is also a durative present for that which began in the past and continues in the present.


The active voice indicates that the person who causes divisions in the local church produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact that causing divisions among believers is a sin.

“knowing that such a person has been perverted and is sinning,”
 is the nominative masculine singular present active participle from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be.”  As a participle it is translated “being.”

This is an aoristic present, which involves a simple expression of undefined action in present time without reference to its progress.


The active voice indicates that the factious person produces the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

 is the predicate nominative from the masculine singular adjective AUTOKATAKRITOS, which means “self-condemned.”
 “being self-condemned.”
Tit 3:11 corrected translation
“knowing that such a person has been perverted and is sinning, being self-condemned.”
Explanation:
1.  The entire sentence reads:  “Reject the man who causes divisions after a first and second warning, knowing that such a person has been perverted and is sinning, being self-condemned.”
2.  The factious person is described three ways in this verse: he has been perverted; he is sinning; he is self-condemned.

3.  He has been perverted.


a.  The factious man is in reversionism, Christian degeneracy, and satanic thinking.


b.  He is perverted from the function of the spiritual life of the Church Age.


c.  He has rejected the function of the recovery procedure of the spiritual life (1 Jn 1:9) and the divine problem solving devices taught in the word of God.

d.  Instead he is completely preoccupied with himself and his way of thinking, which is contrary to the word of God.


e.  He has been perverted from the truth by two means: by means of himself; and by means of the doctrine of demons.


f.  No one rejects Bible doctrine without creating a vacuum in their soul into which is sucked every false doctrine which Satan has to offer.


g.  The doctrine of demons is the thinking of Satan.  It is the worldly thinking of Satan’s cosmic system.  And it is taught by Satan’s humanistic communicators of this world.

h.  In order to accept the thinking of Satan, the factious person has to reject the teaching of the word of God.


i.  The factious person has to set themselves up as the standard of thinking rather than the word of God.  They make their thoughts, ideas, and viewpoint more important than what God thinks and says.

j.  Therefore, the factious person perverts their own thinking through the function of their own arrogance.  This in turn, motivates them to reject the word of God, which opens a vacuum for the perversion of satanic viewpoint to enter their soul.


k.  Thus, they make the decision to become perverted; and this allows Satan to completely corrupt their thinking, so that their perversion is complete.


l.  Just as in divine punishment of the believer, so in the perversion of the believer’s thinking.



(1)  In divine punishment, the believer first creates their own misery through their own bad decisions (the law of volitional responsibility), then God adds divine punishment in three degrees (warning, intensive, dying discipline).



(2)  In perversion of the factious believer, the believer first does it to themselves through their own decision to reject the word of God, then Satan does it to them by filling their soul with the doctrine of demons.

4.  He is sinning.


a.  The divisive person is sinning.  His sin is creating divisions in the body of Christ.


b.  He does this through the motivation of arrogance, thinking that he knows better than God what is right and wrong, what should or should not happen, who should or should not be in charge of the local church.


c.  He creates divisions through the mental attitude sins of envy, jealousy, inordinate ambition, inordinate competition, and sometimes even hatred, antagonism, and revenge motivation.


d.  He creates divisions through the actions of sins of the tongue: creating the public lie about someone, gossip, slander, maligning, criticizing, judging, etc.


e.  He is sinning through his motivations, his decisions, and his actions.


f.  He has begun sinning in the past and continues sinning, because he does not believe in or accept the recovery procedure of 1 Jn 1:9.

5.  He is self-condemned.


a.  The divisive person always accuses others of being divisive.  Thus, he condemns himself.


b.  The factious person wants everyone to join his faction.  He is completely critical of those who do not.


c.  By being critical of others who do not agree with him, he condemns himself for not agreeing with the word of God.


d.  The factious or divisive person has rejected the word of God and the teacher of the word of God.


e.  The factious or divisive believer rejects Bible doctrine as the most important priority in life and sets himself up as the standard.  He then draws other people to himself as a factious leader.  A clique of factious people is formed.  Then, when anyone disagrees with them, they condemn that person (or group) for being wrong.


f.  They accuse others of being divisive for disagreeing with them, when in fact they are the ones who are divisive for not agreeing with the word of God.


g.  Hypocrites always condemn themselves.
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
