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 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
is the accusative direct object from the neuter plural demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, which means “these things.”  This is a reference to the doctrines mentioned previously in this epistle.

 is the second person singular present active imperative from the verb LALEW, which means “to speak, assert, or proclaim.”

The present tense is a retroactive progressive present for an action, which has begun in the past and continues into the present.


The active voice indicates that Titus is to produce the action.


The imperative mood is a command from the apostle Paul to a pastor-teacher and personal friend.

is the simple connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the second person singular present active imperative from the verb PARAKALEW, which means “1. to call to one’s side, to summon; 2. to appeal to, urge, exhort; 3. to request, implore, entreat; 4. to comfort and/or encourage.”  Here it means “to appeal to, to urge, to exhort.”

The present tense is a durative present for an action, which began in the past and continues in the present.


The active voice indicates that Titus is to produce the action.


The imperative mood is a command.

is the simple connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the second person singular present active imperative from the verb ELEGCHW, which means “(1) to bring to light, expose, set forth, (2) to convict or convince someone of something, to point something out to someone, (3) to reprove, to correct.”  Here it means to set forth.


The present tense is a durative present for an action, which began in the past and continues in the present.


The active voice indicates that Titus is to produce the action.


The imperative mood is a command.

“Proclaim and urge and set forth these things”
 is the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the feminine singular adjective PAS, meaning “with all, every” and the noun EPITAGĒ, which means “command, order.”
“with every command”
 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular cardinal adjective MĒDEIS, meaning “no one.”  This includes every believer in the congregation, no matter how much money, power, influence, or authority they think they have.

 is the objective genitive from the second person singular personal pronoun SU, meaning “you.”
 is the third person singular present active imperative from the verb PERIPHRONEW, which means “disregard, look down on, despise.”  The third person singular imperative is translated, “Let...”  A pastor cannot stop someone from despising him or looking down upon him, but he can keep people from disregarding him by teaching accurately the truth of the word of God, which cannot be ignored.  It will be accepted or rejected, but it will not be ignored.


The present tense is a gnomic present for a state or condition, which perpetually exists.


The active voice indicates that Titus and by extension all pastors are to produce the action of this command.


The imperative mood is a command.

“Let no one disregard you.”
Tit 2:15 corrected translation
“Proclaim and urge and set forth these things with every command.  Let no one disregard you.”
Explanation:
1.  “Proclaim and urge and set forth these things”

a.  The job of the pastor is to teach doctrine.


b.  Teaching requires a tremendous amount of preparation.


c.  You cannot teach what you do not know.


d.  You cannot teach what you have not prepared for.


e.  Preparation builds upon preparation.  For every hour you study you build layer upon layer of background and understanding for the things you are teaching.


f.  You only teach a small portion of all you learn.  Most of the information you study is non-essential.  The essential is what must be taught.  But you cannot teach the essential without learning the non-essential.


g.  All of this takes a tremendous amount of time.


h.  Proclamation is the easy part of being a pastor.  The hard part is preparation and studying.


i.  Not only must the pastor teach, but he is commanded to:



(1)  To appeal to the conscience of the believer to value the word of God.



(2)  To urge the believer to live the unique spiritual life of the Church Age.



(3)  To exhort the believer to obey the word of God.



(4)  To request prayer on behalf of others.



(5)  To implore the carnal believer to recover.


(6)  To entreat the advancing believer to continue to advance.



(7)  To comfort those who have lost loved ones.



(8)  To encourage those who face injustice.



(9)  To bring to light those who oppose the word of God.



(10)  To expose false teaching and false teachers.



(11)  To set forth the truth of the word of God.



(12)  To convict the unbeliever of his state of total depravity.  The Holy Spirit actually does this when the pastor/evangelist presents the message of the gospel.


(13)  To convince the believer that the word of God is his number one priority in his or her life.



(14)  To point out the importance of God’s perfect plan in time and our eternal security forever.



(15)  To reprove (warn, caution) those who reject God.



(16)  To correct inaccurate teaching of doctrine.

2.  “with every command”

a.  The word of God is not taught with timidity, timidness, timorousness, insecurity, trepidation, or cowardice.


b.  The word of God is taught with authority, fearlessness, audaciousness, audacity, boldness, bravery, courage, and temerity.


c.  The issue is timidity versus temerity.  Some pastors have timidity, like Timothy.  Some pastors have temerity, like Titus.


d.  Titus was told to teach with temerity.  Timothy was told to drink a little wine.


e.  The word of God is God’s word, not your word.


f.  Speak the word of God as God’s representative—fearless and full of command authority.


g.  Command authority gives you no right to bully the congregation.


h.  You have no right to abuse your authority, but you do have the God-given command to exercise your authority.


i.  Teach the word of God from the delegated authority of God.

3.  “Let no one disregard you”

a.  People do not disregard the truth.


b.  People accept or reject the truth.


c.  Pastors are commanded to teach the truth.


d.  The truth will be accepted by some and rejected by others, but it will not be disregarded.


e.  Paul’s command to Titus here is a command to teach the truth of the word of God with such authority and dogmatism that the pastor cannot be disregarded.


f.  People don’t reject the pastor; they reject what he teaches.


g.  People don’t accept the pastor; they accept what he teaches.


h.  The issue is never the man; it’s the message.


i.  The only way a pastor ever gets his congregation to not disregard him is by accurately and dogmatically teaching the word of God.



(1)  You may get people’s attention by throwing your weight around, but you won’t keep it for long.



(2)  No pastor can bully his congregation into executing the spiritual life.



(3)  All the pastor can do is faithfully and accurately present what the Scripture says and let God the Holy Spirit do the rest.



(4)  If Bible doctrine is presented faithfully, accurately, and dogmatically, the pastor will not be disregarded.  God will provide the hearers—those with positive volition who will execute the teaching of the Scripture.
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
