Genesis


Gen 1:1 “In a beginning God [the Lord Jesus Christ] created out of nothing the heavens and the earth.”

Gen 1:2 “But the earth became a waste place and an emptiness, and darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of God was radiating heat over the surface of the waters.”

Gen 1:3 “And God [the Father] commanded, ‘Light, come into existence,’ and light came into existence.”

Gen 1:4 “And God saw the light that [it was] good.  And God separated between the light and between the darkness.” 

Gen 1:5 “And God named the light ‘day,’ but He named the darkness ‘night’.  And it became evening, and it became morning.  Day one.”

Gen 1:6 “And God [the Father] said, ‘Atmosphere be between the waters.’  And a dividing between waters existed in the waters.” 

Gen 1:7 “And God made the atmosphere.  And He separated between the waters, which were below the atmosphere, and between the waters, which were above the atmosphere.  And it was so.”

Gen 1:8 “And God [the Father] called the atmosphere ‘heavens’.  And it became evening, and it became morning.  The second day.”

Gen 1:9 “And God said, ‘Let the waters from below the heavens be separated into one place.’  And the dry land became visible.  And it was so.”

Gen 1:10 “And God called the dry ground ‘earth’ and the collection of the waters He called ‘seas.’  And God saw that it was good.”

Gen 1:11 “Then God said, ‘Let the earth sprout vegetation: plants producing seed, trees of fruit making fruit according to its species in which is its seed on the earth’.  And it was so.”

Gen 1:12 “And the earth brought forth vegetation, plants producing seed according to their species, trees making fruit, in which is their seed according to their species.  And God saw that it was good.”

Gen 1:13 “And it became evening.  And it became morning.  A third day.”

Gen 1:14 “Then God said, ‘Let there be luminaries in the expanse of the heavens in order to separate between the day and between the night.  And they will be for signs and for appointed times and for days and years.”

Gen 1:15 “And let them become luminaries in the expanse of the heavens to shine on the earth.’  And it was so.”

Gen 1:16 “And God made the two great luminaries, the great luminary for dominion over the day and the small luminary for dominion over the night, and the stars.”

Gen 1:17 “And God set them in the expanse of the heavens to shine upon the earth,”

Gen 1:18 “and to rule during the day and during the night and to separate between the light and between the darkness.  And God saw that it was good.”

Gen 1:19 “And it became evening, and it became morning.  The fourth day.”

Gen 1:20 “Then God said, ‘Let the waters abound with an innumerable amount of living creatures, but let birds fly over the earth on the surface of the expanse of the heavens.’”

Gen 1:21 “Then God [Holy Spirit] created out of nothing the great sea creatures and every living creature which abounds, so that the waters abounded according to their species and every bird of wing according to its species.  And God saw that it was good.”

Gen 1:22 “Then God blessed them, saying, ‘Be fruitful and become numerous and fill the waters in the waters, and let the birds become numerous on the earth.’”

Gen 1:23 “And it became evening; and it became morning; the fifth day.”

Gen 1:24 “Then God said, ‘Let the earth cause to bring forth living creatures according to their species: large domesticated animals and small animals and non-domesticated animals according to their species.’ And it was so.”

Gen 1:25 “Then God made the wild animals of the earth according to their species and the domesticated animals according to their species and all the small animals of the ground according to their species.  And God saw that it was good.”

Gen 1:26 “Then God said, ‘Let Us make man in Our image according to Our likeness, and let them rule over the fish of the waters and over the birds of the heavens and over the domesticated animals and over all the earth and over all the small animals which abound upon the earth.’”

Gen 1:27 “And God created the man in His image, in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them.”

Gen 1:28 “Then God blessed them and God said to them, ‘Be fruitful and be numerous and fill the earth and make it subservient and rule over the fish of the waters and over the birds of the heavens and over all creatures which abound upon the earth.’”

Gen 1:29 “Then God said, ‘Notice, I have given to you all the green plants sowing seed, which are on the surface of the entire earth and every tree which is on it; the tree of fruit sowing seed will be for food for you,”

Gen 1:30 “and to every wild animal of the earth and to every bird of the heavens and to all abounding upon the earth which is a living being in it the green plants for food.’  And it was so.”

Gen 1:31 “Then God saw everything which He had manufactured.  And behold, exceedingly good.  And it became evening, and it became morning, the sixth day.”

Chapter Two

Gen 2:1 “So the heavens and the earth and all of their hosts were completed.”
Gen 2:2 “So by the seventh day God completed His work which He had made. And He stopped working His work which He had made by the seventh day.”

Gen 2:3 “Then God blessed the seventh day and pronounced it holy, because on it He rested from all His work which God had created to produce.”

Gen 2:4 “These are the accounts of the heavens and the earth when they were created, in the day the Lord God made earth and heavens.”

Gen 2:5 “Now there was not yet any shrub of the field on the earth.  And every green plant of the field was not yet growing, because the Lord God had not made rain fall upon the earth.  And man was not there to cultivate the ground.”

Gen 2:6 “But a freshwater stream ascended from the earth and watered all the surface of the ground.”

Gen 2:7 “Then the Lord God formed the man of dust from the ground; and He breathed into his nostrils a breath of lives; and the man became a living being.” 

Gen 2:8 “And the Lord God planted a garden in Eden from antiquity.  And He placed the man there whom He had formed.”

Gen 2:9 “And the Lord God [Jesus Christ] caused to sprout from the ground every tree desirable to see and good for food; and the tree of life in the middle of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.”

Gen 2:10 “Now a river went out from Eden to irrigate the garden; and from there it was separated and became four beginnings.”

Gen 2:11 “The name of the one is Pishon.  It is the one going around all the land of Chawilah, where there is gold.”

Gen 2:12 “And the gold of that land [is] good.  There [are] the bdolach and the onyx stone.”

Gen 2:13 “And the name of the second river is Gihon.  It is the one going around the entire land of Kush.”

Gen 2:14 “And the name of the third river is the Tigris.  It is the one flowing opposite Ashur.  And the fourth river, it is the Euphrates.”

Gen 2:15 “Then the Lord God took the man and settled [and stationed] him in the garden of Eden to cultivate it and to guard it.”

Gen 2:16 “And the Lord God commanded the man, saying ‘From every tree of the garden, you may certainly eat,”

Gen 2:17 “but from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you will not eat, because on the day of your eating from it you will certainly die.’”

Gen 2:18 “And the Lord God said, ‘Not good, the man being alone.  I will make for him a helper corresponding to him.’”

Gen 2:19 “Then the Lord God formed from the ground all the animals of the fields and every bird of the heaven, and He brought [each one] to the man to see what he would name it.  And whatever the man named a living creature, that was its name.”

Gen 2:20 “Then the man gave names to all the domesticated animals and to the birds of the heavens and to all the wild animals of the field, but a helper was not found for Adam as his counterpart.”

Gen 2:21 “So the Lord God caused unconsciousness to fall upon the man; and he went to sleep.  And He took one of his ribs; and He closed the flesh under it.”

Gen 2:22 “Then the Lord God built the rib which He had taken from the man into a woman.  And He brought her to the man.”

Gen 2:23 “Then the man proceeded to say, ‘This time a bone from my bones and flesh from my flesh; with reference to this one it shall be called “Woman,” because from man this one was taken.’”

Gen 2:24 “Therefore a husband shall leave his father and his mother and shall join intimately with his wife and they shall be one genitalia.”

Gen 2:25 “So the man and his wife were both naked, and they were not ashamed before one another.”
Chapter Three

Gen 3:1 “Now the snake was more subtle [shrewd, crafty] than all the land animals of the open field which the Lord God had made.  And he said to the woman, ‘Is it really true that God said, “You shall not eat from any tree of the garden!”?’”
Gen 3:2 “And the woman proceeded to say to the snake, ‘From the fruit of the trees of the garden we may eat,”

Gen 3:3 “but from the fruit of the trees which are in the middle of the garden God has said, “You shall not eat from it.  You shall not even touch it, lest you die.”’”

Gen 3:4 “Then the snake said to the woman, ‘You will actually not die.”
Gen 3:5 “Because, God knows that on the day you eat from it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God knowing good and evil.’”

Gen 3:6 “And the woman saw that the tree was good for food and that it was desirable in appearance, and the tree was desirable to make one clever.  So she grabbed from its fruit and she ate; then she gave also to her husband with her, and he ate.”

Gen 3:7 “Then the eyes of both of them were opened.  And they were concerned that they were naked.  Then they sewed together the leaves of a fig tree and made for themselves loin coverings.”

Gen 3:8 “And they heard the sound of the Lord God [Jesus Christ] walking around in the garden at the breeze of the day.  And the man and his wife kept themselves hidden from the face of the Lord God in the middle of the trees of the garden.”

Gen 3:9 “Then the Lord God called to the man, and He said, ‘Why are you where you are?’”

Gen 3:10 “And he said, ‘I heard the sound of You in the garden and I was afraid because I was naked and I hid myself.’”

Gen 3:11 “Then He said, ‘Who told you that you were naked?  Have you eaten from the tree which I commanded you not to eat from it?’”

Gen 3:12 “And the man said, ‘The woman whom You gave [to be] with me; she gave to me and I ate.’”

Gen 3:13 “And the Lord God said to the woman, ‘What is this you have done?’  And the woman answered, ‘The snake deceived me and I ate.’”

Gen 3:14 “Then the Lord God proceeded to say to the snake, ‘Because you have done this, you are being cursed from all the domesticated animals and from all the wild animals of the open fields.  Upon your belly you will go.  And dust you will eat all the days of your life.”

Gen 3:15 “In addition I will appoint (direct) hostility between you and between the woman and between your offspring and between her offspring.  He will crush you on the head but you will crush Him on the heel.’”

Gen 3:16 “To the woman He said, ‘I will greatly increase your pain and especially your pregnancy; in pain you will bear children; but to your husband [will be] your desire, and he will rule over you.’” 

Gen 3:17 “Then to the man He said, ‘Because you have obeyed the voice of your wife and ate from the tree which I commanded you saying, “You shall not eat from it,” the ground is being cursed on account of you; in toil you will eat of it all the days of your life.”

Gen 3:18 “Both thorn and thistle it [the ground] will grow for you; and you will eat the green plant of the field.”
Gen 3:19 “By the sweat of your face you will eat bread until you return to the ground, because from it you were taken; for you are dust and to dust you will return.’”

Gen 3:20 “So the man called the name of his wife ‘life’, because she was the mother of all those who are living.”

Gen 3:21 “And so the Lord God [Jesus Christ] manufactured for the man and for his wife tunics of animal hide and He clothed them.”
Gen 3:22 “Then the Lord God proceeded to say, ‘Notice, mankind has become like one separated from Us, knowing good and evil.  Therefore, beware lest he stretch out his hand and take also from the tree of life and eat and live forever.’”
Gen 3:23 “So the Lord God sent him out away from the garden of Eden to till the ground from which he was taken.”

Gen 3:24 “Therefore He proceeded to drive out the man.  Then He placed in front of the garden of Eden the Cherubs and the flame of the whirling sword to guard the way to the tree of life.”

Chapter Four

Gen 4:1 “Then the man had sexual relations with Eve, his wife, and she became pregnant and she gave birth to Cain; and she said, ‘I have acquired a man with the help of the Lord.’”

Gen 4:2 “Then she proceeded to again give birth to his brother Abel.  And Abel was a shepherd of flocks, but Cain was a tiller of the ground.”

Gen 4:3 “Now it came to pass after a while that Cain brought from the produce of the ground a food offering to the Lord.”

Gen 4:4 “And Abel on his part brought from the first born of his flock and from their very best portions.  And the Lord regarded with favor Abel and his offering.”

Gen 4:5 “but for Cain and for his offering He had no regard.  And so Cain became exceedingly angry, and his expression changed.”

Gen 4:6 “And the Lord said to Cain, ‘Why have you become angry?  And why has your expression changed?”

Gen 4:7 “Are you not confident, if you do right?  But if you do not do right, sin is stretched out at the entrance and its longing [is] for you, but you must rule over it.’”

Gen 4:8 “Then Cain proceeded to tell Abel his brother.  And it came to pass when they were in the open country, that Cain proceeded to rise up against Abel his brother and ruthlessly killed him.”

Gen 4:9 “Then the Lord said to Cain, ‘Where [is] Abel your brother?’  And he answered, ‘I do not know.  Am I my brother’s guardian?’”

Gen 4:10 “Then He said, ‘What have you done?  The voice of your brother’s lives are crying out to me from the ground.”

Gen 4:11 “Now therefore you are cursed from the ground which has opened its mouth to receive the blood of your brother from your hand.”

Gen 4:12 “When you proceed to till the ground, it will not yield its produce to you.  A drifter and a wanderer you will be on the earth.’”

Gen 4:13 “Then Cain said to the Lord, ‘My punishment [is] too great to bear.”

Gen 4:14 “Look!  You have driven me this day from upon the face of the ground.  And from Your face I will be hidden.  And I will become a drifter and a wanderer on the earth.  And anyone finding me will kill me.’”
Gen 4:15 “So the Lord said to him, ‘Therefore, assuming this to be true, whoever kills Cain will have sevenfold vengeance.’  So the Lord established a pledge for Cain, in order that anyone finding him would not be smiting him.”

Gen 4:16 “So Cain departed from the presence of the Lord, and he remained in the land of wandering to the east of Eden.”

Gen 4:17 “Then Cain had sex with his wife and she became pregnant and she gave birth to Chanok (Enoch).  Then it came to pass that he built a city.  And he (Cain) called the name of the city as the name of his son, Enoch.”

Gen 4:18 “Then to Chanok was born Irad.  And Irad became the father of Mechujeal.  And Mechujeal became the father of Methushael.  And Methushael became the father of Lemek.”

Gen 4:19 “And Lemek took for himself two wives: the name of the one [was] Adah, and the name of the second [was] Tsillah.”

Gen 4:20 “And Adah gave birth to Jabal.  He became the father of the tent-dweller and rancher.”

Gen 4:21 “And the name of his brother was Jubal.  He became the father of those skilled in the lyre and a stringed instrument.”

Gen 4:22 “At the same time Tsillah also herself gave birth to Tubal-Cain, a metallurgist of all who are metal-workers of bronze and iron.  And the sister of Tubal-Cain was Naamah.”

Gen 4:23 “And Lemek said to his wives Adah and Tsillah, ‘Listen to my voice, wives of Lemek.  Obey my words.  Because, I have killed a man for bruising me, and a youth for striking me.”

Gen 4:24 “Since Cain will be avenged seven times, then Lemek seventy and seven.’”

Gen 4:25 “Then Adam again had sexual relations with his wife.  And she proceeded to give birth to a son.  And she proceeded to call his name Sheth, [saying], ‘God has given to me another offspring in the place of Abel, because Cain killed him.’”

Gen 4:26 “Then Sheth himself also became the father of a son.  And he proceeded to call his name Enosh.  Then he (Seth) began to call upon the name of the Lord.”

Chapter Five

Gen 5:1 “This [is] the record-book of the successive generations of mankind.  On the day when God created mankind, in the likeness of God, He manufactured him.”

Gen 5:2 “Male and female He created them.  Then He proceeded to bless them.  Then He proceeded to call their name ‘Man’ on the day when they were created.”

Gen 5:3 “And Adam continued to live one hundred and thirty years.  Then he became the father of a child in his likeness according to his image.  And so called his name ‘Seth.’”

Gen 5:4 “And the days of Adam after he became the father of Seth were eight hundred years.  And he became the father of sons and daughters.”

Gen 5:5 “And all the days of Adam which he lived were nine hundred and thirty years.  And he died.”

Gen 5:6 “And Seth lived one hundred and five years and he became the father of Enosh.”

Gen 5:7 “And Seth lived eight hundred and seven years after becoming the father of Enosh.  And he became the father of sons and daughters.”

Gen 5:8 “Therefore all the days of Seth were nine hundred and twelve years.  Then he died.”

Gen 5:9 “And Enosh lived ninety years and became the father of Qenan.”

Gen 5:10 “And Enosh lived eight hundred and fifteen years after becoming the father of Qenan.  And he became the father of sons and daughters.”

Gen 5:11 “Therefore all the days of Enosh were nine hundred and five years.  And he died.”

Gen 5:12 “And Qenan lived seventy years, then he proceeded to become the father of Mahalalel.”

Gen 5:13 “And Qenan lived eight hundred and forty years after becoming the father of Mahalalel.  And he proceeded to become the father of sons and daughters.”

Gen 5:14 “Therefore all the days of Qenan were nine hundred and ten years.  Then he proceeded to die.” 

Gen 5:15 “Then Mahalalel lived sixty-five years, and he became the father of Jared.”

Gen 5:16 “Then Mahalalel lived eight hundred and thirty years after becoming the father of Jared.  And he became the father of sons and daughters.”

Gen 5:17 “Therefore all the days of Mahalalel were eight hundred and ninety-five years.  Then he proceeded to die.”

Gen 5:18  “Then Jared lived one hundred and sixty-two years and he became the father of Chanok.”

Gen 5:19 “Then Jared lived eight hundred years after becoming the father of Chanok.  And he proceeded to become the father of sons and daughters.”

Gen 5:20 “Therefore all the days of Jared were nine hundred and sixty-two years.  Then he proceeded to die.”

Gen 5:21 “Then Chanok lived sixty-five years and he proceeded to become the father of Methushalah.”

Gen 5:22 “Then Chanok walked about (lived) with God three hundred years after becoming the father of Methushelach.  And he proceeded to become the father of sons and daughters.”

Gen 5:23  “And all the days of Chanok were three hundred and sixty-five years.”

Gen 5:24 “Therefore, Chanok walked about (lived) with God.  Then he was not, because God took him.”

Gen 5:25 “And Methushalach proceeded to live one hundred and eighty-seven years.  And he proceeded to become the father of Lamek.”

Gen 5:26 “Then Methushalach lived seven hundred and eighty-two years after becoming the father of Lamek.  And he proceeded to become the father of sons and daughters.”

Gen 5:27  “Therefore all the days of Methushalach were nine hundred and sixty-nine years.  Then he proceeded to die.”

Gen 5:28 “Then Lamek proceeded to live one hundred and eight-two years.  And he proceeded to become the father of a son.”

Gen 5:29 “And he proceeded to call his name Noach, saying, ‘This one will relieve us from our labor and from the toil of our hands because of the ground which the Lord has cursed.’”

Gen 5:30 “Then Lamek lived five hundred and ninety-five years after becoming the father of Noach.  And he proceeded to become the father of sons and daughters.”

Gen 5:31 “Therefore all the days of Lamek were seven hundred and seventy-seven years.  Then he proceeded to die.”

Gen 5:32 “And Noach was a five hundred year old son.  Then he became the father of Shem, Cham, and Japeth.”

Chapter Six

Gen 6:1 “Now it came to pass, when mankind began to become many on the face of the inhabited earth, that daughters were being born to them.”

Gen 6:2 “Then the sons of God [fallen angels] watched the daughters of mankind because they were beautiful.  Therefore they took for themselves wives from all which they selected.”

Gen 6:3 “Then the Lord proceeded to say, ‘My Spirit will not plead the cause of God among men indefinitely, because he is also flesh.  Therefore his days will be one hundred and twenty years.’”

Gen 6:4 “The Nephilim were on the earth in those days.  Therefore also afterwards, when the sons of God proceeded to enter into the daughters of mankind, then they [the daughters of mankind] had children by them.  They were the mighty ones who were from antiquity, men of fame.”

Gen 6:5 “Therefore the Lord saw that the evil of mankind was great on the earth.  Consequently, every purpose of the thoughts of his mind is exclusively evil all the time.”

Gen 6:6 “Therefore the Lord was grieved because He had made mankind on the earth.  Consequently, He was hurt in His mind.”

Gen 6:7 “So the Lord proceeded to say, ‘I will wipe out mankind whom I have created from upon the face of the ground, from mankind even to animals even to insects and even to the birds of the heavens, because I am grieved that I have made them.’”

Gen 6:8 “But Noah had found favor in the eyes of the Lord.”

Gen 6:9 “These are the generations of Noah.  Noah was a righteous man, having integrity in his own generation.  With God Noah walked.”

Gen 6:10 “Now Noah became the father of three sons: Shem, Cham, and Japheth.”

Gen 6:11 “Now the earth was corrupted in the estimation of God.  Furthermore, the earth was filled with ruthlessness.”

Gen 6:12 “Therefore, God saw the earth, and behold, it was corrupted because all flesh had perverted their manner of life [moral character] on the earth.”

Gen 6:13 “Then God proceeded to say to Noah, ‘The end of all flesh has come before Me because the earth has become filled with ruthlessness because of them.  Now behold, I am destroying them with the earth.”

Gen 6:14 “Make for yourself a box of gopher wood.  You shall make the box with compartments.  Then you will cover it on the inside and on the outside with pitch.” 

Gen 6:15 “Now this is how you will make it.  The length of the box will be three hundred cubits, fifty cubits its width, and thirty cubits its height.”

Gen 6:16 “You will make a roof for the box, and to within a cubit you will finish it upwards.  Then put the opening [doorway] of the box on the side.  You will make it with lower, second, and third floors.”

Gen 6:17 “Now notice that I Myself am causing to bring the flood of waters upon the earth to destroy all flesh in which is the breath of life from under the heavens; everything which is on the earth will perish.”

Gen 6:18 “Therefore I will establish My covenant with you and you will go into the box [ark], you and your sons and your wife and the wives of your sons with you.”

Gen 6:19 “Now from all the living from all flesh, you will bring into the ark to preserve alive with you two from all; they will be male and female.”

Gen 6:20 “From the birds according to their species, and from the animals according to their species, from every creeping thing of the ground according to its species, two from all will come to you to preserve them.”

Gen 6:21 “But you take for yourself from every food which can be eaten, and gather it to yourself.  Therefore it will be for you and for them for food.’”

Gen 6:22 “Therefore, Noah did according to all which God commanded him.  So he did.”

Chapter Seven

Gen 7:1 “Then the Lord said to Noah, ‘Go into the ark, you and all your household; because I have seen you righteous before Me in this generation.”

Gen 7:2 “From all the clean animals you will take with you seven pairs, a male and his female.  But from the animals which are not clean a pair, a male and his female.”

Gen 7:3 “in addition from the birds of the heavens seven pairs, male and female, to keep offspring alive on the surface of all the earth.”

Gen 7:4 “Because at seven more days I will cause rain upon the earth forty days and forty nights.  Then I will exterminate all existence which I have made from upon the surface of the ground.’”

Gen 7:5 “Therefore Noah did according to all that the Lord had commanded him.”

Gen 7:6 “And Noah was six hundred years old when there was the flood of water upon the earth.”

Gen 7:7 “Then Noah and his sons and his wife and the wives of his sons with him went into the ark away from the surface of the waters of the flood.”

Gen 7:8 “From the clean animals and from the animals which are not clean and from the birds and everything that teems on the ground,”

Gen 7:9 “each pair went to Noah into the ark, male and female, as God had commanded Noah.”

Gen 7:10 “Then it came to pass during the seventh day that the waters of the flood occurred upon the earth.”

Gen 7:11 “In the six hundredth year of the life of Noah in the second month on the seventeenth day of the month, on this day all the springs of the great subterranean waters were torn open, and the windows of the heavens were opened.”

Gen 7:12 “Then the rain proceeded to come upon the earth forty days and forty nights.”

Gen 7:13 “On this same day Noah and Shem and Ham and Japheth, the sons of Noah, and the wife of Noah and the three wives of his sons with them went into the ark,”

Gen 7:14 “they and all the wild animals according to their species and all the domesticated animals according to their species and all the reptiles that creep upon the earth according to their species and all the insects according to their species, every bird, every flying animal.”

Gen 7:15 “Therefore they went to Noah into the ark, every pair from all the flesh in which is the spirit of life.”

Gen 7:16 “And the pair entering, male and female from all flesh entered as God commanded it.  And the Lord proceeded to close [the door] behind him.”

Gen 7:17 “Then the flood proceeded to occur forty days on the earth.  And the waters became great and lifted the ark, so that it rose from upon the earth.”

Gen 7:18 “Then the waters proceeded to prevail and they proceeded to increase greatly upon the earth.  And the ark proceeded to go over the surface of the waters.”

Gen 7:19 “Therefore the waters prevailed exceedingly greatly upon the earth, so that all the high mountains which are under all the heavens were completely covered..”

Gen 7:20 “The waters prevailed fifteen cubits [22.5 feet] above [the mountains], and the mountains were completely covered.”

Gen 7:21 “Therefore all flesh which moves about upon the earth perished together with birds and with domesticated animals and with wild animals and with all the insects that swarm upon the earth, and all mankind.”

Gen 7:22 “All who had the breath of the spirit of life in their nostrils from all who were on the dry ground died.”

Gen 7:23 “Therefore He blotted out all existence which was on the surface of the ground, from mankind even to domesticated animals, even to creeping things, and even to birds of the heavens.  Therefore they were blotted out from the earth.  Therefore only Noah survived and those who were with him in the ark.”

Gen 7:24 “Therefore the waters preceded to prevail upon the earth one hundred and fifty days.”

Chapter Eight

Gen 8:1 “But God remembered Noah and all the non-domesticated animals and all the domesticated animals that were with him in the ark.  Therefore God caused a wind to pass over the earth.  Then the waters subsided.”

Gen 8:2 “Then the springs of the subterranean waters and the windows of the heavens were stopped.  So the rain was restrained from the heavens.”

Gen 8:3 “Then the waters proceeded to depart, going away and departing from upon the earth.  And the waters proceeded to decrease at the end of one hundred and fifty days.”

Gen 8:4 “Then the ark proceeded to rest in the seventh month on the seventeenth day during the month on the mountains of Ararat.”

Gen 8:5 “And the waters were departing and decreasing until the tenth month.  In the tenth month, on the first of the month, the tops of the mountains were seen.”

Gen 8:6 “Then it came to pass at the end of forty days that Noah proceeded to open a window of the ark which he had made.”

Gen 8:7 “And he sent forth the raven, and it proceeded to go forth to and fro until the waters were dried up from upon the earth.”

Gen 8:8 “Then he sent out the dove from him, to see if the waters had abated from upon the surface of the ground.”

Gen 8:9 “But the dove did not find a resting place for the sole of her foot.  Therefore she returned to him into the ark because the waters were upon the surface of all the earth.  Then he stretched out his hand and took her and he brought her to himself into the ark.”

Gen 8:10 “Therefore he again waited anxiously another seven days. Then he did it again, sending the dove from the ark.”

Gen 8:11 “Then the dove came to him at the time of evening, and behold, a freshly picked leaf of an olive tree in her mouth.  Therefore Noah recognized that the waters were abated from off the earth.”

Gen 8:12 “Then he proceeded to wait again another seven days.  Then he sent out the dove, but she did not again return to him.”

Gen 8:13 “Now it came to pass in the six hundred and first year, on the first [day] of the first month the waters were dried up from upon the earth.  Therefore Noah turned aside the covering of the ark.  Then he looked, and behold the surface of the ground had dried up.”

Gen 8:14 “But in the second month, on the twenty-seventh day of the month the earth was completely dried up.”

Gen 8:15 “Then God spoke to Noah, saying,”

Gen 8:16 “‘Go from the ark, you and your wife and your sons and the wives of your sons with you.”

Gen 8:17 “Bring out with you all the living creatures from all flesh who are with you along with birds and with wild animals and with all creeping things which teem upon the earth, that they may swarm on the earth and be fruitful and become many upon the earth.’”

Gen 8:18 “Therefore Noah and his sons and his wife and the wives of his sons went out with him.”

Gen 8:19 “All the living creatures, all the creeping animals, and all the birds, all the teeming ones upon the earth according to their species went out from the ark.”

Gen 8:20 “Then Noah built an altar to the Lord and he proceeded to take from every clean animal and from every clean bird and offered whole burnt offerings on the altar.”

Gen 8:21 “Then the Lord delighted in the soothing aroma.  And the Lord proceeded to say in His mind, ‘I will not again curse the ground on account of man, because the purpose of the thought of man [is] evil from his youth.  Therefore I will not again send judgment upon all life as I have done.”

Gen 8:22 “Yet all the days of the earth, sowing and harvest, cold and heat, summer and autumn, and day and night will not cease.’”

Chapter Nine

Gen 9:1  “Then God proceeded to bless Noah and his sons.  Therefore He said to them, ‘Be fruitful and become numerous and fill the earth.”

Gen 9:2  “Both the fear of you and the terror of you will be upon every animal of the earth and upon every bird of the heavens.  Wheresoever the ground teems and all the fish of the sea have been given into your hand.”

Gen 9:3  “Every moving thing which is alive shall be for food for you as the green plant.  I have given everything to you.”

Gen 9:4  “However, you will not eat flesh with its life, its blood.”

Gen 9:5  “Most emphatically I will demand your life blood.  From the life of every creature I will demand it, even from the life of man, from the life of a man’s brother I will demand the life of the man.”

Gen 9:6  “The man shedding blood, by man his blood will be shed, because in the image of God He made mankind.”

Gen 9:7  “But you be fruitful and multiply.  Swarm on the earth and multiply on it.’”

Gen 9:8  “Then God proceeded to say to Noah and to his sons with him, saying,”

Gen 9:9 “‘Now I, notice I, am establishing my pledge with you and with your descendants after you,”

Gen 9:10  “and with every living creature that is with you, with the birds, with the domesticated animals and with every creature of the earth with you from all coming out of the ark to all creatures of the earth.”

Gen 9:11 “Therefore I will establish My pledge with you, so that all flesh will not be cut off again on account of the waters of the flood.  Therefore there will never again be a flood to destroy the earth.’”

Gen 9:12 “Then God proceeded to say, ‘This is the sign of the pledge which I am giving between Me and between you and between every living creature which is with you for generations always.”

Gen 9:13 “I have set My bow in the cloud, so that it will be for a sign of the covenant between Me and between the earth.”

Gen 9:14 “Then it will come to pass when I bring a cloud upon the earth, that the bow will be seen in the cloud.”

Gen 9:15 “Therefore I will remember My covenant which is between Me and between you and between every living creature among all flesh.  Therefore the waters belonging to the flood will not occur again to destroy all flesh.”

Gen 9:16 “When the bow occurs in the cloud, then I will see it to remember the perpetual covenant between God and between every living creature among all flesh which is upon the earth.’”

Gen 9:17 “Then God proceeded to say to Noah, ‘This is the sign of the promise [pledge, covenant] which I have established between Me and between all flesh which is upon the earth.’”

Gen 9:18 “Now the sons of Noah who came out from the ark were Shem and Cham and Japheth.  And Cham was the father of Canaan.”

Gen 9:19 “These three were the sons of Noah, and from these all the earth was dispersed.”

Gen 9:20 “Then Noah began [to be] a farmer, and he proceeded to plant a vineyard.”

Gen 9:21 “Then he proceeded to drink from the wine, and he became drunk.  Then he exposed himself sexually in the very midst of his tent.”

Gen 9:22 “Then Cham, the father of Canaan, gazed at with pleasure the naked indecency of his father.  Then he proceeded to tell his brothers outside.”

Gen 9:23 “Therefore Shem and Japheth took a coat and placed it upon their two shoulders and proceeded to walk backwards and proceeded to cover the nakedness of their father.  Therefore their faces were backwards, so that they did not see the nakedness of their father.”

Gen 9:24 “When Noah awoke from his wine, he proceeded to learn what his younger son had done to him.”

Gen 9:25 “Therefore he proceeded to say, ‘Canaan is cursed.  A servant of servants he will be to his brothers.’”

Gen 9:26 “Then He proceeded to say, ‘The Lord, the God of Shem is praised.  Therefore let Canaan be a servant to him.”

Gen 9:27 “Let God be open to Japheth.  Therefore let him dwell in the tents of Shem.  And let Canaan be a servant to him.’”

Gen 9:28 “Then after the flood Noah proceeded to live three hundred and fifty years.”

Gen 9:29 “Therefore all the days of Noah proceeded to be nine hundred and fifty years, and he proceeded to die.”
